Besides copying tbe names Irom other
tomb-stones, of the history and cbaiac
ter of several we shall presently have
something to say, our present duty is to
write up briefly the history of one ol
Augusta's Revolutionary heroes, of
whom it is mortifying to acknowledge
uer people know nothing,

CAPT. CHARLES RASKINS.
He was born in South Carolina about

1740; died on what bas for some years
been known as tbe John Byers' place,

\u25a0in Christian's creek, August 11th, 1822,
eighty-two years old His wife was
Mary, daughter of that famous divine,
the Rev. John Craig, the

FOUNDER.
of the "Old Stone" and "Tinkling
Spring" churches. She died December
12th, 1816, about 70 years of age. Capt.
Charles Baskins bore the rank of Cap
tain in tbe Continental army, and no
one reaped more honors or wore more
scars tban be did. At one of the fights
under Gen. Green, Capt Baskins, with
Samuel Steele, the grandfather of Mr.
Samuel H Steele, aud ol whom I will
bave something to say again, and Sam
uel McCune, (who will also be the sub-
ject of a chapter,) were associates, and
perhaps members of the same company.
On one occasion, de-ached from their
command, who were not far off,

ncouutered them. They were passing

through a long, narrow lane, when the
cavalry armed with heavy broad
swords, and four to one rode tbem
down. McCune had mounted to tho
top of the fence, and sitting in a
crouched position, dodged a blow aimed
at his head, when tbe cavalryman
making bis horse leap the fence so close
to bim, the animal's knee knocked him
to the other side. Falling on his hands
and feet, musket in hand, rose to his
feet _nd emptied tbe saddle With
empty musket, and in the field, at-
tempted to join his comrades at some
distance iv a skirt of woods. Running,
he was soon overtaken by one of tbe
cavalry, wbo was iv tbe act of cutting
bim down, wben a comrade in tbe
woods, seeing his danger,
BROUGHT HIS RIFLE TO BEAR AND

SAVED M'CUNE
The latter was intent on saving the

Que horse of tbe cavalryman, dashed
at the bridle, but missed, wben a com
rade more fortunate captured him
Capt. Baskins, at tbe same time, armed
with only a light, straight, officer's
sword, was dashed upon by one or more
troopers, and defending himself as best
he could, it was shivered into pieces,
and a bit six inches in length, all
lett of it, with which.lie defended him
self the best he could. He sank at the
horse's feet with head and shoulders
hacked into mince meat, so to speak,
and left by tbem for dead. He crawled
through tbe fence, and seeking the shel-
ter of a clump of bushes, presently en-
countered another and novel enemy

IN A WILD, HALF-STARVED SOW,
that trailed bim up by bis blood He
waged the contest for some time, when
witb mouth open, bristles up, and to
intimidate at the same time, she came
at him with that peculiar noise we can-
not describe, he resisted her by break
ing sticks over her nose. Presently,
the troopeis returning, and surprised at
not finding him dead, instituted a search
tbat he narrowly escaped. His com-
rades presently carried him off, whtn
tbe surgeon seeing his mangled condi
tion, said in Baskins' bearing, as he was
desperately wounded, he would give his
first attention to others. B cried out in
his Irish brogue, "You'ra liar, accursed
me heart's whole y*t." The command
ing ofLcer hearing his remark, sternly
reproved the surgeon. He, smarting
under the reproof, caused the mangled
hero all tbe pain he could, and minced
as the flesh was, shaved off all bis hairAfter, by shameful neglect, vermin
,swarmed in his wounds, yet, as he sta-
ted, be survived lt ail, lived honored
and died universally lamented.

JOHN CRAIG BA.SKINS,
was a soldier in tbe war of 1812. He
died December28th, 1833, aged 60 years.
Jobn Craig Baskins left children, Wil-
liam, Ann, Charles, Thomas 8 , John
Craig, Peygy, John Guy, Elizabeth, and
James.

The latter first mar-
ried Lucy, the youngest daughter of
that honored elder of tbe Staunton
Presbyterian church, and a man tban
whom, since John Preston and others
founded Staunton, has died within its
limits more useful, more respected or
more honored,

THE LATE SAMUELCLARKE.
It is because of hla last marriage on

the day of , 18?, I intend to
indulge in a bit ot history I hope your
readers wiil bear with me in reading
patiently, and, as I hope, vindicate me
as the historian, because of a part I bave
been made to play in the matters grow-

out of it and without my seeking.
His last fatber in-law was a citizen of
an adjoining county and married an
only daughter of a most worthy and re-
spected citizen of this county. By ber
he had one son and four daughters. We
will here premise tbat whilst his family
was a respectable one, it was not a whit
more so than thatof the honored hero of
the Revolution, we have, in a feeble
way, attempted to do justice to. Years
before the marriage of Jas. Bask ins to
his second daughter, bis wife and son
died, and his eldest daughter, who was
being more liberally educated tban either
of her sisters, received a fall from a
horse, or out of a vehicle, that for years
made her as helpless as a child. During
these years this second sister, in thefull-est acceptation of the term, was a mother
to her ami tbe two younger sister.., aud
most successful house wife in managing
everything pertaining to woman's
sphere. She elecited enthusiastic en-
comiums from every quarter, and yet
her innate modesty never hinted to her
tbat sbe was doing anything more tban
a duly in filling, lv her humble way, a
mother's place. Tbe fatber, apart from
beiug an elder forforty years in one of
the oldest churches of the county, had a
neat little temple erected at home, in
which, unconsciously it may have been
to himself, he was a constant, devout,
and faithful worshiper. It was to that
god, so popular in these late days, that
claims among his worshipers tbe Van-
derbilts, Goulds, Astors, Keenes, and
others,

