The Talmudists.

To those doctrines of the iaw, the Old

watical sense had little interest for
them. The inspired text they used to
cowpare to water; but their Mishna, or
oral tradition to wine, and their Gemara
or commentary to spiced wine. Every
verbal resemblance, however superfi

cial, every variation of spelllng and
peculiarity of arrangement or order.
suggested to them a mystery; out of
texts arbitrarily placed together, mean-
ings were evolved for which not a
shadow of warrant could be found;
from the mere metaphors latent in com-
mon speech portentious conclusions
were deduced ; in the numerical values
of the letters of which words were com+
posed occult meanings were discovered.
The results may be imagined, and were
perhaps surprising even to the scribes
themselvas in their saner moments, for
among their traditions is one which de-
picts the amazement of Moses, when in
a vision he saw some Rabbi of the fu-
ture extracting whole bushel-loads of
meanings and decisions from every an-
gle, curl, and horn of every letter of the
law. We shall try, by a few specimens
of the more quotable sort, togive an idea
of the Rabbinical style of handling
Scripture. It might seem to an unso-
phisticated reader rather difficult to de-
termine from the text—*‘The ox know-
eth his owner, and the ass his master’s
crib; but Israel doth not know, my
people doth not consider’’—what Ekind
of scourge should be used to inflict the
‘‘forty stripes save one’’ on those who
broke the law. But the ingenuity of
the Rabbis was not to be foiled. Ought
not the men who know not to be beaten
by theanimals whose knowledgeshames
them ? Then twist together thongs of
ox-hide and ass-hide, aud lay the com-
pounded lash on the back of the guilty

Out of Laban’s invitation to Abraham’s
servant—*‘Come in, for I have prepared
the house, and room for the camels’’—
evidence was extracted to show that the
piety of the great father of the faithful
was so transcendent and contagious as
to be shared even by his camels, for by
imagining some occult connection be-
tween the phrases for ‘“‘making ready
the house’’ and ‘‘removing the idols,”
the meaning was reached that the cam-
els piously declined to enter till the em

blews of idolatry had been cleared out.
In praise of the phylacteries or little
leathern boxes ecntalping texts from
the law, which the jews were accus-
tomed to bind on the brow and leftarm,
a prouf that they were worn by Jeho-
vah Himself was found in the text:
‘*Jebovah bath sworn by His right
band and the arm of his streugth”—i
e., the left arm bound with one of those
curious amulets. But on ‘entering a
cemetery it was ruled that they should
be taken off, on the ground that those
who-wore them in the presence of the
dead would be guilty of the insolent
ostentation condemned in the passage,
‘*Whoso mocketh the poor reproacheth
his maker.” Oo the narrative which
relates that the news of the capture of
Lot was brought to Abrabam by ‘‘one
that had escaped,” the curious myth
was founded of the eseape of Og, the
King of Bashan, from the Deluge, his
gigantic stature being supposed to have
enabled him to wade beside the ark till
the waters subsided.— Blackwood's Mag
azine.

Gladstone and Beaconsfield.

All who have watched the brilliant
career of Mr. Gladstone, particularly
during the last twenty years, must be
conscious of the fact that even his ex-
cellent ‘‘constitution”—if we may be
permitted to use that banned but ex-
pressive term—has been often severely
tried by the vigor of his brain and
nerve power. To the physiologist who
recognizes the inter relation of those
parts of the being which some try to
separate and speak of a part as “‘mind”’
and “body,” the study of such lives as
those of Mr Gladstone and the late Lord
Beaconsfield comparatively with the
ideal standard of perfect humanity is
intensely interesting. Lord Beacens-
fivld had a vigorous but nota thoroughly
cultured brain, The development of
his cerebral and nervous organism was
not, so tosay,general and equal through-
out, He had excellent parts and extra.
ordinary intellectual fervor, with a
strong will and an immense power of
self restraint, but it is no disparagement
of the noble Lord’s physico mental qf-
ganism chronicle the physiological
fact that his brain lacked, and not un-
frequently gave unmistakable evidence
of lacking, that high, coherent, devel-
opment which is only to be obtained by
early and persistent mental discipline
and culture He was rather trilliant
than grand, as studied from a psycho
logica! standpoint, and it was a physio
logical consequence of his brain type
that his policy was one rather of fine
ness and dazzling energy than of per-
sistent growth of purpose. Mr. Glad-
stone, on the other hand, is possessed of
a brain which has been physiologically
developed by training and -exercise
commenced in youtb and continued 1af
into an adult life, with an intense strug
gle for self-improvement by intellectual
discipline and industry, and his mind
and nerve power are supported by a
very considerable amount of sensory
and muscular strength and energy. The
perils of his life have ever heen those of
‘‘overwork’’ in its truest sense. Brain
function has frequently outstripped
bodily strength, and if his constitution
—we again dare to use this word for
want of a better—had been a little less
strong, if the recuperative power of the
organism as a whole had been only a
little less considerable, the right honor-
able gentleman must, on several ocea
sions, have broker down. Theso-called
“*irritability”” of temperament which
Mr Gladstone has in some of his must
trying sessious been observed to evince
has been the outcome of an over-active
rather than a weak nervous system. 1!
it were possible the right honorable
gentleman would even now exhaust his
reserve of nerve foree by the energy of
his great intellect at an age wben other
men of his calibre have shown symp
to;ns of waning energy.— London Lan-
cet.

