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THE METEOR OF SUNDAY MORNING OF LAST
WEEK.—The meteor of Sunday morning of
last week, which was so large and briiliant and
the explosion of which shook the earth like an
earthquake, and which was seen and felt over
& great part of Eastern Virginia, was also seen
and felt in Page county west of the Blue Ridge,
and those who saw it there thought it was
quite near them, To beseen at the same in-
stant at places so distant from each other
shows that it must have been very high up,
and the fact that the earth was shaken in all
these places shows that the explosion must
have been of almost inconceivable violence
On the 27th of February a similar one was seen
in Connecticut and Rhode Island, and a short
time before a similar one was seen in Missis-
sippi and Alabama. It would seem that the
earth in sweeping through its orbit is passing
through a belt of meteors. They travel with
such inconceivable velocity that the friction
produced by the resistance of the air of our
atmosphere causes them to ignite. But what
causes them to explode? Who will rise and
explain? “There are more things in heaven
and earth, Horatio, than are dreamt of in our
philosophy.”

Wiggius should have predicted the meteor
which did appear, instead of the destructive
storm which did not, and then his fame as &
prophet, of which he seems to be so ambi-
tious, would have been established.

Marriage in Staunten of Ex-Gov. Wm.
Sprague, of Rhode Island.

BOTH PARTIES DIVORCED FROM THEIR FORMER
PARTNERS, WHO ABE STILL LIVING.

On last l'hnrsdny night, ight, atthe Virginia Hotel,
Ex-Gov. Wm. S8prague, of Providence, Rhode
Island, was married to Mrs. Dora Inez Calvert,
by Rev W, Q Hullihen, The facts concernlng
this strange marriage, so far a8 we have been
able to learn, are, briefly stated, about as fol-
lows: Ex-Gov. Sprague, who had been divorced
from his first wife, who is the daughter of the
late Salmon P. Chase, »f Ohio, Chief Justice of
the United States, arrived here from the North
on Wednesday night, and Mrs, Dora Inez Cal-
vert, nee Weed, who had been divorced from
her husband, who, we have been informed, is a
Cincinnati drummer, arrived here from Ron-
ceverte, Greenbrier county, W. Va., between
2and 3 o'clock p. m.,on Thursday. The parties
met at the Vriginia Hotel, and a short time
after, the Ex-Governor went to the County
Court clerk’s office to obtain a license tomarry
the divorced widow, but was informed by the
clerk that licenses to marry in Staunton were
not issued from that office. He then went to
the clerk’s office of the Hustings Court, where,
for sometime, he did not meet with any better
success, as the clerk refused to issue the license
on the ground that M+s. Calvert was not a resi-
dent of Staunton. The Ex-Governor was non-
plussed, but the smart and anxious widow, act-
ing upon the adage that “where there is & will,
there is a way,”” was equal to the occaslon, and
she removed the obstruction by informing the
olerk that she had no home, and that she claim-
ed Staunton as her place of residence till she
should -be married. Notwithstanding this
claim, however, the clerk declined to grant the
license till assured by the Commonweaith’s
Attorney for the city that “he would stand be-
tween the clerk and danger.” Upon thisrather
remarkable claim of the widow as a resident of
Staunton, and the assurance of safety given by
the Attorney, the clerk granted the liceuse.
The parties then repaired to the Virginia Hotel,
and the Attorney went for Rev. Mr. Hullihen
to unite them in the bonds of matrimony. But
their troubles were not yet over, for on his way
to the Hotel, the minister was informed that
the Ex-Governor was a divorced husbana, and
the canons of his church—the Episcopal—ine
hibit its ministers to marry divorced persons
unless in cases where the divorce was granted
on the charge of committing the sin forbidden

| by the 7th commandment, and where the par-

tles making application to marry are the in-
nocent parties in such adivorce, The minister
declined to perform the marriageceremony till
the Ex Governor had satisfled bim that in his
case he would not be violating the canons of
his cturch, as in his sult for divorce hecharged
his wife with a violation of her marriage vows
—that she had filed a similar charge against
him, but withdrew it; but that he did not
withdrew his charge against her, and in that
statetof the case the divorce was granted. The
minister beinz satisfled that in marrying Mr.
Sprague he would pot be violating the canons
of his church, performed the ceremony in the
Virginia Hotel in the presence of Mr. and Mrs,
Crowle, Edward Echols. (the city Attorney,)
and Samuel A. Spiggle.
The parties who were married took the next
train for the East at 1 o’clock a. m., rejoicing in
the consummation of their hopes, and their
exemption from troubles.
In their relief from further annoyance, they
were more fortunate then the minister, who,
after the marriage, learned, to his great sur-
prise and chagiin, that the woman was also a
divorced party.
We have been able to learn but little of this
divoreced widow. She is a native aof Connecti-
cut, about 24 years of age, (Sprague is 3l,) she
lived recently at Huntington and other places
in West Virginia, and became acquainted with
Sprague about a year since in the North.
Sprague’s bistory, his former exalted official
positions, his former wealth and subsequent
failure, his domestic troubles, and his recent
“cranky’ conduct are too well known to need
special mention.

Letter from Churchville.

CHURCHVILLE, VA., March 12th, 1883,

On yeslerpay the sad news reacnhed the vii-
lage of the death of Mr, Martin Rohrer, one of
the oldest and most respected citizens of this
communiiy. He was a native of Maryland.
but came to this county when quite a young
man and has lived for almost bhalf a century
in the vicinity of Churcnville. He was a man
without enemies and very popular on account
of sterling traits of character and jovial dis-
position. His wife and five children survive
him. One by one our old citizens are passing
off the stage of life and the curtzin falls be-
hind them. There is rarely found a commun;-
ty in which, acc ordlng to populaliou there
are so mnny persons who nave reached apd
gone beyond man’s allotted time—ihree-score
years and ten. Within a radius of three miles
of Churchville there are now living forty per-
sons who have arrived at the age of seveuty
years, and twelve of these are more than eighty
years old, The three oldest residents of this
village are Messrs. John Smith, David Eelg
and David Jackson. Each of these gentlemen
has reaehed the age of about eighty-five, but
all are remarkably well preserved and active:
We noticed two of them the other day mend-
ing the fence around omeof the grave-yards—
repairing the house before moving in.
There is considerable sicknness in the neigh-
borhood just now, and our physicians are un-
urually active. The most serious case is that
of the little son of Mr. Joseph Myers, who con-
tracted scarlet fever in Staunton, The child
has been very sick, but, under the skillful
treatment of Dr. Davies, 1s gradually improv-
ing. A little colored boy who was a servant of
the family recently died of the dissase. There
are four cases of Scarlatina .in the family of
Mr. Frederick Keller, but the patients are all
doing well., r. H. Clay 'Burns is sick with
remittent fever,
On Saturday morping, Mr. J. M. Jorden, who
is building a residenee in the village, lost a
considerable quantity of lumber by fire, The
plank took fire in the drying kiin, and ahout
