It is capable ol magnifying 2 000 diame-
ters, thus bringing the moon within
nivety miles of the earth. The eatire
cost of the telescope and the observatory
in which it is mounted exceeds $100 000
The Warner Onvservatory was erectea
from the private purse of Mr H H
Warner, proprietor of the Sate Kidney
aud Liver Cure and other remedies, who
has also endowed : nd furnished it most
liberally. In addition thereto he has
pa’d out several thousand dollars in
prizes for the discovery of comets and
meteo:s which has doubtless greatly
stitmulated the discoveries to which ref~
erence has been made.
