HOWARD PAYNE, AUTHOR OF ‘‘HOME,
Sweer Howug.’—Last Thursday, the
remains of John Howard Payne, the
poet and actor, arrived at New York on
the steamer Burgundia, and, being ta-
ken in charge by & committee of the al-
dermen of the city and the representa~
tives of Mr. W. W. Corcoran, were con-
veyed to the City Hall. There they lay
in state in the Governor’s room until
Friday afternoon, when they were ta-
ken to Washington in a special car fur~
nished by the Pennsylvania Railroad
Company. In Washington the body
will be entrusted to the care of the au-
thorities of the Oak Hill Cemetery un-~
til the 9th of June next, the ninety-first
anniversary of the poet’s birth, on
which date the final ceremonies of the
reinterment will take plaee. Mr. Cor-
coran, whose admiration for the author
of “Home, Sweet Home,” has caused
him to have the poet’s remains brought
to his native land. has himself selected
in Oak Hill Cemetery the spot destined
to be Payne's last resting-place. Itisa
spot on the crest of a hill, sloping down
to the valley of Rock creek, and marked
by a magnificent beech. The surface
round about will be cleared of the vari-
ous growths which obstruct and mar
the view, so that the beech, standing in
golitary beauty, will clearly mark the
locality of the grave. Simplieity is the
sole ornament with which the monu-
ment erected by Mr. Corcoran is to be
adorned. The inscription will be but
this: *“John Howard Payne, author of
‘Home, dweet Home.” Born, June 7th,
1792 ; died April 1st, 1852.”

that the debt question has been finally
and permanently settled.
These Mahoneites will seize and mag-
nify every word which may be spoken
or written by any Democrat expressive
of his dissent from the decision rendered

At the age of 17 he en-
Ttered the—Military Academyat West
Point, and graduated in 1833; was ap-
po nted seo,onﬂ lieutenant nfaamllery
July 1, 1838 ; was assistent professor of
‘mathematics at West Point from -Au=
gust 31, 1842, to August 31, 1843 ; served
through the Mexican war under Gen.
Taylor; was brevetted captain April 18,
1847, for gallant conduect at the battle of,
Cerro Gordo; was promoted to captain
in 1849. “At the outbreak of the civil
war he was in Texas, but immediately
on hearing of the secession of Virginia
he tendered his resignation as an officer
of the United States army and came to
Richmeond and cast his fortunes with the’
seceding States. In the fall of 1864 be
was elected professor of natural and ex-
perimental philogophy in the Virginia
Military Ins%tute, and for eleven years
he occupied the chair which before him
had been filled by Gen. Stonewall Jack-
son. In 1876 failing health prevented
him from longer attending to the duties
of his professorship, and he retired to
private life at his home in Lexington,
The corps of cadets, one hundred, acted
as escort at the funeral on Saturday.
