Riddleberger Speaks.

‘We will not trouble our readers with
a reproduction of the long-winded story
told by a correspondent of the Baltimore
Sun, respecting an interview with the
junior Senator from Virginia, Mahone's
‘‘Me too.””

Riddleberger seems to entertain, this
outlining of the policy of the agitators
may serve its purpose; but we shall be
greatly mistaken, if any considerable
number of the white Democrats of Vir-
ginia, who have been misled heretofore,
and find themselves betrayed:now into
an unnatural alliance with the Stalwart
wing of the Republican party can be
longer deceived. They engaged, origi~
nally, in the effort to secure readjust-
ment, beeause they thought it right and
proper; but never started in this course
with any view to landing in the Repub-
lican party, and especially the worst
faction thereof. Nor do we believe that,
simply to preserve the power of William
Mahone, and to keep adventurers 1n or-
fice, they will consent longer to be led
by men who have unlearned all they
were taught about Democratic princi-
ples, and abjured all ideas of political
bonesty. As the Petersburg Mail well

says:—

le Mr. Riddieberger thinks that the
mass of the people of Virginia are stark
idiots, he might at least have kept his
opinion to himself; and if he felt con-
tempt for them as the popular judges in
this matter he might very readily, as
Curranionce did, have studiously con-
tempt for the court. But here he an-
nounces that the question is to be re-
opened; evidently trusting that the
masses are so crack-brained and so fee-
ble of intellect—that they will at once
gulp down the utter nonsense which he
and other coalitionists will endeavor to
make them accept as ingpired truth.”

We have a better opinicn of the in-
telligence and moral rectitude of the
white people of Virginia, than this two-
penny politician seems to entertain;
and we believe that all who are not in
office, or hungry for the spoils that have
thus far been denied them, will deter-
mine that the debt question being set-
tled, there ie no longer any reason to
keep up a Mahone party in this State,
as auxiliary to the Stelwart Republican
party of the country.—ZLynchburg Vir-
ginian.

History versus Credulity.

There is a prevaient and apparently
ineradicable error 1n the minds of the
negro population, that the war was
waged for their emancipation. Noth-
ing could be farther from the fact. Af-
ter Mr. Lincoln’s election, (in Decem-
ber, 1860,) he wrote as foellows to Alex-
ander H. Stephens : —

“Do the people of the South really en-
tertain fears that a Republican Admin-
istration would, directly or indirgctly,
interfere with the slaves, or with them
about their slaves? If they do, I wish
to assure you, as once a friend and still
I hope not as an enemy, that thereis no
cause for such fears.”

The negroes are taught to regard Lin-
coln as the modern Moses, raised up by
Heaven to lead them through the Red
Sea of carnage to the ‘“happy land of
Capaan.” Well, if that be so this much
is certain,—they were led by a way that
the guides at the first saw not, and did
not meditate. After Lincoln was elect
ed President (but before his inaugura~
tion) he wrote as above quoted that the
“Republican Administration would not
directly nor indirectly interfere with
the slaves, nor with their masters about
the slaves.” In his inaugural message,
and in a subsequent message to Con-
gress, he reiterated this sentiment. And
at the memorable Fortress B{oproe in-
terview between Mr. Lincoln and the
Confederate Commissioners, as late we
believe as the Fall of 1864, Mr. Lincoln
proposed among the conditions of peace
that the slaves should remain such ex-
cept in the Jocalities where they had
been liberated by actual Federal occu-
pation. Now these are the stern facts
of history. The application we make
of them is gimply this: The negroes
owe their emsancipation to the eventve
ality of the war; not to g premeditated
purpose on the part of the Korth to set
them free at the point of the bayonet.—
Mr. Lincoin and all his Cabinet, 2and
everybody at the North, except a hand-
ful of fanatics, were always willing and
urgent to end the war and leave the
slaves in bondage. And so the libera-
ted slaves owe them nothing. And yet
the deluded negroes yield a ready cre-
dence to the mendacious pretensions of
these hypocrites who want their votes
solely as stepping stones to office and
power. They will trust and follow the
most audacious liar and scoundrel who
may drift down South in search of plun-

THE LOST CHILD,
A Fate Worse than Abduction.

HOW PARENTS, BY A LACK OF PRE-
CAUTION AND CARE, ARE RESPONSI-
BLE FOR THE DEATH OF THEIR
CHILDREN.

(Camden, Me., Herald.)

The moral and legal responsibility of
arents, in the care of their children,
s, fortunately, attracting the serious
attention of the better portion of the
entire country. The many instances of
child beating, oppression; and other
forms of cruelty which have come to
light, demand that something be done:
and it is gratifying to know that the
people are becoming thoroughly aroused.
Whether the cruelty be in the form of
physical violence or physieal neglect
matters not—the principle in both cases
is the same. The man or woman who
neglects his or her own health may be
pardoned, as the consequences fall upon
the individual alone; but the parent or
guardian who permits the inroads of
disease upon the innocent ones depend-
ent upon him for protection, is crimi-
nally liable in the sight of God, how-
ever he may appear in the eyes of men.
There are, however, parents that intend
to care for their children, but who,
through carelessness or the urgency of
other duties, permit them to become the
innocent victims of disease. Such pa-
rents may be guiltless of intentional
wrong, but the disastreus results upon
their children are just as great. :
These are truths which must be man-
ifest to every worthy parent and espe-
cially in a vicinity where the unknown
effects of the atmosphere, the water
and the general tendency to malaria are
so great. There are many families in
this locality who have been called upon
to mourn untimely losses, even when
the greatest care was exercised ; but the
experience of one only will be given:
It is that of the late W. O. Thomas.
