' Liquor License in Missouri.?The
| following is a synopsis of the license

bill recently passed by the Missouri
Legislature:

On the 13th of March the bill to es-
tablish the high-license system for theliquor saloons of Missouri passed the
House at Jefferson City by a vote of 711 yeas to 51 nays. The yeas constituted
precisely the requisite number to give
the necessary constitutional majority ;
they could not have spared one vote.
The measure came to the House from

' the Senate, so that the Governor's sig-
nage will make it a statute. As it is
viewed as an important law and is
adopted as something preferable to pr'o-

-1 bibition. we will state the outlines of its
provisions Applicants under it, for
license, mu3t be men of fair character
and have on their petitions the names
of a majoiity of the assessed tax-paying
citizens of the block, incorporated town,
or municipal township where tbe saloon
is to be kept. The bond is increased
from .1,000 to f2,000, conditioned that
the saloon keep.r will pay all fines,
penalties and forfeitures that he may
incur. The license tax for the State is
to be not lees thin $25 and for county
purposes not less than 5250 for six

. months; but tbe State license may be
put at a sum anywherebetween .25 and
$200, and the county license at any
amount between §250 and S4OO. These
license taxes must be paid every six
months, and county courts are to de-
termine their amount. It will cost at
least §550 to tbe licenses forone year
and it may cost a great deal more. Tbe

i sale of liquor on election days is pro-
hibited under heavy penalties. Saloon
keepers who sell or give whiskey to ha-
bitu. I drunkards after having been no-
tified not to do so by the wife, father,
mother or brother, sister, child or
guardian, shall forfeit and pay to the
person giving the notice not less than
?550 nor more than $200, said sum to be
recovered from the saloon keeper and
his securities The bill applies to St.
Louis as well a. to the regular counties.Borne wag suggests that if families will
take care to keep oneor two professional
drunkard, on the family rolls and run
the bu-itif ss of giving notices in a cun-
ning way, they cau make a tolerable
Itviogout ol tiie saloons. Liquor deal-
ers cauuot be security on the bonds, of

"Scandalous Abuses."?Wo copy
the following from the Lynchburg Vir-
ginian :?

That "old dandy" who presides over
Mr. Arthur's Department ofJustice, was
interviewed while in New York last
week, and tried to defend himself
against the charge that there had been
some crookedness, and wasteful expen-
ditures iv his Department. Among
other things he said :

"I have been attacked for employingMr. Wise in a case in Virginia. It was
done at the recommendation of the
District Judge, the United States Dis-
trict Attorney and Senator Mahone
Mr. Wise had previous knowledge of
the cane, and of course his services are
valuable, though I have limited the ex-
pense to a comparatively small amount.In fact, whatever has been said against
me In regard to these matters has been
prompted by malice, and there is no
just foundation for any such chances."

Commenting on this statement, the
Washington Critic, in speaking of
"scandalous abuses," says :

"Brewster's alleged reasons for em-
ploying John S- Wise in the election
cases in Virginia do not rise to the level
of ao intelligent excuse. Wise was em-
ployed solely and simply to enable him
to make his contest at the public ex-
pense. Of course he had 'previous
kuowledgeof the case.' Why shouldn't
he, when it was his own and the frauds
committed, if any were, were commit-
ted iv his interest and by bis political
friends."
It looks to us, very much like a

"scandalous abuse" ot power, and a
shameful waste of public money, for
Mr. Brewster to employ Chalmers and
Wise, to prosecute their individual casesat the public expense, even if Senator
Mabone did recommend it. And so,
we think with the Critic that:

"There is no more reason why these
men should be employed In the South
than elsewhere, and they would not be
employed thereas they are if it werenot
tbat that section is regarded as fair
plunder by politicians of Brewster's
kidney."
