Pive Months in a Dory. ?

On the 19Ui of August, 1882, Bernard
Gilfoy, a native of Buffalo, N. V., left
the port of San Francisco, bound "on a
voj age of pleasure" to Australia. The
craft on which he sailed was a dory 18
feet long. 6 feet be.;ra, a depth cf 2 feet6 inches, end a register of two tons.
Gilfoy was the only passenger and start-
ed with the determination of perform
ing the uuparaleled feat of crossing the
Pacific single-handed in a common sail-
ing boat. The cutter, for she was little
mere, was named the Pacific, and was
covered in all. with tho exception of a
couple of hatch ,s, one amidships and
oue afr. The fore part was used mostly
for the water casks, which were filled
with salt water as the fresh was used
up, and the after part was used as
kitchen, cabin and sleeping room. He
crossed the line on September 29th. His
principal discomfort, he said, had been
the too familiar habits of the sharks,
which every night oanie thumping the
boat with their ugly snouts. To rid
himself of them he made a harpoon
out of a boat bonk and succeeded in
rendering them so shy that by ptopping
up bis shirt at uight in the place where
he usually sat by day he wa3 enabled to
take his rest comparatively undis-
turbed.

On the 14th of December, being then
to the south of the Friendly isles, a
heav3> sea broke over the boat and cap-
sized ber. He went backward into tbe
watt:r and it was an hour's hard work,
with the aid of a "floating anchor,"
that he was enabled to right tbe dory.
No sooner was she righted than another
heav i sea capsized her a second time.
Agalu he righted her and passed the
night in bailing aud the day "in making
things as ship-shape aa possible.

He
then tried to make for New Caledonia,
but, the wind aud current were against
him, and on the 14th of January he ate
the last of his meat Two days after he
lest his rudder and had to rig a make-
shift, and from tbat time on he had to
subsist on whatever fieh he caught or
hires he shot On the 20th January he
ate his last cooked meal, a bird singed
over a heap of broken matches, and af-
ter that sucked the barnacles which
balanced the boat. Then the days came
in which he knew nothing, steering
aimlessly here and there.

Just as the last hope had fled he sight-
ed the Alfred Vlttery ou Monday, Jan-
uary 29, bound for Maryborough. The
Vittery saw ititn, and a few minutes af-
ter Gilfoy was saved. He was then but
160 miles ofl' Sandy Cape, and after be-
ing fed told the singular story of an ex-
traordinary feat so nearly accomplishedHe was kindly cared for on his arrival
at Maryborough, but tbe latest newsre-
ports him as being down with typhoid
fever, the result of exposure and hard-
ships.?
