Mr. George Buckle, a native of England, was
received as a candidate for the ministry from
the Presbytery of St. Louls, Mo, and after due
exsmination was licensed to preach the gospe!
He gives much promise for usefulness, and
will spend a few months in nghlgnd county,

Quite a numberof young gentlemen of decid-
ed promise were recelved under care of Pres
bytery, as candidates tor the ministry, as fol-
lowe:—Mr. James M. Vandeverter of Mary-
land: Mr. Robt. F. Campbell, Lexington, Va.;
Mr. Wm. H, Miley, New Providence; Mr. J.E
Bear, of Loch Willow; and 8. M. Paul, of Tink-
ling Spring.

Leave was granted Rev. Mr, Tuttle, of Cen-
tral Presbyt-ry of Texas, to supply Union
chureh, until next meeting of Presb: tery.

The greatly loved and venerated Rev. Sam-
uel Brown was not present, and we never
know or feel g0 much his worth until he is ab-
sent.

Rev, Dr. McIlwaine, of Baltimore, was invi-
ted to a seat as corresponding member.

There were present twenty-six Ministers and
twenty-seven Elders.

It was deemed wisest not to place the call of
Stony Run church in the hands of Rev. G. L.
Brown, but recommend that he be allowed to
remain in his present charge, and Stony Run
seek a relation with Beulah and Mountain
Grove.

Rev. R. . Walker submitted a very satisfac-
tory report detailing the operationsof Mission-
aries and Evangelists under the direction of
the Presbyterial Committee of Home Evangli-
zation, The outiook is in every way encour-
aging, and muoch is hoped for from the efforts
put forth.

A most interesting address was delivered by
Rev. Dr. Mcllwaine, Secretary of Home Mis-
sions, which was well received, and a deep
impression made upon the large audience pres-
ent.

Col. Preston read an interesting paper on
ministerial education as a report of committee
of Ruling Elders, in response to inquiries of
General Assembly. The port disapproves of
any lowering of the standard of ministerial
qualification.

Revs. James Murray and F. H, Gaines were
chosen Commissioners to General Assembly,
at Lexington, Kentueky, with Ruling Elders,
Hon, J. J. Davis and Samuel Forrer, Esq.

Death of Mr. John Paris.

We are grieved to announce to our readeis
the death of one of our most esteemed fellow-
citizens, Mr. John Paris, He died at his resi-
dence, about two miles southwest of Staunton,
on the morning of Saturday, the 12th inst,, after
a long 1llness, which he endured with Christian
fortitude. His health had been frail for more
than twenty years, and, besides other ailments,
he was the victim of cancer in the face. But
his death was caused by an attack of dysente-
ry, and he was carried off after au iliness of 2
few days only, during which he suffered com-
paratively little. We are not accurately in-
formed as to his age,but believe hehad attained
his sixty-fourth year.

Mr. Paris was a native of Augusta county,
and had spent almost his entirelife within her
borders. He was descended from one ofgthe
oldest and most respectable families of our
county. His father was a man of intelligence
and high character, who enjoyed the confidence
of all who knew him. Properly appreciating
tije adventages of a good education, he spared
no pains to bestow them on his only son. At
an early age he attended the school of Rev.
Dr. Hendren, and was a pupil at the Staunton
Academy, where he was the associate of the
best youths of the day. Subsequently, he was
sent to what was then known a8 Washington
College, (now expanded into Washington and
Lee University,) where he completed his
course of instruction.

