A Romantie Marriage.

Miss Emily Jackson, the young woman
who attempted suicide by taking red oxide
of mercury on July 5th at Mrs. Gato’s, in
Brooklyn, was married to Mr. George Sea-
combe on the Friday following.

Miss Jackson came to New York from
Key West, Fla., about eight months- ago.
Her mother deslred her to marry a wealthy
but aged Cuban tobacconist, whose place
of business is in Maiden lane. She said
she entertained only a platonic sentiment
toward him. She had, in fact, fallen in
love with George Seacombe, a young iron
moulder, whose brother is foreman of the
New York Iron Works. He asked her to
marry him, and she consented, and on July
4th they visited the residence of a Brooklyn
minister, but unfortunately he was not at
home. Miss Jackson accused her lover of
not being anxious about the marriage.
This led to a quarrel, after which the lov-
ers separated. Miss Jackson then went to
her home and wrote two letters, one to
Mrs. Gato, and the other to her mother,
brothers, sisters, and friends. In one of
the letters she asks the wealthy tobacconist
to bury her and come to her funeral. To
Mrs. Gato she wrote: ‘I love one man,
and that is George Seacombe.’”’ At another
place in the letter she wrote: ‘“Tell my dear
George Seacombe that I died loving him.”
She then swallowed the poison. Having
failed to kill herself she was arrested and
committed by Justice Massey to answer for
attempted suicide. During her sojourn in
Raymond street jail Mr. Seacombe called
frequently to see her, and he was allowed
to talk with her in the presence of a third
person, Yesterday he called on Assistant

District Attorney Backus and said he want-
ed to marry Miss Jackson. Mr. Backus
telephoned to Deputy Sheriff Cowen at the
jail, and Mr. Cowen told the news to Miss
Emily, who clapped her hands and smiled.

“Much as I love George,”” she said, “I
will not marry him unless he loves me. I
don’t want him to marry me through pity.”

Mr. Cowen and Miss Emily went to-
gether to the courthouse, where the assist-
ant district attorney and Mr. Seacombe
were waiting. She greeted her lover with
a blush, a smile and a handshake. They
then sat down together on a sofa and chat-
ted pleasantly for half an hour, awaiting
the arrival of the Rev. J. G. Bass and also
for the legal papers necessary for the re-
lease of Miss Jackson.

13th, has a long and able editorial. After
speaking of the corruptions during pre-
