Stonewall Jackson's Sister.
WHT SHE WAS DIVORCED FROM HKR HUS-

BAND, WHO DIED A FEW DAYS AGO.

[ From the Wheeling Intelligencer.]
Tbe death of Jonathan Arnold, the

wealthy land-owner, of Beverly, Randolph
county, on the 20th of July, has been
thought by at least one newspaper a fitting
occasion for the revival of a scandal and
slander involving the dead man's wife, the
only sister of "Stonewall" Jackson. An
officer of the old Second Virginia Infantry
said to a representative of the Intelligencer
yesterday: "Fouler calumny was never
uttered against a pure and noble woman.
In company with other Union officers I was
a constant visitor at Mrs. Arnold's house
during the early days of the war. The
homestead was a large and well appointed
mansion, such as extensive land-owners of
Virginiaused to dwell in. Arnold had a
large estate, raised a great deal of fine
stock and was one of the best known men
in his vicinity. His rebel sentiments were
well known ; it was also known that his
wife was the Bister of the rebel general,
Jackson. For these reasons Mrs. Arnold's
professions of loyalty were for some time
discredited, but she soon gave ample proof
of her sincerity. She was attentive to the
soldiers in the hospital. After her hus-
band's arrest and removal to Buchanon her
house became, I might say, a hospital for
sick officers.

"It was noticed that Arnold would get
on his horse, ride off and be gone four or
five days at a time. Nothing was said
about this at first, but it began to be sus-
pected that Jonothan Arnold was giving in-
formation, if not aid and comfort, to the
enemy, and so it came about that he was
placed under arret-1 and confined at Buch-
anon. He declared that his wifehad insti-
gated his arrest, which was not true. When
he was released, of course there was trouble
between them. Whether he refused to
live with her or she refused to live with
him I do not know, but they separated.
She sued for alimony and was awarded the
pitiful sum of $300. This, supplemented
with the help of a faithful son, of Upshur
county, has since been Mrs. Arnold's sup-
port.

"Mrs. Arnold had a daughter?a bright,
beautiful girl, who inherited her mother's
graces of character. Even she did not es-
cape calumny. She came here and attend-
ed the Wheeling Female College, and here
she endeared herself to all who knew her.
Before coming to school she had fallen in
love with a lieutenant in the Union army,
subsequently Principal of the Cincinnati
High School. They were married, later
her healthbegan to fail, and she and her
husband went to Charleston, S. C, where
she died." \u25a0

A Broken Neck Mended

A REMARKABLE OPERATION PERFORMED

ON EDWARD SWABTZ, OF BERKS COTJSTY.

A special to the Philadelphia Times from
Heading says: One of the most remarkable
cases on record came to light yesterday in
Dover township. Edward Swart z, of
that place, was out in the woodland dur-
ing a severe storm, and could And no shel-
ter except under the large trees. He was
standing close to a large oak tree, and when
the storm was at its height a large limb
was wrenched off of a tree near by and
fell across Mr. Swartz's neck, dislocating
it. He was removed to his home and phy-
sicians at o cc summoned, who made an
examination of the injuries sustained by
him. They were satisfied that he could
not live in that condition, and the only
hope for him was to have the break set.
The operation was a critical one. All pres-
ent expressed their belief that the man
might die, and that die he would at any
rate if an operation was not performed.
Drs. Weist, of York, and Gross, of Dover,
informed the unfortunate man of the dan-
gerous c ndition he was in, and when asked
he said he was willing at once to have the
critical operation performed. The family
of the unforunate man were summoned to
his bedside and he bade them good-bye,
expecting that he would not survive the
operation.

The parting scene with the family was an
affecting one, not soon to be forgotten by
those present.

Meanwhile Mr. Swartz was perfectly
conscious, and talked freely. He replied
to the physicians when questioned about
the critical nature of the operation that he
"was in their hands and in the hands of
God. and that they should do the best they
could for hire." Drs. J. W. Kerr, Hay.
Long, Smyser, Bacon, Myers, and Charles
Eisenhart were present during the opera-
tion. A thorough examination was then
made, and it was found that the fourth
joint of the neck had been fractured. Rev.
J. C. Deininger was also called in. He heid
religious services in the room, committing
the unfortunate man into the hands of the
all-wise Father, and asking the blessing of
God upon the work to be done and praying
for a successful result of the operation.
Dr. Hay took hold of the patieut's head
and Drs. Weist and Long at the neck and
shoulders and the fracture was successfully
reduced. The patient said at once he felt
relieved, and said that he had more feeling
in his body, which had been completely
paralyzed.
