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SoME oF THE CURRENCY OF OUR FOREFATH-
ERS.—Mr, Jacob Hildebrand of thls county
has shown us some of the currency used before
the revolutionary war which was found re-
cently whilst his wife was looking over some
of his grandfather’s papers.

Thedenominations range from three pence to
twenty shillings—some of it being issued by
act of assembly of Pensylvania, and some by
act of assembly of Maryland, and the dates
that are legible still are 1757, 1760, 1770, 1772, 1773,
1774, and some may be even older as they have
that appearance, and are wholly illegible. The
higher denominations are printed on rongh
flexible card board—ten shillings 814 by 24
inches; twenty shillings, 3)4 by 3 inches—these
were issned by authority of the Assembly of
Pennsylvania.

The smallar denominations, 14 and 4 of a
dollar, were issuaed by authority of the Assem-
bly of Maryland, and were printed on rough
thick paper 43 by 2} inches. The 15-shilling
plecesare dated March 10th, 1757; the ten shil-
1lngs, October 1st, 1773; and the twenty shillings,
June 18th, 1764. These are the dates ofthe acts
of the Pennsylvania Assembly. The date of
the act of the Maryland Assembly was April
10th, 1774, These specimens of the currency of
our forefathers when they were still the sub-
Jjects of His Majesty George the Third: are em-
browned by age and are quite dingy, yet the
ink with which they were signed is not much
faded, and the names quite legible. The writ-
ten names on the shillinpleces are John
Field, Abram Usher, and Chas. Meredith.

CRIMINAL TriaLs.—Many recent pro-
ceedings in our criminal courts reveal a
state of things well calculated to excite
alarm.

Juries are now compelled either to refuse to
render a verdict, or to exclude a large
amount of evidence under a vague impres-
sion that it is not true. In many cases

mous conviction the jury is driven to the
necessity of entertaining ‘a reasonable
doubt.’” Two causes seem to counspire to
promote false evidence. One is the dimin-
ished force of the fear of divine retribution,
and the other the fact that perjury is at-
tended with so little temporal danger. If
false swearing were exposed to greater
probability of punishment we would see
fewer instances of conspiricy to defeat the
course of justice. Persons who have little
character to lose will not be deterred from

these combinations by anything short of a

wholsome dread of the strong hand of the

the human system. The passage of this
useful act is stated to be mainly due to the
exertions of the Woman’s National Chris-
tian Temperance Union.—Christian (N. Y.)
