I think the description given iv Mr. J.
L. Mahler's pamphlet renders any attempt
of mine to describe it unnecessary, but I
think one or two characteristic features are
worth adding, aud a comparison with other
caverns may give a clue to causes which
produced the stalagmite gallery, referred
to on page 9, § 3.

In approaching from Weyer's Cave de-
pot ou the Baltimore and Ohio Railroad,
one travel ses a portion of the Valley of
Virginia, situated on the branches forming
the north fork of Shenandoah River. The
old Blue Ridge in front forming the east-
ern horizon, while to the southwest Eliot's
Knob towers above the outskirt ranges of
Alleghany. Soon after crossing the middle
branch of the north fork of the Shenan-
doah, by a gradual rise the steep cliffs
overhanging the eastern fork are reached,
there two branches unite a few miles lower
down (to the north) at Port Republic at an
elevation of one thousand feet or so above
the sea. The fall of the valley is here
nearly 15 feet to the mile in a direction
about north northeast.

Weyer's Cave is above the southern ex-
tremity of the Masanutton hills, which oc-
cupies tho middlo of the valley to the
north. In the vicinity are trap-dikes. The
dip of the strata is at a very high angle,
from _tP north to about '.'o° soutli, and the
line of upheaval about south southwest.to
north northeast. This vertical dip causes
the most notable feature of the Cave.

The Mammoth Cave of Kentucky is tier
upon tier of chambers cut in the nearly
horizontal strata of the beds which slopes
so gradually from the Virginia line to un-
derneath the Mississippi. Luray Cavern
is now a hollow chamber inside a rounded
hill, the remnant of the old denuded bed
of the valley. But Weyer's Cave, espe-
cially "Washington's Hall," runs like a
side drive in the Belgian coal-field horizon-
tally through one bed or series of beds ol
the nearly vertical strata, bounded to right
and left by side walls of the adjacent and
harder beds. There are several such "side
drives," parallel to oue another and having
their lloors at about the same level, though
cut through other sots of.beds, which are
geologically above or below those through
which the neighboring caverns run, and in
places through tho wall beds are passages
connecting those "side drives.'* Thus, the
roof being formed of strata on edge the
surface water percolates freely downward
between the beds, and causes but little de-
struction of the roof, which has all tho ap-
pearance of longitudinal graining, except
in the crosswajs, where it has that oftrans-
verse girders. In tho flat strata of the
Mammoth Cavo the width of the chambers
was determined by the rate of latitudinal
wear in a soft strata and the length of time
which might elapse before some deepening
of the channel gave relief to the sides by
lowering the water level, and if too great a
width was thus obtained, some of the un-
supported roof would fad in; but here Ihe
roof is like the keyed arch of a tunnel, the
sides it is that are of the harder beds, so
the tendency of surface water would be to
continue its downward course between the
beds till it produced springs at some out-
crop of the strata. No Cave would thus
be formed, or. at most, ouly pot holes at
the softest portions of tho softer beds.

These Caves then must have been the
waterways for streams draining much larger
areas than the mere surface edge of the
galetied beds. Such streams have existed
only so loug as the open drainage of the
county was at an elevation, which afforded
them also a fair share of the water supply
of that basin. The low grade of tho floors,
and the uniformity of level in the parallel
and distinct chambers, give additional
weight to the argument that this was onceand for a loug time the drainage level of
the Valley, though the present river flows
some 35 feet below the lowest visited por-tion of the Cave.

As I pointed out in a paper read before
the ManchesterPhilosophical Society (Eng-
land) in the successive tiers of chambers in
the Mammoth. Cave the streams had each
out down to a hard strata and continued to
use that level, only drilling a few pot holes,
till the lowering of the outside drainage
had allowed the water to escape' from the
bottom of such pot holes through some
lower tirata of soft beds; so here, the ele-
vated position of outside drainage had, by
discouraging deep cutting, afforded time
for the removal of the'whole width aud at
a uniform level of the soft strata, aud eveu
at places for the formation of shoals and
stalagmitic banks. Afterwards, a farther
depressionofdrainage level outside allowed
of deeperexcavation in the side drives and
of removal of the rock from under the
hard stalagmite shoals, thus leaving them
as balconies, i. c., "the galleries,'' p. 9.

This may also be an explanation of the
tables or sloping broad formations seenluiigi-g to the bottom of stalactites like
some inverted toadstools. "Where, at times,the streams cut into or through the side
walls, it is not improbable that they did so
at less hard places, and such cross-cuts, in-
termittent one below another, produced
"bridges" of native rock.

The water now entering the Cave from
above finds its waybetween the beds, bring-
ing the deposits of lino clay found in theCave aud tho variedly colored impregna-
tionswhich beautify its stalactites.

