Count De Chambord, the French preten-
der to the throne, died on the 24th inst.,
after a long and severe ilness. "He was
born in the Tuilleries, Paris, the 29th of
September, 1850. He believed himself to
be the only rightful heir to the throne of
France, and since the surrender, of Sedan
and the issue 'ofhis manifesto signed him-
self "Henry V." His father who was heir
presumptive to the throne, was assassinated
February 14, 1820, and great was the joy
when, seven months later, his widow gave
birth to a Prince. When Charles X. ab-
dicated in favor of his grandson, the Due
de Bordeaux, the people insisted upon
crowning the "Citizen King," and theearly
Bourbons were banished.

The life ofthe Count de Chambord was
essentially that of a French political leader.
For exactly twelve days he was King of
France.

Even his days of exile were kingly, and
while he had the gentlemanly attributes of
education, refinement and intelligence which
befit a King, yet there was a shortsighted-
ness and fanaticism which proved his ruin.
He was an unusually handsomeman, rather
stout and of medium height. Unaffected
and gracious in bis manner, the simplicity
and amiability of his nature was revealed
in his honest face.

Sixteen Horses Killed byLightning.
?A destructive flash oflightning struck the
stable attached to the cavalryofficers' school
at Krasnoje-Se'o, killing sixteen horses on
the spot. The electric fluid, on striking
the corner of the building, seems to have
traveled along the iron with which the
racks were covered, and set all the bay on
lire at once. The horses ail fell to tho
ground. Most of them roso again quickly
but sixteen were found to be dead, and two
were quite deaf. Iv all the horses that
were killed ihe electric fluid seems to have
entered at the head or neck, passing down
through the fore feet. Tho killed horses
were not all together or in adjoining stalls,
but were scattered up and down the stable
justifying the presumption that their death
was caused by coming into contact with
the metallic covering of the racks. The
horses that survived were most probably
not in contact with the metal at the mo-
memt when it \vas being traversed by the
electric fluid.
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The Republicanparty has thus far shown
no sign of recuperation from its terrible
defeat iv the election of 1882, when the
people throughout the length aud breadth
of this country, sat down on the bosses so
heavily.

The Commissioner of Internal Revenue
has rendered a decision on the Hostetter
bitter question. Iv a letter sent to the
manufacturer at Pittsburg, the Commiss-
ioner says that the analysis of the hitters
shows them to contain 3:2 per cent, alcohol,
0-1 per cent, water, about 4 per cent, essen-
tial oil, and oilier flavoring extracts and a
little quinine. He holds that tho bitters
may be used as a beverage or a uiedeeine,
aud that where they are sold as a uiedeeine
on a prescription or otherwise no license
will be required, but where they are sold
as a beverage a license for the sale of
whisky must be taken out from Juiy 11833.

What came near being a .serious riot oc-
curred at Manningtoo, Marion oounty, a
few days since.

Let the coloredMin-
isters of the Gt.'Spel, who are in general
good and honest and intelligent negroes,
take charge of their schools as trustees,
appoint their teachers, and receive their
share of the money coming to them, di-
viding the school fund on the basis of the
annual atteudance of pupi's. This we
think ought to settle the question for all
time, and satisfactorily to both races. It
would surely prevent that most denlorable
of all things for both races and which
would not fail to bring on a race war,
Mixed Schools.?Richmond State.

How can the colored men o*f Virginia ex-
pect their white fellow citizens to respect
them when thoy permit their preachers to
treat them as they do? At a recent Ma-
hone convention in the Valley, a colored
preacher, said that what ho would do with
a negro who would vote the Democratic
ticket would be, "To hang him to the
highest tree in the ecclesiastical forest, and
to bury him so deep that the hand of res-
urection could never reach him." White
men don't allow their preachers to talk to
them in that way, and the mere fact that
colored men do, strengthens the belief en-
tertained by many of the natural inferiori-
ty ofthe colored race. If the colored peo-
ple want to be considered the equals of
their white, neighbors, and to deserve the
respect of the latter, they must conduct
themselvesas the latter do, and must have
more self-respect and more independence
than to submit to such treatment from
their own race as white men would not
bear from theirs.? Alez. Gazette.
