A Letter from Siori Hissar, Turkey. in
: Asia.

In a letter from Prof. Robert Sterreit,
P. H. D., the great American Archaologist
of Virginia, to his uncle, John D. Sterrett,
dated September 15th, 1883, he gives the
following interesting and important infor-
mation of his travels in Asia Minor:

Dear Uncle: As 1 have not written to
you for some time, I shall seize the postal
opportunities of Siori Hissar (the peaked
or painted castle) to drop you a hasty line.
If you wish to know where Siora Hissar is,
first find Ancyra, then look 13° west and
southwest of Ancyra for Pessinus. Siori
Hissar is a few miles north of the site of
Pessinus.

Since my last from Kara Hissar, we have
done heavy work and hard traveling. As
we zigzag in all directions, a straight line
from place to place will give you no idea of
the road actually traveled over. From
Kora Hissar we continued to investigate
the great rock monuments of Phrygia,
which date back to the dawn of prehisto-
ria. The ordinary reader of history gen-
erally looks wupon Midas as a purely
mythical being, and yet he must have
lived and reigned as king over a people.
far advanced in art and architecture. For
chief among the rock monuments of
Phrygia is that of Midas himself, as is de-
clared by an inscription in the Phrygian
language. Almost nothing is known of
the Phrygian, except from the inscription
above the tomb of Midas which can be
read. DBesides this inscription there are
nine or ten others, none of which can be
read by any one as yet, except a small frag-
ment, MATAPKYBAE—Mother Cybele. I
have seen them all, as they all are in the
rock monument district that is not far
from the tomb of Midas. The tomb of
Midas was discovered by ILake somewhere
about 1800, but nothing was done to it un-
til Ramsay visited it and published it two
years ago, but he has made very serious
blunders. Itis hewn out of the face of
the mountain, which breaks off suddenly;
the top of the tomb corresponding with
the level of the city, in which, as his capi-
tal. Midas reigned as King.”’

This illustrious young American scien:
tist is a native of Virginia, and had worth-
ily bestowed upon him by the University
of Munich the titleof P. H. D. He is a
young man of rare and wonderful mental
attainments. We hope to see ere long a
full account of his travels, containing a.de-
seription of his discoveries. We extend to
this giant in the literary world our hearty
congratulations and good wishes, that his
life may be spared, that he, with many of
Virginia’s noblest sons, may live to reflect
upon his own beloved State much of the
glory of his learned excellence. .
