Our dear Father Prior, as you have
heard, is gone to his rest.

General Sherman’s mili-
tary reputation rests upon his “March to
the Sea,” a mnarauding expedition through
States where there was no army to oppose
him, yet some deluded mortals ascribe to
Sherman the strategic ability of Von Molike
or Suwarrow! Sheridan has undoubtedly
more military ability than Sherman, but
neither of them compares with Knox, Wash-
ington, Scott or even Grant.

835 men, besides 212 cadets and nine Pro-
fessors of the Military Academy.

The General officers are a General
of the army, Lieutenant-General, three
M: jor-Generals an'i six Brigadier-Generals,
There zre also forty-nine Colonels, fifty-
seven Lieutenant Colonels, 104 Majors and
483 Captains. There is an officer for every
ten men and a fraction of a man. The
army is abundantly officered, therefore, and
yzll: some people “think not.— Courier-Jour-
nal.

Why do they
eagerly follow white renegades and corrup-
tionists who care nothing for them except
their vote, which they use to put money in
their pockets? Why do colored men allow
bad white men to band them together in a
race conflict with the cry, “stand by your
color,” when these same men are sel!f-con-
victed renegades from their own. We tell
the colored man that the sooner they throw
off the galling yoke of those who would
make them political slaves—sell them as
sheep in the shambles, that much sooner
will race prejudices be banished and a much-
needed sympathy arise between the white
employer and the colored employee.

INCIDENTS OF THE ELECTION—DESPERATE
COALITION TRICKS.

[Cbrrespondence of the Richmond Dizpateh.]
FIxcasTLE, VA., November 7, 1883.
Never before in the history of Botetourt
politics has there been a systematic effort
to deprive the majority of representation in
the Legislature by fraud. A few days be-
fore the election we received intimation that
application had been made at a certain
printing office in Virginia for tissue ballots
to be used in this election. This put us on
our guard, our canvassers were promptly
notified, and the judges of election were re-
quired to examine every ballot sufficient to
see whether more than one ballot were fold-
ed together. Some of the Mahoneite
leaders, and, shame to say, even some
of the judgks, tried to prevent this,
but there were enough honest judges to
prevail. Despite our watchfulness at the
Fincastle precints two fraudulent ballots
were cast. At Jackson a Mahoneite was
detected in his attempt to depo:it three
ballots. But we were not prepared for the
trick that was practiced on us at Glade
Creek. The name of the Democratic nomi-
nee is M. W. Camper. He is familiarly
known as Wood Camper. Very few people

know what the M iu his name stands for.
William H. Fry was appointed chairman
of the precint committee for Glade Creek,
Dut he was called up to canvass for the
party in the Southwest, and he was absent
from the county until the day prior to elec-
tion.

Now, notjce how our enemies took ad-
vautage of this. On Monday last a sealed
envelope was dropped into the Fincastle
post-office addressed, in a good business-
hand, “Capt'n W. H. Fry, Blue Ridge
Springs, Botetourt co, Va. P. M. Deliver
at once.”” Stamped “Fincastle, Nov. 5,
1883. Va.’’—containing a number of tick-
ets, ordinary size, printed as follows:—
“Democratic Ticket. Election Novem-

ber 6. For House of Delegates, Madison
W. Camper.” Also a slip of paper, as fol-
lows:—

“I send you some election tickets, fear-
ing you may not have enough. Please put
them in the hands of our friends early, and
see that they vote.”” No name to the let-
ter, but the upper part of the letters Re-
spectfully remain on the slip, showing that
the slip had been clipped with scissors.
About twenty of these ballot had been vo-
ted when the fraud was discovered. Mr.
Brown rode immediately to Fincastle,
reaching here about 2 o’clock, and the in-
dignation of our people was intense. [The
telegraph wire between here and Trout-
ville was cut last night.] All day long we
had been bearing the insolence of negroes,
who by their abuse of the whites and threat-
enining languag; seemed bent upon
starting a row. This, therefore, added fuel
to the flames. Still we restrained ourselves,
determined to give no occasion for any
charge of intimidation. We do not yet
know whether this trick has been practiced
at any other precinct. The largest crowd
I have ever seen on election-day on the
streets of Fincastle, the negroes in full
force, and a large number of whites, quiet,
determined, and working. But we have
received our reward. Botetourt has given
for Moncure Woodson Camper a majority
surpassing that ever given by her for any
man runniog for any political office.

‘I'here was the wildest excitement as each
precinct was heard from, and when the
news came that Roanoke had given 225
majority our enthusiasm knew no bounds.
