Congressional Democratic Caucus.

B. Kinkead, and was admitted to the bar
in 1858. He first appeared in public life as
a member of the Kentucky House of Rep-
1esentatives in 1859. In 1864 he was nom-
inated as a presidential elector on the Dem-
ocratic ticket, but declined. Ile served
two terms in the Kentucky Senate, being
elected in 1866 and re-elected in 1869. He
was a delegate at large from his State to
the National Democratic Convention held
at New York in July, 1868, and'was elected
Licutenant Governor of Kentucky in Au-
gust, 1871, serving until September, 1875.
He was elected to the Forty-fifth Congress,
and has served in that ;body ever since as
the representative of the Sixth Kentucky
district. ]

0'Donnell sentenced to death.
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STRANGE CONDUCT OF THE PRISONER.

The trial of Patrick O’Donmnell f{or the
murder of James Carey (the informer) was
concluded in London on Saturday and re-
sulted in his conviction of willful murder
and sentence to death.

When Judge Denman asked O’Donnell if
he had anything to say why sentence of
death should not be passed upon him
O’Donnell made noreply. The Judge then
passed sentence of death in the usual form.
The prisoner now wanted to speak. The
Judge, however, ordered his removal. The
police seized him, when O’Donnell held up
his right hand, his fingers extended, and
shouted : ““Three cheers for old Ireland;
good-bye United States. To hell with the
British and the British Crown. It is a plot
made up by the Crown.” The prisoner,
shouting, cursing, and struggling, was
then forcibly removed by the police amid
the most fearful confusion and the slam-
ming of doors. This action of O’Donaell
caused the greatest excitement and surprise,
as he had previously gained the sympathy
of the audience by his demeanor.§

Meeting of Congress.

The 43th Congress met on yesterday to
organize and transact the business of a ses-
sion which, from the number of pressing is-
sues to be brought before it, is likely to be
of unusual interest. The Senate consists of
38 republicans, 36 democrats, and two read-
Jjusters (Mahone and Riddleberger) who will
vote with the republicans. The House, of
of which the mémbership was increased by
the last apportionment from 206 to 325,
will stand: Democrats, 194; republicans
118; readjusters, 5; independents, 4; green-
backers, 2; vacancies, 2. The number of
votes constituting a majority of the House
is 163, but the demoecratic majority over all
is 63. The distribution of the democratic
strength, which is greatest in the West and
South, is in accord, says the Balt. Sun,
with the fact brought out by the census of
1880 that the centre of population and pow-
er in the Union is west of the Alleghanies
and is moving to the Southwest.

Morper 1IN LuNENBURG COoUNTY.—In-
formation has been received at Petersburg,
Va.. of the murder of Thomas Bragg, col-
ored, in Luncnburg county, by Dick Mitch-
ell and John Jones. The body of the mur-
dered man was found in a field, and it was
thought at the time that he had died of
heart disease. The wife of one of the mur-
derers informed the authorities that Bragg
had been killed by Mitchell and Jones, with
whom Bragg had had a difficulty. Mitch-
ell says that Jones tied a handkerchief to
Bragg’s neck and choked him to death
while he held him.

The Wythville Enterprise says that Miss

Why They Wave the Bloody Shirt.

The Index-Appeal says that the main
actuating motive with the Northern Re-
publiean politicians is unquestionably the
desire and the calculation of destroying or
impairing the influence of the Southern
States in the councils and the elections of
the nation. There is somewhat of method
in such a desire and design, however
vicious the traits of human nature to
which it addresses its appeal. But with
respect to a large portion of the people
who, with most zeal and energy, wave the
bloody shirt, we are disposed to believe
that their impulse is simply the disposition
born of ignorance and fostered by fanati-
cism, which leads them to think that they
understand our matters far better than we
are capable of understanding them our-
selves.

