Ai, Yazoo, on Christmas-eve, five white
men were shot down by a party ofnegroes.
The fact was duly reported by telegraph,
together with conclusive evidence that the
assault upon the whites was cold-blooded
and premeditated. There was no cause for
ill-feeling, unless it arose from a commend-
able effort on the part of one of thewhites
who were killed to keep the peace between
two negroes. Yet for the most part the
Stalwart organs have passed the matter by
simply as the subject of a news item, and
one ofthemostinfamous outrages that have
everoccurred in this country has been made
notable by an almost entire absence of edi-
torial comment. When the peopleof Dan-
ville, smarting under the grossest indigni-
ties, resisted an assault, which, had it not
bflen resisted, might have resulted in tl c
sacking of the town, and in so doing killed
and wounded seven negroes, tho editorial
columns ofth eStalwartpapers wererender-'
ed lurid with bloody-shirt articles, and
some of the more rabid editors threatened
the South with armed Federal intervention.

?under the same circumstances might have
occurred iv any community, North or
South, and which was incitedby emissaries
of their own party, evidences of an entire
subversion of law, both State aud Federal,
and a justificationin the most high-handed
Federal usurpation. They claimed that
the negroes that were killed were political
martyrs, and they wept in sack-cloth and
asbes over their woes. However, in the
case of the Yazoo tragedy, where, in a
time void ofexcitement, some of the most
respectable citizens of the place were mur-
dered, we fail to discover the slightest sug
gestion from a Stalwart source that the af-
fair was an outrage, or that it calls foreven
the mildest condemnation. Oa the contra-
ry, one of our esteemed contemporaries of
the Radical stripe in a brutal effort to be
witty congratulates the country that the-
negro has learned to be handy with the
pistol.

Plans ofMr. Morrison's Committee.

Mr. Morrison proposes to call a meeting
of the committee on ways and means on
Wednesday (to-morrow,) when ho thinks
a sufficient number of members will be in
the city to organize the committee and
make preparations for proceeding to busi-
ness. Mr. Morrison's own idea is to begin
at once the task of drafting a new tariffbill,
so itjcan be reported ,at a comparatively
early period iv the s*ssicm- and thus give
time for ample discu-sion aud consideration.
He favors a measure based on the general
features of the proposition reported-by him
when chairman of the ways, and means
committee under Speaker Kerr, with such
modifications as timesand the changed con-
dition ofaffairs may make destrab'e.

Morrison favor* a reduction in the sugar
tariff, and placing lumber, coal and some
other commodities on the free list. Hori-
zontal reduction will be the main feature
to be urged before the committee and be-
fore the House.

Mr. Morrison is quoted as saying since
his appointment as chairman of the com-
mittee that had therecommendations ofthe
tariff commission at the last session for a
reduction of 25 per cent, been honestly car-
ried out he and those who think ;with him
would have been against any further agi-
tation of the tariff at this session. It is
very generally accepted that the policy of ,

of the Republican minority of the commit-
tee will be one entirely of delay and ob-
struction. They will do nothing to assist
In tlje passing of a proper revenue reform
bill such as the country needs aud desires,
but everything to make it obnoxious and
susceptible ofcriticism.
