Convictionof Archibald Ratliff.
On the Bth of last November, in High-

land county, (an account of which are pub-
lished at the time) Archibald Ratliff arous-
ed James Turner from bed about 12 o'clock
at night, pretending to be a stranger who
had lost his way, and told Turner he would
give him 50 cents if he would show him the
big road. After getting Turner awayfrom
his home he stabbed him, for which he was
tried and convicted in the County Court of
Highland last week and sentenced to the
penitentiary for the term of four years.

The prosecution was conducted by L. H.
Stephenson, Commonwealth's Attorney for
Highland county, and the prisoner was de-
fended by Judge Myers of Highland, and
Maj. Chas. E. Haas of Harrisonburg.

The prisoner had no witness. The chief
witness against him was Turner, whom he
stabbed, who is about 35 years old, and
resides on the land of Marcellus F. Wiley
ibomt 12 miles South of Monterey, who
.estified as follows, as reported in the
Highland Recorder:?

?'On the night of Nov. Bth last, witness
vas aroused from bed at the hour of mid-
night, by a man who said he had lost his
vay and would give any one 50 cents to
.mow him the big road; witness dressed
hastily and went with him. The man ap-
peared to be lame and walked with a staff.
< v their way across the meadow to tile road
(;t distance of £ mile) the man asked many
cuestions about the roads, and said he want-
el to make his way through to West Vir-
ginia; had the rim of his hat tucked under
\u25a0id kept about 8 feet distant from witness;
fitness explainedabout the roads; reached
fence; witness started to go back; was call-
el aud asked if he could tell him where he
cmid stop at a store at daylight and buy a
pstol, or did witness have one??he would
piy most any price; witness handed him his
pistol; he took it, and, making a step back-
wards, drew and struck at him, witness re-
ceiving a gash in the left hand which he
threwup to ward off the blow; he then re-
cognized the man as Ratliff, the prisoner at
thebar; witness said him, 'Arch, Iknow you
now, what do you mean?' Ratliff replied
with an oath that he had him and intended
to finish him, at the same time striking
him in the breast with the knife; witness
screamed at the top of his voice, and pris-
oner, took to his heels; witness continued'scftihiing'ii.netslowly made his wayhoane.

Cross examined?Had no ill-feeling to-
ward prisoner; prisoner had accused him of
killing his dog; witness did say he would
thijash prisoner if he did not stop lying

PRIMARY ELECTIONS.

Editor Spectator:?l ask the use of
your columns to lay before the people of
Augusta some thoughts on the subject of
Primary Elections. The time seems favor-able for the calm and deliberate considera-
tion of this important subject We have
just entered on a new year, when most men
naturally look forward and lay their plansfor the future. No partisan questionsnow
agitate the public mind. No elections are
near at hand There is nothing, there-
fore, to prevent the people from consider-
ing the subject dispassionately and impar-tially.

With these preliminary remarks, I will
proceed to state some of the reasons why I
am inflexiblyopposed to the system of Pri-

Elections as contrary to the true
principles of our government and mischiev-
ous in its results.

Our free institutions rest on the funda-
mental principle that all political power re-
sides in and belongs to the people. But
as that power cannot be exercised directly
by the people, they are obliged to select, in
the mode prescribed by law, agents or rep-
resentatives to act for them and on their
behalf. But this election does not divest
the people of their power, or transfer it lo
their agents or representatives. The power
is still inherent in the people. All acts done
by the agents or representatives are acts of
the people, done through their agents or
representatives. Agents or representatives
are mere trustees or servants of the people,
and their acts derive all their force and va-
lidity from the fact that the people have
chosen and deputed them to act for and in
their behalf.

It follows from these general proposi-
tions, that the agent or representative has
no proprietary right or individual owner-
ship of the powers delegated to him. He
holds them merely as trustee for the peo-
ple, and is bound to exercise them for the
benefit of and in accordance with the wishes
of the people. If he perverts them for the
promotion of his own interests or for the
gratification his own wishes, he is guilty of
a violation of his trust.

The mode by which the people delegate
their power to the various classes of public
servants is carefully prescribed in the more
important cases by the Constitution; in
those of less consequence, by law. This
mode is generally by popular elections.

It will readily be seen, therefore, that
this process, by which the people indicate
their choice of the agents to whom they are
willing to entrust the guardianship of their
rights and the representation of their inter-
ests, is one of great delicacy and import-
ance.

Elections are the means by which the
motive-power of all free government?Pub-
lic Opinion?is put into connection with,
and gives impetus to, the whtile machinery
of government! They are the means by
which the people execute and deliver to
their agents the power-of-attorney, by
which they are authorized to act for the
people!

To ensure the fair execution of this im-
portant delegation of power, it is manifest
that great pains should be taken to afford
to every voter a full and fair opportunity to
express his preference.

The laws of Virginia have, therefore,
sought, by every precaution which human
ingenuity could suggest, to prevent fraud,
bribery, intimidation, or abuse of any kind,
at elections.

