GALLED SHOULDERS.—Every precaution
should be taken at this season to guard
against galled shoulderson the plow teams.
Horses are often subject to a great amount
of suffering when plowing time comes, .be-
cause the collar and harness are not prop-
erly adjusted, or do not fit well, or are in
bad condition. Old, dry, and rigid har-
ness, that rubs and chafes without yield-
ing to pressure, and hard collars are al-
most sure to gall the shoulders in the very
first day’s use, and then, of course, there
is trouble the rest of the season. Horses
that have done no work all winter are more
liable to gall, and should be worked with
greater caution the first few days, or till
the shoulders of the beast have hardened a
little. Before startiag to plow, all the
dirt, &e., that has become caked on the
collar should be scraped off, and the leath-
er oiled to render it supple. The ecollar
should fit well also, be not too large or too
small. A¢ first it is best to. plow but a
few hours or half a day at a time, and then
let the horse rest, or change to other work,
Care must also be taken not to allow the
traces to rub the animal’s sides. This is
prevented by having a long swingle tree,
and also by adjusting the hooks attached to
the hames so as to throw the trace oft from
the horse’s side. If the band is made long
enough, there is nn reason why the back
should be galled, but this, too, must be
looked after, and a pad used if neeessary.—
Petersburg Andex-Appeal.

CanxeDp Frurr In Pomprr.—It is a sin.
gular fact that we are indebted to Pompeii
for the great industries of canning fruit.—
Years ago, when the excavations were just
beginning, a party of Cincinnattians found,
in what had been the pantry of a hopse,
many jars of preserved figs. One was
opened, and they were found to be fresh
and good. Investigation showed that the
figs had been put into the jars in a heated
state, an aperture left for the steam to es-
cape, and then sealed with wax. The hi t
was taken, and the next year canning fruit
