The Jumping Frog of Calaveras.

In compliance with the request of a friend
of mine, who wrote me from the East, I
called on good-natured, garrulouseld Simon
Wheeler, and inquired after my friend’s
friend, Leonidas W. Smiley, asrequested to
do, and I hereunto append the result. I
have a lurking suspieion that Leonidas W.
Smiley is a myth; that my friend never
knew such a personage; and that he only
conjectured that if Igasked old Wheeler a-
bout him, it would remind him of his in-
famous Jim Smiley, and he would go to
work and bere me to death with seme ex-
asperating reminiscence of him as long and
as tedious as it should be useless to me.

TEMPERANCE.—The temperance wave
which has swept over the country in the
last few years, particularly in the West
and northwest, while it may not have won
any decided political victories, has had an
extraorginary effect gn the consumption of
whiskey. - Sixty years ago thg pgople ef
the united States drank five gallons of
whiskey per capta; to-day they do not drink
over two. In the last sixty years the pro-
duction of spirits has not grown as rapidly
as the population; the use of alcohal in the
arts has increased enormously, and the
consumption per adult for drinking purpo-
ses is probably much less than half what it
was about two generation ago. With three
times the population which this country had
in 1840, we actually drank no more whis-
key. As compared with 1870, the showing
is equally favorable, for though the popu-
lation has increased, the production and
consumption of liguor have fnot, pyaving
that much good has been dene in the past
decade.

Rice TiN MINE.—In the United States
tin has been found in eight States, but
in slight paying quantities, except in
the Virginia mines which rate at ten cents
per pound, and bave more than paid the
expense of developing them. The discov-
ery of the ore at King’s Mountain, in
Cleveland county, N. C., about forty miles
from Charlotte, was made in a singular
manner. Among the minerals exhibited at
Hosten from North Carolina was a small
quantity of black-looking oye, of nnusual
heaviness, labeled “unknown.’” ' A lump
of this unknown ore would outweigh a
piece of iron ore twice its size, and a sci-
entist, curious to see what it was, made an
analysis and found it to be tin ore of a very
rich quality. An agent was sent out, who
arrived at King’s Mountain and gathered
up a large quantity of the ore, which he
{orwarded to Boston and which, on being
workad up, was found to yield 75 per cent.
of tin, the richest yield kngwn in the world.
The matter was brought to the attention of
the North Carolina State authorities, hence
the efforts to locate a vein and establish a
mine. There are only three tin-bearing
mines in the world, and there is a standing
reward of $50,000 offered for the discovery
of one in the United States.—Boston Bul-
letin, ;

How'ro KEEP CLEAN STARLES.—Every
cow stable should have a broad gutter six-
teen inches wide to eight inches deep be-
hind the cows to catch the droppings and
this should be kept full of litter to keep the
cows’ tails out of the water. This will re-
move one frequent source of filth. The
floor should slope two inches in the four
and one-half or five feet of the standin
floor to keep it dry. The stalls should be
made with short partitions, so that the cows
are obliged to stind straight and not mess
up the other cows’ fioors, Then every cow
must be thoroughly carded and brushéd be-
fore it is milked every time and made as
clean as a carriage horse is. A man that
will not keep his cows as cleanas the horses
he drives to church on Sundays is not a
clean dairyman. The cows should be kept
well littered, and the gutter cleaned out
every morning without fail and littered
freshly every night with leaves, straw or
chaff. If this method is practiced there
will be no dust, no hairs, no filth, and if
the milker will wash his hands before he
milks, the milk will be clean enough to
drink even without straining. The udder
and teats should be wiped with a clean
cloth the last thing before milking.—Ru-
ral New Yorker.

WaAT Kinis Fruir TREES.—-D.eep
plansing is one error—to plant a tree rather
shallower than it formerly stood is really
the right way, while many plant a tree as
they would a pest. Roots are of two kinds
—the young and tender rootlets, composed
entirely of cells, the feeders of the trees, al-
ways found near the surface getting airand
moisture, and roots of over one year old,
which serve only as supporters of the tree
and conductors of its food. Hence the in-
jury that ensues when the delicate rootlets
are so deeply buried in the earth. Placing
fresh or green manure in contact with the
young roots is another great error. The
place to put manure is on the surface,
where the elements disintergrate, dissolve,
and carry it downward, Numerous forms
of fungi are generated and reproduccd by
the application of such manures directly to
the roots, and they immediately attack the
tree. It is very well to enrich the soil at
transplanting the tree, but the manure, if
to be 1n contact with or very near the roots,
should be thoroughly decomposed.

the South since the 1st of January. That
paper now says that this is ‘‘strong proof
of the faith sagacious men have in the fu-
ture of the South.”” The Press is entirely
eorrect in this admission, but when it fur-
“‘make plain why
protective sentiments are spreading there,”’
it fails to understand the true state of af-
fairs. It builds upon a false hypothesis
when it assumes that protectionist doctrine
is spreading.

The South’s natural advantages are such
that capitalists are induced to invest money
in our manufacturing and mining enter-
prises. These men find that in the South
they can manufacture at a profit all the
year round; they find that they can com-
pete with northern monopolists whether
the country has so-called protection or not.
In short, the tariff need not enter into their
calculations at all. and this most of the
manufacturers understand and admit. And
as for the people, the sentiment is growing
every day that high tariff is a fallacy.

It requires very little effort to preve to
the farmer that high protection means a
heavy tax on everything that he has to buy
—a heavy tax on his agricultural imple-
ments and on his clothes.

The mechanic was slower than the farm-
er to understand that high protection did
not protect ; but he is now learning fast
that so-called protection means high cost of
living, with no appreciable gain in wages.

Pennsylvania being a protectionist State,
and the Press heing the leagling exponent
of the Pennsylvania doctrine, tries to
strengthen its cause by showing that other
States are falling into the high tariff line.
But when that journal learns the truth it
will have to admit that manufacturing en-
terprise and tariff reform in the South are
becoming closely indentified.

Southern people recognize their first duty
to be a faithful adherence to the Democrat-
ic party. Their liberty, their material
prosperity, their happiness, are all bound
up in the Democracy. Next to that they
will reeognize their duty to be advocacy for
revenue reform. It requires tims, perhaps,
to educate the people ‘on economic ques-
tions; but the time is fast approaching
when every Southern Democrat will under-
stand the economic issues and will be found
on the right side.
