A Word to Ameriean Workingmen and Me-
chanies.

As the Norfolk Landmark says, there is
no country under the sun in which the la-
boring classes ought to be so comfortable
or happy as in this; but the fact is apparent
on every hand that the workingmen of the
United States are growing puorer while
the monopolists are growing richer every
day. Taxation is the main cause, and
what this burthen can do for a people was
shown in France before the Revolution, and
can be seen to-day in Egypt. There is an
jnvisible drain of from 25 to 30 per ceunt. on
the slender resources of every workingman
in this country. His indirect taxes in time
of peace are what they were in the agonies
of revolution, when the supreme object of
the North was to prevent a dissolution of
the Union. No price was too great for our
kinsmen te pay for this;and hence the pro-
digious inflictions of the tariff. To say
that these impositions must now remain,
and that, too, with a surplus of about $140-
000,000 in the Treasury, is to say that they

shall be hewers of wood and drawers of
water for an indefinite period, if not for all
time; for if the present rates of Federal
taxation are perpetuated the artificial and
corrupting needs of the country will be so
expanded that retrenchment and reform
will be still more difficult than they are to-
day. Tora long time the laboring mef of
the country were deluded by the idea that
they were ‘‘protected’’ by our fiscal system;
the prosperity which existed, despie bad
laws and ruinous taxes, was attributed to
protection, jast as on one occasion Mr.
Sherman took credit to himself for the pro-
pitious scasons and abundant crops sent by
Providence to reward the toil of the hus-
bandman. But the workingmen of the
country have not found the facts to agree
with the boasts of those who call “‘protec-
tion”’ the poor man’s friend; and Mr. Cox,
in his recent speech in the House, refers to
this in 2 manner which should command
the attention of those most interested.
“Year after year,”’ says Mr. Cox, “with a
few spasmodic exceptions, the condition of
labor in the United States hasbeen growing
worse.

The Danville riot iavestigation was re-
samed last Saturday.  Amongthe witness-
es examined in behalf of the Mahoneites
was Wm. B. Kurtz, Republican ‘post-mas-
ter at Waynesboro’ which is thus_ reported

William B. Kurtz, postmaster of Waynes-
boro’, two hundred miles from Danville,
was first examined. He described the state
of political feeling in his neighiborhoed, and
said that he was himself the chief object.

MEN AND WOMEN KILLED !

CINCINNATI, March 20—8 A. M.—A ter-
rible riot occurred here last ni used by
the verdict in. the Berner murder case. The
whole city is in a state of wild excitement.
The military and police have been on duty
all night, but have been powerless. Last
Lgon ay the trial of this case was conclud-

ed.

William Berner was charized with the
murder of William H. Kirk, a worthy and
most esteemed citizen. The tragedy oc-
curred over a month since. Kirk, who was
a quiet and inoffensive man, and not known
to have an enemy, was missing for two days.
Search was instituted and his body found in
a mill-stream near the city. His head was
crushed in, and there was every evidence
that he had been robbed and murdered. The
affair caused the most intense excitement.
The crime was traced to Joe Palmer and
William Berner, and they were arrested.—
Both confessed the crime. They said they
followed Mr. Kirk to his stable and killed
him by striking him on the head with a
hammer. They then robbed him of $100
and put his body in a covered wagon, which
they drove to Cummingsville. There they
dumped it into the mill-stream where it was
found. Threats of lynching were made at
the time, and the men were kept under
strong guard. :

Soon after their arrest Berner attempted
to put the actual commission of the erime
upon Palmer. He said that Palmer did the
actual murder, while he only looked on and
got a share of the money. The trial attraet-
ed great attention, the court-room being
crowded to suffocation. Berner had the
most adroit counsel. The jurylast Monday
returned a verdict in the case of Berner,
finding him guilty of manslaughter. _ The
verdict was declared privately by the Judge
who tried the case to bean outrage, and the

The crowd was so great that
many hundreds could not obtain admission,
but stood cutside awaiting the result of the
proceedings with feverish intent, The
speeches were made in both English and
German. The feeling of indignation was
made intensified by the discovery to-day of
corruption in the jury-box in a civil sait in
progress before Judge Johnson.

ATTACKING THE JAIL.

Resolutions were adopted condemning the
verdict, and a committee on legislation was
appointed. Upon adjourament the crowd
moved to the jail, where they attacked the
front door. At 9:40 P. M., the riot alarm
was sounded, summoning the entire police
force to the jail. Crowds of people gathered
in that vicinity. Berner was removed after
his sentence this afternoon, and is now on
his way to Columbus.

