circulated among the operatives and em-
ployes of Pittsburg and Alleghany county,
in which the petitioners represent—

‘‘That the present issue on the tariff ques-
tion interests us more than any other bill
now before Congress; that no matter wheth-
er there is a protective or a revenue tariff,
it makes no difference to us, as we receive
no proportionate benefit from it. We have
already submitted to a horizontal rednction
in our wages of from 10 to 20 per cent.,
forced upon us by our employers on the plea
that they could not afford to pay us our
previous wages, while no change had been
made in the tariff that could affect them.—
They receive all the benefits from the tariff,
and we have to submit to all the reductions
they impose upon us

Therefore, we are in favor of the 20 per
cent. horizontal reduction in the present
tariff.

We demand that our rights shall be ac-
knowledged, and that we shall reeeive our
portionate share of any tariff that may be
levied for the protection of the American
workingmen against competition with the
pauper labor of Europe; that we are not to
submit to any reduction in our wages below
the amount guaranteed by our proportionate
share of the tariff, and that the local com-
petition between the manufacturers shall not
be used by them to lower onr wages at their
pleasure unless the tariff has been reduced
a corresponding amount.”

The protected manufacturers of Pennsyl-
vania had better look out. 'Their employ es
are rapidly arriving at the conclusion that
the tariff protects the manufacturer, not the
workingman, capital and not labor, and that
while the employer derives all the benefis
from it, the employes competing with the
pauper labor of Flurope right by their side
are forced ‘‘to submit to all the reductions’’
imposed upon them.

New Jersey also needs to be looked after.
Twelve hundred operatives in the Raritan
and Somerset woolen mills at Raritan have
struck on the ground that their wages have
been declining for the last three years and
they cannot longer stand it. ‘‘The whole
town,” says the Newark Advertiser, “is
practically out of employment, and in many
cases there will be great suffering if the
strike continues long.”” Here is a promis-
ing field for tariff discussion. Let Kelley
and Randall and McKinley and Converse,
who would raise the price of every picce of
woolen manufacture the poor man uses, get
‘these idle men together and enlarge upon
the ideal theory that the existing protective
tariff stands between them and tihe pauper
labor of Earope, and that their present ex-
alted condition is entirely due to its wonder-
ful benefits.

In the United States Senate the naval
appropriation bill was amended in several
particulars and" passed. The Senate also
considered a bill to establish a uniform sys-
tem of bankruptcy throughout the United
States.

House.—In the House bills were intro-
duced to recognize the supreme Court and
to equalize taxation. The remainder of
the sessicn was devoted to the comsidera-
tion of District of Columbia business.

HouseE.—House, by a vote of 140 to 138,
decided to take up the tariff bill, and Mr.

SENATE.—Thursday, April 17th.

The United States Senate passed a bill
authorizing the Secretary of War to adjust
and settle the account of arms between the
State of South Carolina and the United
States. Mr. Slater addressed the Senate in
favor of his bill to forfeit the unearned
1 rants on the N rthern Pacific’ Rail-
road Company.

House.—By general consent the tariff
bill was not taken up, and the House spent
the session on the pension appropriation
bill. ¥

SENATE.—Friday, April 18th.

In the United States Senate, Mr. Sher-
man, from the library committee, made
an adverse report on the newspaper copy-
right bill. The senate passed the postal
appropriation bill, after adding $3,499,500
to the bill as it came from the House. The
death of Congressman Herndon, of Ala-
bama, was formally announced and eulo-
gies delivered.

House.—In the Iouse, Mr. White, of
Ky., indulged in some personal remarks re-
flecting on Speaker Carlisle, but the latter
expressed the desire that no notice be tak-
en of them.

The
country knew when the farce was begun
that there was nothing in the charges of
Mahone; and Mr. Sherman’s friends were
not only surprised, but mortified, when he
consented to become the mouth-piece of
the most thoroughly unscrupulous, selfish,
and contemptible demagogue that the cen-
tury has produced

Ino the second place. the array of wit-
nesses who have alrsady given the lie to
Mahone’s slanders would have been suffi-
cient even if the prosecution had been
measurably successful, instead. of failing
utterly

The best citizens of Dauville and the
leading men of all parties and all factions
have sworn that the clection in Virginia
last fall was as free and fair an election as
was ever held in that or any other State.
Men whoso testimony would hang a dozen
Mahones have demolished the absurd the-
ory of a conspiracy, It has shown that
there was intimidation and ostracism and
persecution, but not by the whites.

Morrisen on the Tariff.

On Tuesday last the Morrisen bill was
taken up in the House of Representatives
by a vote of 140 to 138, and in‘introducing
it Mr. Morrison made a carefully prepared
speech, in the course of which he said:

