Stannton an Educational Centre.

For the American Baptist Reflector, of the 2nd
inst., published in Chattanooga, Tenn., we find
a letter signed “ A, C.,”” the initials of the au-
thor, Rév, Allan Curr, Pastor of the Baptist
church of this ecity, the greater portion of
which we transfer with pleasure to our col-
ummns, as follows :

BROTHER ROBERTSON :—O[ course, you know
that Staunton is the educational centre of the
South, 8o far as fernale schoois are concerned.
There are five large female colleges here, in-
cluding the Roman Catholic schools, with a
full average of one hundred boarding pupils in
each from nearly every State in the South and
West, besides many day pupils; aiso, there isa
fine business college for young men with a
large attendanee, and one large private boys’
school, well patronized. In addition, the pub-
lic schools bave large and excellent buildings,
overflowing with graded scholars, and with
every advantage of effective superintendents
and admirable teachers. Then there is located
here the State Deaf, Blind and Mute Institu-
tion, with splendid building and over 150 pu-
pils, while in another part of the ¢ity the West-
ern Lunatic Asylum occupies a conspicuous
position. All the private female colleges have
large and imposing stroctures, with beautifal
grounds, and specially adapted to the needs of
such institntions. Now, although the popula-
tion of this ¢ity is not over 8,000, I think you
will admit that it is not too much to claim for
it the distinction of being the educaiional cen-
ter of the South, for in no other city I have
ever visited North or South, are there so many
schocls in proportion to pepulation. All these
schools ‘not including the public schools) have
had their Commencement exercises within the
last few days, and my only regret was that it
was impossible to be in two or three places at
the same hour and so attend them all. Fifty
young ladies from Texas have gone back to
their far Western homes and hnndreds of other
pupils have departed North, Soulh, Fast, and
West, and the city is dall and deeary in conse-
quence. Iispecially do we miss them at the
Sunday services and the Sunday schools.
However. by Sepiember, most wf them, wimy
uew puplis, will révurn, and we will oe glad ¥o
welcome taem back. The reason why Staun-
ton is so derervedly popular and atiraciive as
an educational centre is no doubt largely ow-
ing to its delightful and healthful situation, so
near the mountains, and its unsurpassed eli-
mate and general surroundings. A, C.
