REPUBLICAN COST VKNTIOX.

JACOB YOST NOMINATED BY ACCLAMATION.
On last Friday, at 12 o'clock, the Republican

Convention to nominate a candidate f>>r Con-
gress for this, the tenth District met in Ilie
Court-house In this city.

Wm. E. Craig, Eso,., as a member of the State
Committee, called the meetingto orderand ap-
pointed Mr. C. D. A. Curry,of this county to act
as temporary chairman, and the editors of the
Highland Recorder and Valley Virginian were
requested to act as temporary secretaries.

On motion of S. Brown allien, of Augusta, a

committee of one from each county in the dis-
trict was appointed to report permanent officers
of the convention; and on motion of A. «.

Hubard, of Buckingham, a similar committee
was appointedou credentials; and on motion
ol W. C. Franklin, of Appomattox, a similar
committee on resolutions.

On tha retirement of the members of these
committees, Alexander, (colored), of Mld-
dlebrook lv this county, moved that the tem-
porary chairman entertain the convention
with a speech, whereupon that gentleman pro-
ceeded to comply,bs' exhorting the Republicans
to rally around the flag of their party,?saying
something about Bourbon Democracy audi
Bourbon tyranny, lauding Pennsylvania and
depreciating Virginia. r,n ' attributing the
wealth of Pennsylvania to the tariff, seeming-
ly oblivious of the fact th.it the tariff is opera"
tlve lv all the S< tesaliKe ?v'lrginla having the
same advantages, so far as the tarlft'is concern-
ed, as Pennsylvania, thos sho.ving that the dis-
prlty in wealth ofthese States is uot due lo the
tariff, but tc other causes.

As he was gettingdeeper into the quagmire
tils argument, he was relieved by the return ol

the committees.
The Committee on permanent organization

reported A, W. Hubard, of BackIngham, for
President of the Convention, and Maj, Sam'l
M. Yost, of the Valley Virginian, and W. W.
Brenoman, of the Highland fisconljr, as Secre-

taries. Adopted.
The report or the Committee on credentials

was adopted.
The President, A. W. Hobard, than took the

chair and told what kind of a Republican he
was, and made it an objection t. Hon. J. Ran.
Tucker that he was tho nephewof "John Ran-
dolph of Roanoke," an I said that he had the
additional misfortune of having bee:, born with
asilver spoon in his month, rhe remarks of
Hubard showed that his crooning misfortune
was that of having been born tilth a tongue ln
his mouth, that ls more brassy than silvern.

W. E. Craig moved the adoption ofa series of
resolutions in reference to the electoral ticket
that had been adopted by the Republican State
Committee.

This brought out Col P*rsons'of Rockbridge,
who expressed theopiniou ' hat it w i not wise
to present those resolution*; that it was going
beyond the province ofa district Convention;
would produce discord, <ftc. He saw I hat it was
ln obedience lo ihe will of Mahone and what
Cameron calls his "machine methods" and he
was opposed to it, but hlsiearof the "machine
prevented him from more than simply to de.
Clare oiacularly that he did not think i: wise to
submit those resolutions to that convention.

Mr. Craig advocated the adoptio.i or Hie reso-
lutions with much earnestness, saying that it
would be makinga show ofunion of the divid-
ed wingsof the party, and wou.d enable the
party in this State .to receive substantial aid
from the North. This seemed to bo the one
thingneedful, and the members of the Con-
vention wantingthatkiud ofassistance,showed
very plainly that they would vote to adopt
them. Alexander (colored,) of Middle"
brook, concurred in opinion with Parsons, and
predicted that theadoplionof those resolutions
would do harm to the party.

On beingput to the vote, theresolutions were
adopted unanimously. Parsons and Alexan-
derheard tho ominous creak of the 'maehiue"
and they held their tonguesand withhold their
votes.

As Chairman of theCommittee on resolutions,
W.C. Franklin, of Appomattox, then reported a
longstring of resolutions lauding the policy of
the Republican party aud presenting an indict-
ment, with numerous counts, against Hon. J.
Ran. Tucker?injecting a stump speech into a
resolution.