THE GOD MAMMON.
Well, poor Jimmie Baskins, a good

fellow, good citizen, good soldier, who
languished months in Fort Deleware,
and was the father-in-law ofan eminent
South Carolina clergyman, had not a
solitary vice mortal man ever had heard
of, but was uo worshiper at the shrine
of this pqpular The daughter had
for some years been of age, and whilst
she may have thought ber father would
have preferred anotherkind of a son-in-
law, did not dream of incurring his and
this sister's undying ill- will. In one of
several ofher letters to a friend I have
belore me, she seems not to have dream-
ed tbat their feelings of opposition could
bave ever carried them to the length her
experience has proved. Tbey were
married, when, alas! the doors of the
paternal mansion,
AS THE HEARTS OF FATHER AND SISTER,
were closed to her forever. These let-
ters from South Carolina and Texas,
their present home, in their sad, heart-
rending, filial utterances, in which she
bewails tbe fact tbat neither her father
or sister would meet her in Staunton
aud say to her farewell, and tbat tbey
had forgiven her, (she lived a year or
more in a neighboring villageafter their
marriage,) have all the sentiment of the
humble, sincere, devout christian No
where, in all of tbem, is there the faint-
est utterance of reproach, but a perfect
abnegation of all tbe wealth and pos
sessions at home, and of her willingness
to return here and do menial service in
ber friend's kitchen, if she could be
reconciled to father and . ister, and bave
tbeir forgiveness and blessing. Had the
fatber have taken Mr. B by tbe band,
an accomplished clerk skillful, well
trained merchant, bis influence could
bave secured for him a clerkship in one
of our banks or set him up as a mer-
chant, and bave seen him an honored,
useful, prominent member of society.

Time passed. About the time of his
daughter's marriage tbeir came into his
immediate vicinity a keen, shrewd
business man fiom an adjoining county,
wbo married a most estimable lady?the
only daughter and heir of his nearest
neighbor. He belonged to that class
which, unfortunately for themselves,
slapped
THEIR OLD MOTHER VIRGINIA* IN THE

FACE
in our late unpleasantness. Thereby
they have inherited for themselves that
reputation for themselves that will ad-
here to them through generations un-
born in all the South, that whilst it is
expressly designated by a single word,
that we shall have to refer to presently,
that can be summed up by one equally
forcible, that came into use directly af-
ter the Revolution, to wit, "Tory." He
goon manifested himself as a most de
vout worshiper of tbat little god we re-
ferred to, mammon, and as such at once
had the entre to tbe ancient elder's
beart. He was soon his most intimate
friend and associate, and like him pre-
sently became an elder in the same
church. Time passed both of tbe otoer
daughters married. The third to a wor-
thy and pious gentleman, also an elder,
but no devotee to mammon The fourth
daughter married a gentleman in an-
other county, who seemed to hold the
warmest place in his father-in-law's
heart He, too, has successfully wor-
shipped mammon, and that strange god
in Virginia, tbe introduction of tbe past
few years, the High Priest of Repudia-
tion, "Mahone," and also of tbe jolly
god. We do not know tbat he has ever
crossed the threshold of a church, but if
so, like his great anti-type referred to
by one of the Apostles in that most
terse and expressive sentence,

THINGS.
The ancient elderwas weakening rap-

idly in mind and body. In evidence,
much to the surprise and disgust of
nineteenth-twentieths of his relatives
and friends, he was carried to tbe late
exciting election in a close carriage, and
voted the Mahone ticket. Tbis was all
brought about by tbe neighboring elder
we have referred to who, besides beiug
a devotee of mammon, was an enthu-
siastic admirer and supporter of Ma-
hone In the Richmond Dispatch, of
tbe 11th, before us, we find, in an ably
written article, tbis sentence:

In a moment we cast eyes on the elder

who wrote the will, asked aa to its pro-
visions, and who was to execute it. He
gaveus tbe details, and said he was its
executor. We told him of the difficult
task that Wfeer. asked to pe»rb_mr
He went on to defend the deceased ;said that the widow of a prominent
pastor of thirty or more years ago of the
congregation, thinking as we did, came
there perhaps in the ancient elder's life,
to talk to him and his daughter in be-
half of the much-wronged daughter in
Texas, as ninety nine hundredths of
the public regard her, and after hearing
what she had to say, acquiesced. I
don't pretend to know what that was
I asked if he would carry her a letter.He said he would I wrote her briefly,
yet politely, though pointedly, declin
ing the task. I understand my position
has not been understood, and It is my
purpose ln this communication to vin-
dicate myself. On the night of January
31st, I read an appeal from this poor,
persecuted, maligned individual, James
Baskins, dated December 22J, to per-
haps the most prominent elder in tbat
the largest congregation of the largest
Presbytery in the largest Synod ot theSouthernPresbyterian church,

FOUNDED BY HIS GRANDFATHER,
asking those among whom he was
born and raised to remember in their
prayers, a- also in their generous contri-
butions, the feeble Presbyterian church
of Lancaster, Texas, to wbich he and
this shamefully wronged daughter of
this ancient elder belonged. Let meappeal to that congregation in their be-
half.