BE READY EARLY.—A season of ac-
tivity is nesr ar hand. Spring is com-
ing, with its pressing work. . Are farm-
ers ready for sowing and planting? Ev-
ery implement should be provided be-
forehand, that no time may be wasted
in making purchases or repairs after the
work should begin. We have known a
half-day of plowing to be lost because
the whiffletrees were not at hand. Some
farmers start out with their spring
plowing without a single plow point in
stock, and when one is needed, the team
is.taken from the field and driven to the
store. Such a loss of time is a serious
matter, anod should be thoughtfully
guarded against by ample provision of
all such articles of theTarm. Itisa poor
time to mend a harrow when it should
be at work in the field.

We do not favor that economy—if it
may be so called—that relies upon the
neighbors for many of the tools of the
farm. There are certain farm imple-
ments that may be owned in partoer
ship, as a roller or reaper, but the con-
stant borrowing of rakes, forks, ete., is
not a wise and economical practice. Be
provided with all these essential farm
tools, and have them in good order, and
at hand when the time arrives for using
them.

Now is the time to look to these mat-
ters, and make all needed preparations
for the busy days that will soon be here.
In the peace of winter prepare for the
war of spring.—American Agriculturist
for January.

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The McCune Family,

MR. EpI1TOR:—Would that we had
had a century or more ago some one af-
ter the order of Hou. Lyman C. Dra=
per, of Madison, Wisconsin, who would
have sacredly preserved everything per-
taining to the history of the country.
The too meagre notes that we give you
of this, one of the prominent families
of Augusta, a century and a half ago,
we gather from one of the descendants,
Most of them are from tradition.

About 1740, Samuel McCune, the
founder of the family here, left Ar-
magh perhaps, and at 18 years of age,
on landing at New York, after paying
‘his p e, had but one and sixpence
left. He worked his way into Augusta,
into what is now the Tinkling Sprin
congregation, and married into the Wil-
liams family—the same that one ot the
Christians bad married in, as also one
of the Braffords. His sons were John,
James, Alexander, William, and Sam-
uel. He was one of the soldiers from
Augusta under Braddock. Tradition
says that he introduced the first cart in
this part of the country, which at that
day elicited as much interest as Jumbo
would now. The trading at that day
was by packing to Fredericksburg and
Dumfries.

His eldest son John, grandfather of
Col. Samuel and Givens McCune, was
in the Revolution, as was also Samuel.
James died about the commencement of
the Revolution, and some years before
it Alexander and William emigrated to
South Carolina, and may, from any-
thing remembered now, have been par-
ticipants in it. Both married there,
and were the founders of those bearing
the name there, yet the two branches of
tae family are as strangers to each other,
as thecugh part were in Ireland. Samuel
fought under Morgan at the Cowpens
and Eataw Springs, and, as will be re-
membered, was with Capt. Charles
Baskins and Samuel Steele in the fierce
rencontre with Tarleton’s cavalry, as
set forth in a late number of the SPEC-
TATOR. f{3amuel never married, lived
on Christian’s Creek at what i3 remem-~
bered as the Wm.