After leaving College, he lived, for a short
time, in Mississippl, which then presentcd so
many attractions to the enterprising young
men of Virginia. Bat, in consequence of the
death of his father he returned to Augusta
eounty to take charge of the patrimonial prop-
erty. Soon afterwards he intermarried with
Miss Henderson, a daughter of one of his fath~
er’s ola neighbors, and settled down as an in-
dustrious and painstaking farmer, an oceupa-
tion which he continued to follow until his
death. His proximity to Staunton, however,
enabled him, from time to time, to engage in
other occupations,which varied the monotomy
of his employment and added fo his revenue:
For many years he was the assistant of Mr,
Nicholas C. Kinney and his successors in the
office of Clerk of the Circuit Court of Augusta
When by law it was provided that an annual
session of the Court of Appeals should be held
at Staucton, Mr. Paris was elected by the
Judges the first Clerk of that Court, and for 8ix
years he performed the duties of the office
diligently and faithfully to the entire satisfac-
tion of the Judges and of the public. Failing
health compelled him to relinquish the posi-
tion, and to resort to more active pursuits.

But the people of Beverly. Manor Distriet,
knowing his sound judgment, high integrity,
and capacity for business, were notcontent that
he should be entirely withdrawn from their
service; and by general consent he was elected
Supervisor for that District, and he continued
toserve in that office as long as his health
wceuld allow him to perform its duties, and was
President of the Board for about ten years.

For many years before his death Mr. Paris
was afflicted with a cancerous affection, which
he knew to be incurable. But notwithstand-
ing his knowledge that he was dying by inches,
he preserved great equanimity of temper and
spirits, and bore his burthen as became a true
Christian. Many yearsagohe becamea member
of the Presbyterian church, and wasafterwards
chosen one of its Elders—first in the Hebron
church, and afterwards in the First Presbyte-
rian church of Staunton. His whole life was a
beautiful illustration of his Christian profes-
sion.

Mr. Parls was a man that could be depended
upon; judicious, laborious, and steadfast to
truth and duty; of clear perceptions, of un-
questioned integrity, and of fine business ca-
pacity. Hewas universally respeeted and zon-
fided in, singularly modest and unobtrusive in
his manners and deportment. He manifested
no ambitions for the honors or wealth of this
world. He never thrust himself on the public
as a candidate for office. He was content to
live in retirement, although, dn wvarious occa-
sions, it was the wish of his friends to elect
him to the General Assembly. His tastes were
for domestic life, and his whole life was spent
in the fulfillment of his family and social du-
ties. He wasa true friend, a kind neighbor, and
an honest man.

In the death of John Paris, Augusta county
has lost one of her most valued citizens. It
was but a few days ago that we heard one of
our patriarchs, who had known Mr. Parisas a
man and boy for more than half a centary, re-

seems almost like a new body, as to its per-
gonnel.

of-hrer h\#band’s kindred nearer in blood than
her own.”. —(Conf. of Falth,chap. 24,sec.4.) In

sent down to .-be Presbyteries, the question as
to'whether the Wwhole sentence should or
should not be elim'inaied? The answer of this
Presbytery is as fol, 9Ws: ‘‘Resolved, that the
Presbytery concur with the Presbytery of Con-
oord in regard to the des‘rablenesg of expung-
ing this clause from the Confes<ion of Faith;
and would overture the Assembly tn meet in
Lexington, Ky., in May, 1883, {0 take the steps
necesary for eliminating this clause from our
book.”

Rev. C. W. Stinespring of the United Breth-
ren Conference, was invited to sit as a visiting
brother,

Rev. R. Mcliwaine, D. D., Secretary of Home
Missions in the Southern Presbyterian Church,
was present,and invited to sit as a correspond-
ing member.

The report of the Committee of Domestic
Missions was presented by the chairman. This
report covers the year ending April 1st, and
glves a pummary of the state of the work in

the large missionary fleld in the bounds of this
Presbytery. From this report, it appears that
there are seven ministerslaboring in mission-
ary fields under the care of this Presbytery.—
Four of these are laboring in West Va.—the
counties of Randolph, Barbour, Tucker, Har-
rison, and Pendleton; two are laboring in
Rockingham county, and one in Bath county,
Va. The labors of these ministers have been
blessed to an encouraging degree.

After the reading of the report, the Presby-
tery had great pleasure in listening to an ad-

dress from Rev. Dr. McIlwaine, on the subject
of Home Missions.