One of the most curii .?us instances of light
and shade is repeateely noticeable in these
rayless chambers. Shinuigly white surfaces
in the midst of the darker rocks give the
appearance, when seen by the ordinary
caudle-light, of openings in the rock and
glimpses of daylight !

DlO LMVlft.

Dr. Dio Lewis was born at A üburn, N. V ,
in 1823, studied medicine with Dr. Briggs
of that city, took his medical course in the
Harvard Medical School, Boston, began the
practice of his profession in his native place
in 1845, and two years later removed to
Buffalo, where ho practiced from 1.47 to
1859. Daring his residence in Buffalo, he
wrote a number of papers on tbe causes
aud treatment of Cholera, which ravaged
that city during 1849 and 1851. These pa-
pers attracted much attention, and were
afterward published in book form.

In the Autumn of 1852, Dr. Lewis took
his young wife seriously threatened with
consumptioc, to the South. The visit to
the Southern States was repeated during
tbe two following winters.

During these three winters of leisure,
Dr. Lewis seriously reconsidered bis life-
work, and after consulting with family and
other trusted friends, resolved to "shift the
switch." Since 1855 he has been engaged
in lecturing and writing on tho subject of
public and personal hygiene. With tbe
exception of two visits to Europe and three
summers of saddle life in the mountains of
California, he bas been unceasingly occu-
pied with the "ounce of prevention."

His labors have been varied, interesting,
and most effective. During four years be
lectured almost every night, givinghis days
to tho invention ofhis new system of gym-
nastics. In 1860, having completed this
system, he abandoned the platform and
settled in Boston, Mass.,, to establish his
Normal School for Physical Training.
Obtaining an Act of incorporation from the
Massachusetts Legislature, lie placed his
scheme before tbe celebrated Dr. Walter
Charming, Dr. Thomas Hoskins and other
well-known medical men. The gentlemen
named, and others, entered heartily into
tbe work. Dr. Charming and Dr. Hos-
kins both became active teachers or profes-
sors in Dr. Lewis's school. Within seven
years, mo;e than four hundred persous
were graduated from the Boston Normal
School, and, bearing its diploma, with the
name of Dio Lewis as its President, went
out into all the land, teaching the new
school of physical training. Among these
graduates was that admirable gentleman
and scholar, Moses Coit Tyler, now Profes-
sor in Cornell University. He wont abioad,
remaining several years in London intro-
ducing tho "Dio Lewis Gymnastics."' Prof.
Tylers lectures aid Ins coiitribntions to
the English magizines on the new school
of body culture, constitute the finest por-
tion of the literature of thonewniovemont.
Iv one of Prof. Tyler's papers, in a lending
English Magazine, occurs this paragraph,?

"The movement cf thought in America
toward physical culture is dius organized
upon a profound and abiding basis. An
impulse has been given which vibrates
through a population of twenty millions;
this impulse cannot die. * ? ' And of this
vast and beneficial movement, Dio Lewis
stands clearly at the head. To him the
people are looking as to an apostle and
guide. He has inaugurated in America a
great national reform, as distinct, as iiillu-
ential, as glorious, as that which was
wrought in Germany by Salzmanaud.Tahn,
or in Sweden by the poet and gymnasiareh
Ling."

Another interestingphrase of Dr. Lewis's
work is found in the great seminary which
he established at, Lexington Mass.

His object was to illustrate the possibili-
ties in the physical development of girls
dtiring theirschool Ufa. His buildings ac-
commodating 300 persons, were placed upon
the first battle field of the iievolntkmary
war. A large corps of the best teachers in
mathematics, sciences, languages, belle lct-
tres, and music ro be fouud in the country,
were engaged, and the opening announcod.
The school soon grew to one hundred and
fifty young women, gathered from-all parts
of the country, including Ihe Pacific Coast,
Central America, aud the West Indies.
They came to see what could he done by
Ihe new methods for their nervous eufee-
bled bouies. The marvellous triumphs of
ibis institution during the years which Dr.
Lewis devoted to its management, he gives
iv the "North American Review" lor Dec.
1532. As he says iv that paper, hundreds
of grateful parents are familiar with the
facts. Girls who came unable to ascend a
single flight of stairs without suffering, in
a few months were able to walk live to ten
miles without inconvenience.

In* tho course of his twenty-two years
residence in Boston, Dr. Lewis published
nine volumes on the various aspects of the
health of the human bod}', some of which,
like "Our Girls," "Our Digestion," and
"Weak Lungs," have had enormous sales.

Dr. Lewis has now removed to the city
of New York, to establish a large monthly
magazine, to be called "DioLewis'sMonth-
ly," and to be devoted to Sanitary and So-
cial Science. This will be the crowning
work ol his long life of labor in the interest
of better bodies for Amorieau men and
women.

There
are about sixteen hundred negrots in the
couuty who vote the Mahoneite ticket and
only about one hundred and fifty whites
who vote that ticket.