There is a great and cruel injustice in
this practice of so many of the Northern
people. If we thought the sole spring of
it were the calcnlation of political advan-
tage, we should deem it worse than use-
less to argue or protest against it. But as
against the mere thoughtless indulgence of
the meddling spirit which sins through fail-
ure to take account of another man’s diffi-
culties and embarrassments, it can never
be idle to remonstrate, when the offender is
well-meaning, but only misled and intem-
perate. Now, we ask in all fairness, what
kind of conception can the people in remote
corners of the Northern States have of the
situation of affairs and the relations of the
races in the Southern States ! The posi-
tion which the white people of the South-
ern States cccupy is altogether anomalous
in all the history of mankind Wae believe
there is not one case to be found in the
world’s records, of a race once and recently
servile, suddenly wielding the political des-
tinies of the class by which they had been
held in absolute bondzge. We believe
there is nothing that approaches a parallel
of the admission of millions of slaves—
without advantages of preliminary training
or education—to the vast responsibilities
involved in the possession of the ballot.
There are other particulars that need not
be enumerated. The facts on the surface
sufficiently show that the South, whatever
may have been its sins in ths hour of its
prosperity aad power, has been made to
suffer for them by the imposition of enor-
mous djfficulties and perplexities more
grievous and critical than ever before con-
fronted the civilization of a modern State.

That the Southern people did not suc-
cumb to these difficulties and perils; that
they at once went honestly to work and
made a sustained and grand effort to solve
the problem of the anomalous position, un-
assisted by any of the lights of historical
precedent, and opposed at every hand by
the hostile and critical spirit and the med-
dling legislation of the rest of the country;
that the South in fifteen years so far con-
quered its envious environment as to have a
more prosperous and peaceful condition
than had ever before blessed her children
and rewarded the toils of the faithful
workers. Let these facts, graven in the
bas relief of indisputable, offlcial and sta-
tistical history, not only prove a final an-
swer to the slanders that are still thrust
against her, but constitute a claim on the
good will of all good men, and the exten-
sion of fresh confidence at the hands of all
those who can admit some motive of judg-
ment and action mere honest than the greed
of party triamph and official spoils.

Congratuiatory Address from'the Demeeratic
State Committee.

The Virginia Democratic State committee
has issued an address congratulating the
Democratic party of the State upon the
great and signal triumph at the polls in
November. The charge of intimidation
made by General Mahone is met by a pub-
lication of the figures, showing a largely in-
creased vote over any previous election in
the history of the State. In reply to the
charges made by ‘General Mahone of sys-
tematic murder, bloodshed and intimida-
tion in Charles City, Helifax, Hanover,
Floyd, Augusta, Madison and Lee counties,
and the city of Danvilie, the committee
shews that the increased Coalition vote in
these counties, compared with 1882, aggre-
gated 2,500. The specific charges of out-
rage in these counties are separately dis-
cussed and shown to be without founda-
tion.

The address claims that Virginia is by
history and conviction a Democratic State,
and that the miscarriage of the Democratic
party in the elections of the last few years
was solely due to a division in its ranks
which had been produced by differenca of
opinion on the State debt. ¢That vexed
question,”’ the address maintaing, ‘“.s no
longer a politicalissue. By the resolution
of the Democratic party at their last State
counvention o acquiesce in the settloment
made law by the last Legislature, and pro-
nounced constitutional by the Supr.me
Court of the United States, that questiou
has been taken out of politics in Virginia.
With the removal of this issue the only
proper reason for the existence of the Read-
Jjuster party disappeared.’”

The causes which led to the political rev-
olution in the State are thus stated:

““A Legislature pledged by its majority
in advauncs to obey every mandate of a par-
ty caucus sitting only to register and trans-
mit the decrees of its master; the executive
and judicial offices greedily scized by the
dictator’s personal adherents: blind loyalty
to one man set up as the solo test or fitness
for positions of trust; the asylums for the
insane, those touching monuments of the
public charity, and the free-school system,
that nobler monument of the public wis-
dom, thrown in to swell the dirty heap of
party spoils—so much of this wild revel of
mock statesmanship has passed into history.
What was threatened—rearrangement of
congressional distriets and judicial circuits,
repeal of municipal charters, usurpation of
the powe1s long vested in chancery courts
to control, through their own commisioners,
judicial sales of lands—all this was intend-
ed to fix, confirm and perpetuate the power
of the autocrat, this new Dr. Francia.”’

After stating that “‘it will always remain
a question of doubt which party obtained
an increased vote in the State in conss-
quence of the accidental and deplorabls en-
counter at Danville,”’ the address concludes:

““The election machinery was almost with-
out exception in the hands of the Coalition-
ists, Their registrars and jzdges commit-
ted many illegal and frudulent acts, which
in due time will be brought to light. They
registered illegal and fraudulent voters;
they allowed men to vote who were not reg-
istered or duly transferred, the judges of
election sometimes declining to examine the
registration-books to agcertain whether men
offering to vote were registered, their only
test being the voter’s Coalition proclivities.