It provides for a fair registration of all
persons entitled to vote; indicates tbe par-
ticular places atwhich voters shall cast their
ballots; specifies the days on which elec-
tions shall be held, and the houis within
which votes shall be received; provides for
the appointment of sworn judges of elec-
tion and sworn clerks to record the votes;
makes it a penal offence to bribe voters, or
to obstruct or hinder them by violence, in-
timidation, or other unlawful means, from
voting for the men of their choice; and for-
bids, under heavy penalities, the keeping
open any barroom, saloon, or other place at
which intoxicating liquors are sold, on the
day of election.

The law further provides, not only that
there shall be a free ballot, but that there
shali be a fair count and lull return of all
the ballots cast.

Under these stringent regulations, and
others of a similar character, which I may
have omitted to mention, it is almost im-
possible to prevent a full and fair expres-
sion of the will of the voters at any regular
and lawful election.

But, within the last few years, it has be-
come a common practice in some of the
counties and cities of Virginia, as prelimi-
nary to the regular and lawful election, to
hold what are called "Primary Elections."

The ostensible object of these "Primary
Elections" is to concentrate the party vote
and avoid division arn*»ng candidates of the
same political faith.

The purpose, as avowed, is not to elect
representatives, but merely to decide which
of the candidates shall be voted for at the
election!

On a superficial view of the subject, this
seems to be a laudable purpose, and the
method adopted to accomplish it is appa-
rently fair. But, upon closer scrutiny, I
am persuaded it will be found that the
practical working of the system is unfair
and mischievous, and tends to defeat the
will and restrict the rights of the people.

Let us look at it for a moment. It can-
not be denied that in all counties and cities
in which the party holding a "Primary
Election" has a decided majority, the re-
sult of the vote at the "Primary" is prac-
tically equivalent to a lawful election. Iv
other words, the "Primary Election,"
which is unknown to the law, and is pro-
tected by none of the safeguards which
the law throws around lawful elections, is
substituted in place of the regular election!

What is the consequence of tbis substi-
tution? Is it not plain that the various offi-
cers, who are required by law to be chosen
at specified times and places, under the su-
pervision of responsible officers appointed
by law, and under safeguards against fraud
and abuse carefully provided by law, are,
in effect, electedat other times and places,
not under the control of any of the sworn
officers chosen to supervise and conduct
them, and subject to none of the penalties
against fraud and abuses of every kind,
which our election laws have prescribed to
ensure a free ballot and a fair count!

At a "Primary Election" candidates, or
the friends of candidates, may bribe as
many voters as they may please. They, or
their friends, may, with impunity and at
pleasure, intimidate or hinder voters from
casting their ballots; or they may open, or
cause to be opened, at or near the voting
places, free bars or saloons, and thus mis-
lead as many voters as they can by the in-
siduous and seductive influence of whisky!
Voters may vote as "early and often" as
they choose, provided they take care not to
be found out in their crookedness!

Judges may make false counts or false
returns, and clerks may make false records
at pleasure. In a word, the whole affair
may be a fraud and a swindle from begin-
ning to end, and the law provide' no pun-
ishment and affords no redress, because the
whole proceedingis unknown to the law!

After this tragic farce has been acted,
the majority of the people themselves have
noremedy, for there is a pledge exacted
from all who participate in the ?\u25a0Primary,"
that they will vote for the men who then
receive the largest number of votes. The
people, therefore, are, as it were, bound
hand and foot by the result of the "Pri-
mary," and are obliged, at theregular law-
ful election, to cast their ballots for the
men who, by fair means or foul, get the
largest vote at tbe Primary!

Is it wise?is it patriotic?for a free and
enlightenedpeople thus to put manacles on
themselves? Is it consistentwith their sense
ofpublic.duty to give their sanction to a sys-
tem which sets aside and practically nulli-
fies all the laws which guard the purity of
the ballot-box, and the honesty of the count
and return of votes, and leaves every door
wide open to fraud and corruption?

Another evil effectof the system of "Pri-
mary Elections" is, that it confines the
range of selection ofpublic servants within
verynarrow limits. At the ' 'Primary,'' no
one can be voted for who does not declare
himself a candidate, and bind himself to
stand by the result of the vote. In former
days, the people were at liberty to invite
gentlemen, in whom they had confidence,
to become candidates! Such is the case no
longer. Their choice is restricted to those
who declare themselves candidates, and, it
may be questioned, whether those who are
most persistent in pushing their own pre-
tensions are always the best persons fitted
for the public trusts to.which they aspire!

fiat apartfrom these consideration., tend-

ing to show the liability of the system to
abuse, there is another, connected with its
fairness in a county like Augusta, which
demands a passing notice.

At the last election about 6,200 votes
were cast by the county. Of these, about
5,000 were cast by the people of the county
and 1,200 by the city of Staunton. This
was the largest vote ever cast in the county.
The questionsiv issue were of vital inter-
est. The people in the remotest parts of
the county were profoundly excited and
crowded to the polls. In ordinary elections
not more than half that number are cast,
and sometimes not more than one-third.