THE POLICE FIRE ON THE MOE.

The police upon arriving in the vicinity
of the jail commanded the crowd to move
on, and not being obeyed fired, but as no
one was hurt it was presumed that they fired
in theair. Itissaid that was the intention of
the police, they being in sympathy with the
movement to condewn the Berner verdict.
A shot or two has been fired from tHe jail,
but the crowd refuses to move. They are,
at 10 o’clock, still at work at the jail door.

THE REGIMENT CALLED OUT,

11:30.—The First Obio Regiment, Na-
tional Guards, has just-entered the jail,
having been marched through the front en-
trance of the court-house, and thence
through the tunnel into the jail, where the
mob is thronging. The police inside the
jail arrested some of the first members of
the mob that entered, but this soon became
impracticable, and the police refrained from
using their pistols. :

About thirty shots with -muskets were
fired by the militiz, it is supposed, for the
purpose of scaring the mob. The. result
was that glancing balls struck at least four
persons, inflicting injuries which may be
fatal in the case of one or two rioters. A
policeman named Nuun and a private named
Cook are the worst hurt.

SETTING FIRE TO THE JAIL.

12:45 A. M.—The jail has becn fired by
the mob, and the crowd on the streets say
they will cut the hose and prevent the fire
department from extinguishing it. The
mob seem to think a wholesale holocaust the
only means of accomplishing their purpose.

The menaced murderer meanwhile had
been removed from the building by the City
Sergeant; but escaped while being conveyed
in cars to a place of safety, and is still at
large, though supposed to be hiding in Clar-
mount county, which is being thoroughly
searched by hundreds of peeople. If caught;
short work would be made of him.

The greatest excitement prevails in the
city, and the expectation was at one time to
the effect that the enraged people would at-
tack the military armory and the gun stores
this morning. The police and militia are
completely powerless. A dozen persons are
reported Kkilled and over fifty said to be
wounded thus far.

THE MOB AGAIN FIRED UP.

€INncINNATI, March 20—10:30 P. M.—The
mob has again gathered in the neighborhood
of the jail in greater numbers than last
night, and is full of drunken men. Some
lighted {nflammable substance was thrown
in the County Treasurer’s office in ths court-
house, sefting it on fire, and there are no
prospects of saving the Treasurer’s papers.
The entire building is very likely to be de-
stroyed. The troops at first fired blank
cartridges, but when the inflammable sub-
stance was thrown into the Treasurer’s of-
fice they fired ball, and drove the mob back
to Vine street. Many are wounded and pos.
sibly many killed. Armory Hall, on Court
street, near the court-house, is on fire.

A  TraAGEDY 1N WasHINGTON.—The
‘Washington correspondent of the Richmond
State under date of Friday last, says:—

‘A terrible trageuy took place here last
night, in which a young sewing machine
agent named Johu W. Grimes, said to
have come originally from Virginia, was
shot to death by the husband of the woman
in whose bed-room he was. Mr. and Mrs.
Louis Karchner had been married for seve-
ral years, but did not occupy the same
rooms. He is a draughtsman in the Coast
Survey office, and gets one thousand eight
hundred dollars g jear salary. A fact that
had either escaped his attention, or been
tolerated, is that his wife has been leading
a fast life for some time, being almost pro-
miscuous in her amours. Last night she
met young Grimes, who was some ten or
fifteen yéars her junior, aud bad a wifeand
young family, and after getting about half-
intoxicated they proceeded to her home.
First ascertaining that her husband was
asleep in his room, she admitted the young
man to hers, where tliey proceeded to con-
tinue their orgie ugon bottled beer. They
made S0 much noise that Karchner was
awakened. He came to his wife’sdoorand
‘demanded admittance. This was refused,
and the husband procuring an axe was pro-
ceeding to batter down the door when the
woman turned the key and admitted him.
She was alone,, but stood in front of a large
closet in the further corner of the room.
Pushing her aside Lie told whoever was in
that closet to come out or he would fire
through the door. Grimes appeared and
was begging mercy wheu he received a bul-
let through his mouth. He had not time
to advance a step from the closet door be-
fore tiwo more shots were fired, both enter-
ing his left breast, and one or both the
heart. The trespasser fell in a death agony
on the floor, while his slayer coolly proceed-
ed to complete his toilet and was ready to
accompany the policeman,* who was at-
tracted to the spot by the shots, to the sta-
tion. The woman was taken along also,
and both were locked up.