“In 1860 the laborer for wages was at
least as well and the grower of grain better
paid than they are in this year, (1884,) and
in® that year (1860) of bounteous plenty
our importations of foreign goods were less
to the person, or in proportion to popula-
tion, than in the year 1880-'82. Census
statistics show that of the 18,000,000 of our
population engaged in some form of labor
the average earnings of 16,000,000 do- not
mueh exceed $300 per annum. It is upen
‘these 16,000,000 that the burden of tariff
taxation rests, and it is from his percentage
in the selling price of the articles he buys
that the ‘‘protected’’ manufacturer gains his
wealth. The fact that the average earnings
of $300 a year are consumed under the
present tax laws in obtaining the necessa-
ries of life, rendering saving impossible,
explains why it is that the poor are getting
poorer in this country, and the fact that
each of these $16,000,000 wage-earners is
compelled to pay tribute for the tariff lords
in every article he buys, explains how it
is that a high tariff creates monopolies,
which grow richer and richer year by year.
Thoese who profit by the tariff are few in
number and reside in a few favored locali-
ties, but those who suffer are the great
mass of the workers scattered over the
entire country. The repeal of the internal
revenue taxes, which is urged by protec-
tionists as a meaps of preserving the high
tariff, means free whisky and free tobacco,
but at the same time means higher taxes
on sugar and other household articles
whose price is governed by the tariff rates.
The internal revenue system has its defects
and irritating features, but these admit of
remedy. The Ohio platform, Mr. Morrison
shows, admits the necessity for a limita-
tion and new adjustment of tariff rates.
It calls for “‘a tariff for revenue limited to
the necessities of government.”” Mr. Mor-
rison asks: ‘‘Is the tariff now so limited?”’
The revenue limit has yet to be reached.
The Ohio tariff must be ‘‘so adjusted in its
application as to prevent unequal burdens,
but not to create or foster monopolies.”
A horizontal reduction of 20 per cent., Mr.
Morrison tartly points out, does not alter
the present adjustment of the tariff, and
diminishes by 20 per cent. the tendeucy of
the present law to ‘‘create or foster mo-
nopolies.”” Every argument in support of
the present high tariff is based on the as-
sumption that any considerable tariff re-
duction will destroy manufacturing indus-
tries. Mr. Morrison is able to adduee in
disposing of that argument the fact that
the large reduction of duty on quinine se-
cured by him a few years ago did not by
any means result in the ruin of the great
quinine manufacturing establishment in
Philadelphia. But the inutility of a high
tariff to prevent the decline of ‘manufac-
turing establishments, after a certain in-
terval, is abundantly shown by the fact
that to-day all over the country, mills,shops,
and furnaces are ciosed and their operatives
thrown out of employment. Wages are
low, and when the American workmen are
indisposed to take them foreign labor is
imported by the protected manufacturer to
take the native workman’s place. These
evils the present high tariff does not rem-
edy, though it has for years been promis-
ing to do so. Its burdens, therefore, are
without compensation.

Bat Two Insalt the Negroes.

. The only men connected with the Danville
investigation who have made remarks of an
insulting nature about the negroes are the
two who attitudinize before the country as
the friends of the black race. These two
men are Mr. John S. Wise and Mr. John
Sherman. Mr. Wise took occasion to

let it be known that he invited negro mem-

bers of the Legislature to his kitchen.

Mr. Sherman made an insulting remark
about Cornelius Warrock, a colored

witness from Lynchburg. Warreck testified
that he had become a Democrat because his
race insisted on nominating men who were
not competent to lead them. He went on
to say further: “I have had my nose pulled,
sir, for voting the Democratic ticket.”” Wit~
ness had a very long nose. Senator Sher-
man remarked sotfo voce, ‘““There is a great
temptation.”’

If this negro man was so unfortunate as
to be disfigured by a very long nose, was it
kind in Senator Sherman to ridiculeit? Was
it polite in him to make fun of a poor ne-
gro? Would Senator Sherman have made
this contemptious remark if the witness had
not been a negro? He has shown exactly
the depth of his friendship for the negroes
as well as given an exhibition of indecent
and undignified manners, bad enough in any
man, but especially bad in a United States
Senator. Here in the South the negro is
treated with politeness and consideration
by those who were fommerly his masters, and
we know of hundreds of black men in Vir-
ginia who can give Mr. Sherman lessons in
good manners which he could follow to ad-
vantage. They will tell him that the negro
has sensibilities which can be wounded, and
that the negro has pride which can be of-
fended.

Unhappily many colored men in Virginia
cannot read, else they would be enlighten-
ed by the publication of this Danville in-
vestigation. They only learn of it through
the perverted statements of the Mahone
strikers and spies. This insult and the in-
sult offered them by Mr. John 8. Wise have
been kept as much as possible from them.
But the truth is slowly making its way into
their ranks. They are beginning to rexlize
that the white people of respectability are
their best friends. Many of them cannot
read books, but they can read the events of
the past few months, and they are finding
therein a volume significant and interesting
to themselves. Nothing is-more significant
to them than the friendship to their race of
these two men.

Of Mr. John Sherman, who can scarcely
resist the temptation of pulling a negro’s
nose.—Rich.

The Commercial-Gazette squirms at every
comparison that is made between Cincin-
nati and Danville. At Danville four people
were killed in a street fight on the 3d.day
ot November In Cincinnati over fifty
people were killed in a riot on the 29th of
March. Now, no fair-minded man will
charge the Ohio riot to the representative
element there, but we would have just as
much right to say that because a riot oc-
curred in Cincinnati that Cincinnati is a
dangerous city in which to live or invest
money as the Cincinnati Commereial-Gazette
has to distort facts about the South, slander
the Southern people, and sneer at Southern
civilization because bloodshed sometimes
occurs in the South. The Commercial-Ga-
zette i3 beginning to learn how it feels to
have the metropolis of Ohio advertised by
a riot,—Richmond State.