Speeches favoring the adoption of the resolu-
tions, were made by Me.-srs. Andrew J. Epes, of
Buckingham: W. C. Franklin, of Appomattox,
and Col. Parsons, of Rockbridge. Thesegentle-
men, with their demagogic haiaugues, full of
"sound and fury, signifying nothing,"oicupied
a great deal of time and wore out the patience
of the oauTcntiou, <md llitl nuaiLOlß aLiuded
to the scene, who were impatiently awaiting
the nomination. Mr. Davis, a delegate from
Buckingham, unable to stand it any longer,
aro<o, and, addressing the Chair, said he
thought all that speaking was out of place, and
that they should proceed todo what they came
for?nominate a candidate for Congress, His
s|ieech was brief, but was tho most appropriate
one made on that occasion. It brought the
convention toa vote ou the resolutions, which
were unanimously adopted.

The Chair then announced that nominations
v,'e±e then in order, whereupon S. Brown Allen
arose to nominate a candidate. He said their
party had suffered defeat, but he believed it to
be merely temporary, and he would nominate
a candidate who would carry their banner to
victory?who would "beard the Hon in bis den'
the Douglas iv his hall"?ho would nominate
Jacob Yost.

When the name was giren, it was received
with great demonstrations o! approval by the
convention and others.

A. W. Hubard left, the Chair to second the
nomination, which he did in au earnest speech
lv which he pledged himsell to do all he conld
tosecure his election?that he would go to ev-
ery house in his county?that tho choice of the
convention was his choice?and concluded by
moving that the nomination ba by acclama-
tion, which motion was seconded, and on being
put to the vote, was unanimouslyadoptedamid
great cheering.

A committee was appointed to apprise Jacob
Yost ofhis nomination and to escort him to the
convention to make his acknowledgments of
thehonor conferred upon him by the conven-
tion.

During the absence of this committee, on mo-
tion of VV. E. Craig, a committee, consisting of
one from er.ch countyand city in this District,
was appointedto recommend to the State Exe-
cutive Committee canvassers for each county
and city in ihe District.

In ashort, while the committee of escort, ac-
companiedby the nominee,returned, when the
Chairman of the Committee reported that they
had performed the duty assigned them and
thereupon Introduced Jacob Yost as the nomi-
nee to the convention. As he took the stand, he
was greeted with cheers.

He accepted the nomination without any af-
fectation, and franklyexpressed his thanks for
the honor ln terms cf eloquence which reflect-
edcredit upon him as a speaker. He said it
was an honor to be a Republican, a greater
honor to be nominated; and that it wan thrice
an honor to follow the famous man who carried
their national banner?Hon. Jus. G. Blame. He
then for a few minutes delivered some very
handsome sentences in good stylo, after which
he plodged himself to be faithful to the duties
imposed upon him, and that he would with bis
"whole soul, mind, and strength" labor to car-
ry to victory the flag which had bsen placed in
his hands.

At the conclusion of his speech, S. Brown
Allen made some remarks in the course of
which he told the anecdote of the cow's tail,
and repealed Hill's anecdote of the drunken
man who could not remember when he had
swalloved the dog, and then boasted of doing
now what a year ago he refused to acknowledge
It was his purpose to do?l. c., join the Repub-
lican party. He said, "We are for Blame and
Logan, because Blame and Logan are for us?
we are Republicans, because the Republicans
arefor us." He said he would be busy at work
for Yost's succeess from now till the election
was over.

The convention then adjaurned sine die.

T'onvontion or Evangelical Lutheran
Synod of \ rginia.

The above-named Conference met in St.
James's Lutheran church, near Fishersvllle,
Augusta county, Va., August 27th, 1881, at 10
o'clock, A. M. The officers of Conference
elected were: Rev. S. A. Repass. D. D., Presl-
ident; Rev. J. M. Shreclthise, Secreiary; Rev.
J. H. Barb, Treasurer.

Members present were : Revs. J. H. Barb, C.
Beard, T. W. Dosh, D. D., G. A. Lee, S. A. Re-
pass, D. D? J. M. Scheckhise, G. E. Shuey, V.
R. Stickley, and Prof. J. M. Willis. Lay dele-
gates : Messrs. John Hale, J. A. Houfr, D. Lan-
dis, J. J. Maslncup, G. W. Shuey. N. C. Watts.