I was al one time in a greater strait
than considering the request touching
the obituary. On the evening of May
13th, 1869, a friend, the present Mayor
of the town of Staunton, and myself,
when the sun was setting, sat on our
horses on the bank of the Grand Cas-
cades, that empties in a few hundred
yards above its mouth into the Merced
River, the largest tributary of the San
Joaquin in California. For ten days
the mercury had reached 110 degrees in
the shade. Huge banks of snow lay
around us in a ride of 35 miles through
one of most Cod-forsaken, wild vol-
canic looking regions of the Sierra Ne
vada Mountains as he rode from Hite'sCove, in the upper end of Mariposa
county, on onr way to the Yosemite
and MariposaGrove of Big Trees. The
only living animal we saw was our In-
dian guide "Jocho," a lad 12 or 13 years
old, who walked and rode behind us by
turns. We had not a match to strike a
fire, or a vestige of food for man or
beast. Our path led abruptly down to
the edge of the stream, and as Jocbo
knew no English, parrot like, he re-peated the questions our friend asked,
wtien he said, "No bridge " The water
was running like a mill tail, and over
great boulders, as tiig seemingly as the
half of a railroad car

The Yosemite was yet five miles off
We held a brief consultation, when we
resolved to risk the stream. Our friend
had no whip nor spur, and his hotse
manifesting far morebrains than either
of us, refused to enter it. He borrowed
our knife, cut a switch, and with much
effort, forced his borse in. In a moment
he was washed from his feet, and the
rider and him at the mercy ol the mad-
dened waves We watched them with
breathless in' crest He wasafineswim
mer, and through unheard of exertions
both succeeded in reachiug the opposite
bank. Try, If you can, gentle reader,
to put yourself in our stead. We could
not swim a stroke, witb 35 miles of such
country behind us, no fire, no food, to
say nothing of the disgrace of deserting
our Comrade, tbe thoughts that run
through the mind under such circum-
stances might as we belive,be compared
to those of the man on the
GALLOWS, AND THE ROPE AROUND HIS

NECK.
Our noble, generous steed from Missou-
ri, and carried a yearor more across the
plains, and found by us in a livery sta
ble in Mariposa, and to see him and
clasp him around his neck, if he was
within fitty miles of us, would be the
greatest pleasure,?that never stumbled
or required whip or spur?didn't hesi-
tate, but plunged in, and before meas
uriug twice his length, was lifted offhis
feet, head upstream, and fell back upon
us. As we were being washedas a feath
er, we grasped at the topof a big bould-
er the white caps marked the position
of, and werefloated away like a feather,
three fingers of the left hand clinging
to a depression in tbe boulder. As the
horse arose, our saddle-bags, with my
clothes, and some of our friend's, floated
offon their way to San Francisco. At
the same moment tbe end of the rope
baiter, tbat was noosed over tbe high
pommel floated by me. I seized it witb
the right band, and the horse striking
out afterhis companion gave me lever-
age enough to enable me to clamber to
my feet on the boulder, wben springing
off towards the other shore, what with
my struggles, and the horse aiding me,
a merciful Providence saved my life.

Aiding each other in wringing our
clothing, we in a few moments came
upon two white men, a horse-back, each
leading a horse, surrounded by a group
of 25 or 30 Mono Indians of both sexes,
and one boy, "Jocko," of the number.
As we rode up, one of them, aMr Coal
ter, on his way to the Yosemite, to fix
up ladders, &c , for Summer visitors,
seeing our condition, asked wbere we
had been ? When told we had crossed
the "Grand Cascades," raising their
bands in astonishment,?"Great Heav
ens"?no onethinksof crossing it in the
Summer; why did you not go to the
bridge, a mile up 6tream?

Could we have had "Jocko" out by
himself,

HE MIGHT HAVE HAD TO SWING.
Gentle reader, we have given you a

plain, unvarnished history of what we
have heard of the venerable Revolu-
tionary patriot, aa a more minute, and,
we doubt not, a more interesting one of
bis perseeu ed grandson and his wife ?

Have we not vindicated ourself, and
cannot be considered extravagant or
much excitable when we say tbere are
whited sepu lchres overwhom thousands
plunge into hell?

I feel per ectly satisfied that were our
cour-s now what they were in the zenith
of onr much lamented Moncure's tame,
poor Baskins could, for a reasonable
contingent fee. have obtained, in the
disposition of this estate, an approxi-
mate to his wife's rights.