Messrs. 8. H. Paul, of Tinkling Spring church,
and J, E. Bear, of Loch Willow church, were

received under care of Preshytery as candidates
for the ministry.

The following action touching the retiring
of Dr. Mcllwaine from the Secretaryship of
Home Missions, was taken :—

““Whereas, this Presbytery has learned with
prefound regret, that Rev. Dr. Mecllwaine has
decided to accept the Presidency of Hampden
:Bidney College; and whereas we recognize his
«decided fitness, and rare qualifications for his
.gresem. position, and the great satisfaction he
‘has given to the church at large; therefore, be
it resolved—

1. That the Presbytery of Lexington urgent-
ly requests Dr. Mcllwaine to reconsider his

Why is 1¢?

Why.is it that Augusta street, the most im
portant thoroughfare of our eity, should con-
tinue to be blocked up for six months or more,
by scaffolding and building material intended
for tke erection of a spacious building, on
which for 2 month past all operations have
been suspended? How long is this nuisance
to continue? Whose duty is 1t to see that it is
abated? or have the public no interests in the
public thoroughfares which individuals are
bound to respect? What have the Mayor and
Police-officers and Common Council to say on
the subject ?

Every reasonable indulgence should be ex-
tended to persons improving property on the
lines of the pub.ic streets; but this indulgence
may be extended too far. The rights of neigh-
boring property-holders are entitled to consid-
eration; nor should the interests of the general
public be lost sight of. Persons building,
should be required to maketheir arrangements
in advance, 50 as to prosecute the work with
reasonable dispatch. No oneshould be allowed
to obstruct the public streets and side-walks
for more than two months at farthest. With
ordinary prudence in providing material, and
making proper arrangements in advance, thirty
days ought to be long enough for the erection
of a building and such advance towards its
completion as to justify the removal of the
scaffolding and surplus material and rubbish.

It is to be hoped that the necessary steps will
be taken by the proper authorities to have this
grievance removed, PROGRESS.

Seriously Injured on the Valley Rail-
road

Yesterday (Monday) morning, as the material
train on the Valley Branch of the Baltimore
and Ohio Railroad wasshifting the engine from
the north to the south end of the train at
Weyer’s Cave Depot, Mr. John Broydrick, of
Harrisonburg, an employee of said Road, in
attempting to jump from the engine to the
nearest car of the train, after it had been de-
tached from the cars, (the cars being still in
motion, and the engine leaving ihe train,)
missed his distance and fell down between the
rails on the Road, and one or two of the cars
ran over him; and the wheels passing over his
left leg, crushed it fearfully from the foot to
within about four or five inches of the knee-
joint; and also inflicted a very severe wound
through the whole thickness of the upper por-
tion of the thigh—the wound being entirely
through the thigh, as if an iron bolt or some-
thing of that sort had perforated it—and barely
missing the large artery and vein in that re-
gion. He had, besides these injurles, a num-
ber of slight bruises about his body and head,

The railroad men immediately sent an en-
gine and a passenger car to Staunton for a Sur-
geon, and in the meantime summoned two of
the neighborhood physicians—Drs. Christian
and Crawford.

Upon examination, it was found necessary
to amputate his left leg just below the knee-
Joint,

The operation was performed by Dr. A. M.
Henkel, assisted by vrs. Christian and Craw-
ford, The patient endured the operation quite
well, and was deing as well as could be expect-
ed when the train returned at 2 o’clock, P. M,

Mr. Broydrick is a youg man about 26 years
old. He issingle,and lives in Harrisonburg,
whither he was taken after the operation,

$1,500,000.— Last Thursday morning the
works of the Standard Oil Company &t
Comimunipaw, Jersey City, the largest
in this country, werestruck by lightuing
and destroyed by fire. tienstsixlives
were lost in the flames, and the loss of
property will probably not fall short of
$1.500,000.