They saythey
do all the voting while two or three of .Ma-
hone's white men get all the offices. They
swear they are "tired of this sort of thing."

The negroes, however, will be forced to
"grin aud bear it," for Mahone and his par-
ty will continue to make of them ''hewers
of wood and drawers of water." Mahone
is their overseer, aud ho controls them at
his pleasure, aud when ho applies the lash
they must obey. The political whipping
post is cruelly used by Mahone and his par-
ty-

CHOPS, VIOLENT STORMS, LIGHTNING, MAX-,
LOSS OF LIKE, &C.

SUNLIGNT, NEBRASKA, )
August 22nd, 1883. fI Ed. Spectator ;?

If you will give us space in the columns
ofyour valuable paper, we will send you a
few lines from Nebraska. The Summer is
drawing to aolose, and with it the storms,
we hope. AYe have had a very wet season,
and crops were backward, owing to tbe
lateness of the season, corn in a good ma-
ny places having been planted the 2nd andOrd time, but crops turned out better thananticipatedand, from the looks of the corn
crop now, we will have a pretty fair crop,provided we do not have frost too etriv.'
AVhrre the late hail-storm struck there will
be no crops. The wheat aud oats crops are
good, generally speaking. There is a good
deal f'i,?ld «o. n in the country yet, and

- b?Cdhig their corn to see whai tbe
prospect of next crop will be, and some areselling offthe eld corn. Corn is worth 39
cents per bushel, wheat 75 to 80 cents perbushel, oats 8 cents per bushel. Farmers
here make more money raising hogs than
anything else. Hogs are now worth S-i,:r>
cents per hundred pounds. A short time
ago they were up as high as 0 and 7 cents.
The Western States have experiencedgreat
devastation, aud losses from hail-storms,
cyclones, and tornadoes during the past
Summer. AYe will give you a description
of the hail storm we had here last month.
The 13th of July this county was visited by
the most destructive hail-storm ever seen
in this section. The storm came from the
Northwest and was accompanied by a
heavy wind. Louisville was directly in its
tract, and suffered considerable damagefrom broken windows, ate. This is true
ofevery farm-house iv its tract, anil not
only were windows broken out, but shin-
gles were torn from the houses, in many
instances, the heavy stones crushing en-
tirely through tho roofs. For a number
of miles crops of all kinds, gardens etc.
were beaten off short at the surface of the '
ground and pounded and threshed into
fragments, leaving fields, which had a few
moments before hpen covered with the
most promising crops, as bare of growing
vegetation as the road. Fruit trees were
stripped bare. It is estimated that tho lossin this county will be a half million of dol-
lars. A good many people were caught out
in the storm aud severely injured. One
man was found with bis head litterally beat
into a jelly. The hair could be lifted from his
head. A great many horses were killed aud
good many had their eyes knocked out.?
Some farmers who were in the track of the
storm were entirely rained, had everything
iv the world destroyed. Hail stones fell
that measured 15 inches in circumference
and the heavy wind tbat prevailed at the
time made the destruction terrible in the
extreme.

There has also been great destruction by
lightning. AA"e had on eiectiic storm Sat-
urday, August 11th, the like of which was
never seen in this country. Several people
were killed, and the loss of stock, barns,
s_c. was considerable. The destruction,
by lightning, of life and property, is be-
coming alarmingly frequent in Nebraska.
There has been a great emigration all Sum-
mer, aud the Northern and AVestern part
ofNebraska is being settled tip very rap-
idly.

ren county passed recently in public meet-
ing tho following resolution :

4. That we are in favor of securing to
the colored people the civil and political
rights guaranteed to them by the Constitu-
tions of Virginia and the United States,
but we are opposed to mixed schools and
social equality, and favor colored teachers
for colored schools and white teachers for
white schools.

Warren county is in the northern part of
Virginia,where there are comparatively
few negroes. The Coalitionists of that,
county adopt the school resolution of the
Lynchburg platform so far as mixed
schools and the teachers for all the public
schools are concerned, but they say never a
word as to whether they are in favor of, or
opposed to, that part of the Lynchburg
resolution which declares for white trus-
tees for white schools and negro trustees
for negro schools. ? * * ? ?

Can't the reader guess, why the Coali-
tionists are afraid to come out for white
schools ? We think he can. We guess
that it is because the negroes are anxious
for the recognition involved in the appoint-
ment of negroes astrustees of white schools.
It is impossible that it can be because white
men desire to divide with the negroes the
honor of managing the white schools aud
of electing the white teachers. It cannot
be becau»e the negroes desire to divide
with while men the honor of managing the
negro schools and of electing negro teach-
ers. It must be, therefore, because the ac-
tion of Cameron, Fair, and Blair in up-
pointing two negro trustees for tho public
schools, white aud black, of Richmond city
has stirred up an ambition in the negro
which will be satisfied with nothing less.?