““To sum up, a fairer, more peaceful, a
more legal election—so far as the Demo-
cratic party is concerned--was never held
in Virginia than the election whose ‘reaults
are now proclaimed.”

“These results, as ascertained by a re-
turning board composed esclusively of Coa-
litionists, are a popular Democratic majori-
ty in the State of over 17,000, and a major-
ity of 8 in the Senate and of 22 in the House
of Delegates.

“‘In bringing about this great work the

CHAIRMAN RIVEs's ANSWER TO MaA-
moNE.—Mr. J. H. Rives, chairman of the
Republican State Central Committee of
Virginia, has written a long leiter to the
Baltimore American, in which he holds Ma-
hone responsible for the Danville riot.

“The causes of Mahone’s defeat are ap-
arent to every reflecting mind, and are so
plain that he who runs may read.

The Bourbor Knife in Charles City.

To the Edstor of the State.

Among the numerous falsehoods embrac-
ed in the recent manifesto of Gen. Mahone,
it is charged that in common with other
counties named ‘‘the crack of the Bourbon
weapon engaged in political murder resound-
ed, and the Bourbon knife sunk deep in the
county of Charles City.”” As a citizen of
that county, residing there during the recent
campaign, I wish to state that this is an
awful piece of news, which fortnnately for
the happinsss of the people of Charles City,
was entirely concealed from them until the
appearance of Gen. Mahone’s farewell ad-
dress. There was, on the contrary, no dis-

Now, the merchants in that store say that
many mon were in the room at the time,
and nobody heard any explosion like that
of a pistol or rifle; that the hole in tha win-
dow was pronounced by one of the police-
men as not made by a bullet; that no trace
of a bullet could be found in the store; that
nobody on the other side heard anything
lize tho explosion of fire-arms. The belief
is that the negro punched the hole in the
window with his umbrella.

With this statement from these gentle-
men thero seems not a circumstance that
can lend a shadow of credibility to that sto-
ry, and it is bardly worth this refutation.

The Danville Riot.

The New York Times of Monday publish-
es a long and talerably fair statement of the
disturbance at Danville on the third of No-
vember. The report as furnished by a
special correspondent, embodies the whole
of the paper signed by the citizens, reciting
the hardships of their situation under Ma-
hone-negro rule; some extracts from the in-
famous incendiary speech of Sims, which
provoked the riot, and gives some of the
testimony on both sides, elicited at the re-
cent investigation. We have no right to
complain of, but rather commend Northern
journals that take the pains to get the facts
upon which people who wish to know the
truth can make up an honest judgment.
This is all we want, and not less than we
are entitled to. The 7imes, commenting
on the letter and the facts says:

‘‘But this affray does unquestionably in-
dicate a very dangerous condition of affairs
in the oity of Danville. If the circular is-
sued by certain citizens describing the state
into which the government of the city has
been brought by the rule of the Coalition
or Readjusters and negroes is true, fhe so-
cial and political situation is one that must
be well-nigh intolerable to the whites; and
some portions of the same circular, with
the evidence furnished by the deplorable
affair of Nov. 3, show a spirit and feeling
on the part of the whites that is incompati-
ble with peace and good order in the city.”’

Our esteemed cotemporary is mistaken
in supposing that the *‘spirit and feeling of
the whites,”’ (if it means the respectable
white people of Danville), ‘‘is incompatible
with peace and good order in the city.”
Their condition, under Mahone-negro rule,
was, as it truly says, ‘“‘well-nigh intolera-
ble;”’ but as that has been broken and the
normal condition of things restored, there
is no reason to apprehend any further trou-
ble. Sims, and all suchjagitators havebeen
taught a wholesome lesson in the result of
the recent election, and there will be no
more such incendiary speeches made in
Danville, we venture to say, for a length of
time to come.

et id omne genus, who saw in the ignorance
of these people an oppertunity to turn race
prejudice to good account, in banding the
negroes under their direction, and for their
personal advantage, against the respectable
white clementofthe State.