If the population of the county were
equally distributed over the whole county,
and were equally convenient to the places
of voting, there would be some show of
fairness in a "Primary." But such is uot
the fact. In the country many peoplehave
to ride from one to five, and probably, in
some cases, seven to ten, miles to cast
their votes. This involves the loss of the
greater part of a day from their farms.
Hence, those remote from the voting places
will not attend a "Primary,' because they
entertain the delusive notion that the "Pri-
mary" is a merely experimental or tenta-
tive process, which is of no consequence,
as it is not recognized by law. They, there-
fore, stay at home, but with the purpose of
attending the lawful election! They are
forgetful of the fact that the lawful election
is, in fact, no election at all, but a mere
registration of the edict of the "Primary!"

On the other hand, the people of the
towns are in close proximity to the places
of voting. They have to walk but a very
short distance to the polls. This. requires
no sacrifice of time or business, and hence
they can, without trouble, cast their votes.
In thisway, it must alwayshappen that the
towns will control the "Primaries," and
consequently dictate the choice of candi-
dates to be subsequently elected! The scat-
tered country people are like raw militia.
Those who go to the polls act without much
concert, because they have but little chance
for consultation. Each gives an honest
expression of his individual preferences
and goes his way. lit the towns it is differ-
ent. There the people are like regular
troops. Theyexchange views,stand shoulder
to shoulder, and present a solid front. In
the towns the barrooms, saloons, and whis-
ky-shops are located, and as long as the
Primary Elections are continued and
human nature remains unchanged, it is
risking little to say that the towns will dic-
tate to the people of the county. Staun-
ton, with her 1,200 voters, can at any time
turn the scale!

Is this a thing to be desired? I think
not. The agricultural interest is the great
interest of the county. Its voice should be
potential. Machine politics will never pre-
vail; whisky will never be a ruling power
as long as the farmers of Augusta stand up
boldly for their rights! A Votkr.

Suicide at Alderson. W.Va,
ALLEN MCCOBMACK TAKES STRYCHNIA.
On Tuesday, the 29 th of January, Mr.

Allen McCormack, of Alderson, Monroe
,co., W.Va., committed suicide by taking
strychnia. The cause, domestic trouble.?
He was an indnstrious man and was respect-
ed by hia neighbors. He was a miller, and
\u25a0was last employed Oak Hill, Fayette co., W.
Va. He was about 60 years of age, and
leaves a widow and four or five children. ?
He bought the poison from Mr. E. DeWitt
Brown who was for some time in the drug-
store of Geo. W. May & Co., of this city,
now one of the firm of Shields & Brown at
Alderson, Monroe co., W.Va., who, at the
inquest, testified as follows :?

"Ihave practiced pharmacy for the last
ten years. First saw the deceased in my
store in Alderson, on Tuesday morning,
January 29th, 1884, about 11 A. M. He
asked for strychnia. I asked him what he
wanted with it. He said he wanted it to
bait traps for foxes. Then asked him if he
knew the poisonous effects of strychnia
when administered to a human oran animal,
and he replied that he did. I then explain-
ed to him the nature of the poison and its
effect upon the human system when taken.
I then sold him a bottle of strychnia (Alka-
loid) ounce, it being anoriginal
package as it came from the chemist. I
made a record of the sale prior to his leav-
ing the store, as follows.

"1884, Jan'y 29, 11 a. m. A. McCormack,
Alderson W.Va. Monroe county, £ oz.
strychnia (Alkaloid.) Representedby pur-
chaser as being for the purpose of baiting a
trap for foxes. E. DeWitt Brown, dis-
penser.

I next saw the deceased in bed at his
home, having been called there by his wife,
about half an hour after he had left my
rstore. I recognize the body of the deceased
as being the same party to whom I sold the
strychnia."

After hearing the testimony ofDr. W. L.
Barksdale and Dr. Walter C. Beard, the
attending physicians, to whom McCormack
acknowledged that he had taken strychnia,,
and that of Brown, the jury rendered the
following verdict:?

"An inquisition taken in Alderson, in the
County of Monroe and State of West Va.,
upon the view of the body of Allen Mc-
Cormack, there lying dead, the jurors,
sworn to enquire, where, how and by what
means the said Allen McCormack came to
his death, upon their oath, say: That from
ihe evidence presented before them the de-
ceased Allen McCormack, came to his death
on Tuesday, January 29, 1884,at 2:20 p. m.
at his residence, in the town of Alderson,
Monroe County, West Va., from an over-
dose of strychnia (Alkaloid) administered
by his own hands.

And further, we believe from the evidence
that the druggist who sold the strychnia,
has fully complied with the Statute of West
Virginia, relative to the selling ofsaid poi-
son.

In testimony whereof said Mayor (ex-
officio Justice) aforesaid, and Jurors, here-
to affix their names, this 30th day of Jan-
uary, 1884. Signed by the mayor and the
jury in full.