Mr Tuacker has been for it all the
time, and wanted 10 make fruit brandy
free, but it was objected to this that a nom-
inal tax would be necessary to prevent
fraud, by the substitation of grain spirits.

A MAN WHO WENT.TO HIS RESCUE CRUSHED
TO DEATH BY A FALLING, BOULDER.

PorTsvILLE, March 24.—James S. Kirk,
formerly a wealthy ho el proprietor of this
place, an active Republican politician and
candidate of that party for sheriff a fow
years ago, wag killed in his coal mine to-
day.

While Kirk was at work this afternoon
the roof of his slope caved in and four feet
of earth cut off his retreat. Hissons were
behind the wall and ‘were able to hear their
father’s.cry for help. They ran to Feyant’s
tunnel and told him. Feyant entered the
Kirk slope, and while vigorously at work
to release the imprisoned man an immense
boulder fell on him, crushing him to death.
William Lloyd, a miner al Feyant's tunnel,
went in after his employer, and brought
out his lifeless body. Hardly had he done
so when the whole mouth of the slope cay-
ed in. .

By this time a thousand persons had col-
lected about the spot. FEvery few minutes
there was a loud report as another portion
of the slope roof fell. A number of men
felled all the trees in the neighborhood and
converted them into props, and then dug
their way into Kirk’s mine, where they
found his mangled remains and hoisted
them out with ,ropes. Kirk leaves seven
children. Feyant leaves a widow and three
children, the latter all in a precarious state
from scarlet fever. !

A Remarkable Discovery.

MorrETT’S CREEK, March 27th, 1884,

A gentleman, residing near this place,
whilst out on his farm a few days since, ac-
cidenta:(liy discovered a cave, which he de-
termined to explore on yesterday. With a
view to carrying out this determination,
having first provided himsef with the neces-
sary adjuncts, such as candles, matches,
twine, &c., he repaired to the spot, and
after securing one end of the twine to a
shrub, placing the ball in his pocket and
lightintg a canole, he proceeded to enter the
cave, the mouth of which he describes as
being very small, so small, indeed, as to
render it-necessary to get on all fours, in
order to effect an entramce. After pro-
ceeding in this manner some ten or fifteen
feet, the aperture became enlarged to admit
of an erect position. Pursuing his explo-
rations, Mr. L. found several apartments,
adjacent to the main passage, on entering,
one of which he was surprised to find it
contained various culinary and other uten-
sils, showing conclusively that the cave had
once been inhabited. The walls of this
apartment were profusely decorated with
hieroglyphical figures carved in basso 7re-
lievo. In a remote corner, Mr. L. discov-
ered whaf, on inspection, proved to be a
bronze vase, which, on further examina-
tion, was found to contain a quantity of
silver coins of curious device, having on
the opposite side a medallion head, sur-
mounted with the letters L. O. O. L. F. L.
R. P. A., and below, the date 1210. ' On the
reverse side is a representation of the Fleur
de lis encircled above with the French
words jour de poissons d’avril, and below
with the Latin, Nimium ne crede colori.
These coins, apart from their intrinsic
value, which is apparently about that of
our half dollars, will prove rare souvenirs
to all interested in archzological researches.
The vase, which is of antique workman-
ship, (probably Etruscan,) is elaborately
embellished with arabesque ornaments.
This discovery gives color to the theory
that this continent was inhabited by or
known to a race other than the Indian,
(perhaps the ancient Gauls,) at a period
long anterior to that of its discovery by
Columbus. - The vase and coins are in the
possession of Mr. L., who will doubtless
take pleasure in exhibiting them to any
whom either motives of curiosity or the
interests of science may prompt to their in-
spection.

Penalties for Carrying Concealed Weapons.

We would call the special attention of
our readers to the law, approved on the
22nd of February, in reference to carrying
concealed weapons, which is as follows:

If a person carry about his person, hid
from common observation, any pistol, dirk,
bowie-knife, razor, slung-shot, or any
weapon of the like kind, he shall be fined
not less than twenty dollars nor more than
one hundred dollars, and said pistol, dirk,
bowie-knife, razor, slung-shot, or any
weapon of like kind, shall be confiscated
by the police justice, magistrate, or court
trying the case, and sold by the proper offi-
cer at public auction, and the proceeds aris-
ing from the sale thereof shall go to the
school fund; provided that any police offi-
cer, town or city sergeant, constable, sheriff,
conservator of the peace, or collecting offi-
cer, when in the discharge of his official
duty, shall not be amenable to the penalties
of this act. :