Rev. A. L. Crouse, of Tennessee Synod, and
Rev. D. P. Orickenberger, of Southwestern
Virginia Synod, being present, were invited to
seats as advisory members, and added much
Interest to Conference by the part they took iv
its discussions. At 11 A. M. Dr. Repass
preached an excellent sermon on "Sowing and
Reaping." The question, "What is the Scrip-
tural leaching on the doctrine of assurance?"
was opened by Rev. J. M. Pbrfekhise. the
speaker appointed for this porpibe, and then
fully discussed by sevi ral members of Confer-
ence. This discussion occupied tin- entire af-
ternoon, and v. iv enjoyed by tiie (arte audi-
ence iv ntteniianre.

On Thursday morning, alter appropriatede-
votional exercises, tbe Sunday school conven-
tion, in connection with the Conference, con-
vened, and was organized by appointing the
officers of Conference officers o the conven-
tion.

In addition to the clerical members men-
tioned above, the following delegates from
Sunday schools -,7ere en oiled as members of
Conference: Messrs. G.';'. Alphin.t'. U, Berry,
D. lm'.l, J. F. Clemmcr J. Hale, J. J. Harner,

James Jordar, A. W. Nipple, J. Buffer, N. C.
Watts, and Blias Hull.

Rev. Crickenberger riveted the attention of
Sunday pehool children iv a speech of half
hour's length, containing manj Incidents, and
With amagnet, tacks, and a lar.eiusty spike,
illus'.rati d Ihe powers of the Gospai in attract-
inglittle children to Christ. This method of
presenting truth was interesting, though the
speaker did not claim oiiglnallty for it.

Rev.V. R. Stickley spoke on the subject ol

Sunday school music, and was followed by
others on mmc subject.

After which Ihe children and all others were
marched to a lub ; e In the grove on which was
placedan abundance of good things provided
bythe kind people of ihe community.

At 2, P. M
, lt:o following questions were pre-

sented and ditcu'ssi ; : "How can punctual at-
tendance be sveured in Bcmd«j schools?" and
'The value aid nerd of thoroughly trained
and consecrat. d leathers." The consideration
of these questions confirmed the greater part
of the BRerii'.oti. A number of resolutions
were passed, th; substsi.ee of which we will
give in a few words: I- -.-.as resolved that all
Lutheran Sundayschools be -nvited to connect
themselves with this body; that representa-
tion bo one delegate for every twenty-five
scholars; that each school pay one dollar at
each meetingofconvention ; that tne«effieersbe
an executive committee to prepare a pro-
gramme and appoint speakers and provide
blanks for Superintendents of Sunday schools,
to be filled out with the statistics ofsame; that
the catechisms, Sunday school papers, and les-
son leaves of the church be earnestly recom-
mended to schools; that regular collections be
taken up Tor thebenevolent work of thechurch
In order to train tbe children in the practice
of Christian liberality, and that parents be
urged to co-operate with mintst- rs and teach-
ers In this importantpart ofchurch work, and
thus make it moreefficient.

The committee appointed to epitomize the
reports of each school, reported several hun-
dred children as belonging to tho schools
and a proportionate number of teachers,
thoughonly about half of the schools reported.

The next convention will be held iv connec-
tion with the meetings of Conference at Salem
Lutheran church in May, 1885.

Friday was spent principally in discussing
tbe question : "Are the Ambassadors of Christ
commissioned to make disciples of the chil-
dren of unbelieving parents, bjptizing them
in the name of the Father, and of the Son, and
of the Holy Ghost?" Whilst there was some
diversity of opinion and practice on the sub-
jectof Infant Baptism, (not as to its import-
ance and necessity, however,) at the same time
a remarkable degree of uniformity of practice
was shown on the part of the minister on this
subject.

After selecting the following questions for
consideration at next meeting, namely:
"What is the Scriptural teaching on the doc-
trine of Election" and "Confirmation," and
transacting some business of no general inter-
est, the Conference closed with a vote of
thanks to the kind people of St. James and
citizens of the neighborhood for their hospita-
ble entertainment.
