Irish Meeting in New York City.

SPEECH OF HON. PATRICK COLLINS.

The following is an extract from the
speech delivered by Hon. Patrick Collins,
Chairman of the Demceratic State Com-
mittee of Messachusetts, at the great Irish
meeting held recently in New York City:

‘I am here as one of yourselves. I am
here as an American. [Cheers.] Any-
body reading my front name might sup-
pose I was Irish. But I am not Irish.
Twenty years ago I was a man without a
country, and if James G. Blaine and his
old Know Nothing party and his new Re-
publican party had their way I would be a
man without a country now. [Applause.]
1 happened to be born in Ireland. It is a
circumstance for which I am not at all re-
sponsible [laughter] and for which I make
no apology. But I took an oath of alle-
giance to the United States of America,
and, by the grace of God, I will keep that
oath and remain a true American. [En-
thusiastic cheers.] I shall never be a party
to the creation of an Irish section of the
Democratic or Republican parties. We
are here as a component part of this great
composite nationality. We ask no special
privileges or advantages on account of our
blood or religion, and, with the help of
God, we will take no disadvantage on ac
count of either. [Cheers.] But we are
singled out for cajolery at this time, and
we are told that we should desert our, party
and vote for the Republican party. [A
voice: ‘We won’t do it.’] Of course we
won’t, because, forsooth, the Republican
candidate is friendly to the Irish interest.
[Ironical laughter and cries of ‘Oh dear.’]

BLAINE’S RECORD.

‘“‘Now, suppose it were proper t0 discuss
American politics from an Irish standpoint,
let us see where we would land. Take the
record of the man. Thirty years ago,
James G. Blaine turned up in Augusta,
Me., and adopted a fashionable religion.
A good friend of mine, Father John Bapbst,
was tarred and feathered there, and I be-
lieve ridden on a rail. The Kennebee
Journal, Mr. Blaine’s paper, instead of de-
nouncing the outrage. said there was great
provoeation for it. The only provocation
forit wasthat I"ather;Bapbst pe:formed the
holy offices of religion differently from that
practiced by the readers and editors of that
paper. Nine years ago my friend James
C Madigan was a candidate for Congress
in the Fourth Maine district. James G

Blaine was the editor and publisher of the
Kennebec Journdal, and chairman of the
Republican State Committee. That com-
mittee issued a circular which I can’t bat
characterize as dastardly. It purported to
be published by a ‘‘Protestant Democrat.””
It was charged upon Mr. Blaine that he
circulated thot document. Mr. Madigan
was called a ‘lay Jesuit.” It was said that
the Catholics wanted to have their repre-
sentatives in Congress, and charged all
good Protestants to vote against him and
hit any Catholic head whenever they saw
it. The authorship of that document was
never disavowed until the present canvass.
I have a friend ip Boston, an editor. Mr.
Blaine sent a confidential messenger to
him, sta ing upo. his honor as a man that
he had nothing to do with the Madigan cir-
cular, so-called. The circular was printed
in the office of the Kennebec Journal, Mr.
Blaine’s own paper; it was printed -with
the same type as that paper, and circulated
by the State Committee, of which Mr.
Blaine was chairman, and whose bills he
audited. And Mr. Blaine said he knew
nothing about it! The printer, now out of
the State of Maine, who set up the Madigan
circular, says it was in the handwriting of
Mr. Blaine’s amanuensis. To-day we have
the affidavits of Mr. Blaine’s own coach-
man that he discovered bundles of the cir-
cular in Mr. Blaine’s house. Here is the
aflidavit of the express messenger who took
them from Blaine’s,house. We have the
fact that they were circulated by that State
Committee and that they were intended to
stab an honest man in the back simply be-
cause he was a Roman Catholic.

Now, the time came when the son of
that lady in yonder box—[the speaker
pointed to Mrs. Parnell and the whole au-
dience rose and cheered, hats and hand-
kerchiefs were waved, and it was more than
a minute before quiet was restored, Mrs.
Parnell bowing in recognition of the de-
monstration meanwhile]—in my judgment
the ablest young man in Europe, came
hither for, I hope, the last time carrying
the contribution box, but he came also to
found an organization that, with the help
of God, will win for Irishmen free action;
and from the time that he came up to this
hour, though James G. Blaine was invited
at different times to participate in these
meetings for charity or for agitation, he
never deigned to recognize or respond to
the invitation. [Groans and hisses.| A,
but our Republican friends tell us, Mr.

Blaine will change. all that when he be-
comes President of the United States, and
give us a vigorous foreign policy. Well,

that shows that the policy must have been
very languid up to the present time. He
will make war with England. Will he?
What can he or will he doas President that
he could not do as Secretary of State if he
so desired? Everybody knows that while
Garfield was President Blaine dominated
him; and besides that, the constitutional
laws of the United States put the foreign
policy of the Government in the hands of
the Secretary of State. And while we

stood upon platform after platform all over
this country; while the press teemed with
indignant remonstrances against the treat-
ment of the American citizens who were
languishing in DBritish prisons, Lowell
[hisses] was kept at his post in England

by James G. Blaine, and Blaine himself
never said three manly words in behalf of
those men.

We showed in
every way our appreciation of the situation
on the other side.

Epidemic of Hydrophobia.

THIRTY-TWO PERSONS ATTACKED—HOGS
DEAD FROM THE BITE OF RABID DOGS ARE
EATEN BY NEGROES, WHO THUS FALIL VIC-
TIMS TO TIIE DISEASE.

NEw York, August 29.—The Sun pub-
lishes the following special from Eufaula,
Alabama:
The people in this neighborhood are in a
state of tremendous excitement over the
wholesale spread of hydrophobia on the
plantation of Punch Doughtie. Dr. E. B.
Johnson has just returned from Mr. Dough-
tie’s plantation, where he had been sum-
moned. He found thirty-two persons suf-
fering from a disease which he at once pro-
nounced hydrophobia in a mild form. All
the sufferers were negroes. Three of them
are desperately sick, one being, in the
throes of delirium, and so low that the doc-
tor says he 1s liable to die any moment.
More than_three weeks ago a hog bitten
by a dog died on Mr. Doughtie’s plantation,
and the carcass was given to the negroes to
be converted into soap grease. Instead of
utilizing it for this purpose thirty-two ne-
groes on the place and in the neighborhood
ate the flesh of the hog,
Mr. Doughtie says that on July 25, one
of the dogs went mad, and bit a mule and
several hogs. On August 13, the first hog
died, and was eaten by the negroes. Two
more died on August 18, one on August 22,
and one August 27, and all were eaten ex-
cept the last, when the partakers of the
poisoned flesh became sick. The mule ex-
hibited signs of madness on the nineteenth
day after being bitten, Eleven days after
the first hoz was eaten, ten of the negroes
were taken sick Two days ago another
dog was discovered to be mad, and was kill-
ed after having bitten a mule. Another
dog on the lot is now housed, and will be
ex, erimented with for a cure. The dog
that bit the mule and hogs disappeared,
and the whole neightorhood is in terror lest
he wert among cattle and hogs throughout
the belt before dying.
A dozen oat of the thirty-two eaters of
the affected hogs are seriously sick, and the
developments among the others are await-
ed with the greatest interest. Dr. Johnson,
an able physician, says that it is a terrible
case and that he fears the worst. He says
that it would not surprise him if the great-
31: number of the thirty-two persons should
ie.
A few days ago Mr. Doughtie rode out,
at the request of a field hand, to inspect the
condition of one of his mules, which was
acting strangely. Oa reaching the pasture
where-a dozen mules were the animal Mr.
Doughtie was riding neighed, which attract-
ed the attentign of the other animals, and
the sick one pafticularly, which immediate-
ly rushed on the mule and rider, and seized
the saddle of the animal with his teeth.
Mr. Doughtie dismounted and succeeded in
loosening the mad mule’s hold, but no soon-
er was this done than the infuriated beast
turned upon his owner, who fled for
his life, pursued by the mule. There was
a desperate race of a quarter of a mile
through undergrowth, and Mr. Doughtie
only saved himself by dodging around sap-
lings. A small stretch of clearing interven-
ed between the woods and the house, and
the terrified man took a life and death
chance on making it. Before leaving the
woods the mule had bitten out a piece of
Mr. Doughtie’s coat, and while manceuver-
ing around the tree, the animal bit him-
self savagely in many places tearing out a
mouthful of flesh each time. The race for
the house was a close one, and just as Mr.
Doughtie reached the top of the fence the
mule overtook him on a dead run, but in-
stead of reaching his victim struck his head
against a fence post in a wild rush and was
knocked senseless. The mule was after-
ward killed by Mr. Doughtie.
It is now reported that the whole herd of
mules are affected. Many of them have
leaped the fences and will, doubtless spread
the disease among other animals in the
neighborhood. The community is at a loss
how to arrest the disease.
A Georgia preacher said: ‘‘I once loaned
a cart and an ox to some boys to go to a
camp-meeting. They tied a nubbin of corn
to the shaft so it would be a few inches
ahead of the animal’s nose. Ha came near
running himself to death trying to get it.

A letter has been published from. the
Hon. Thad. C. Pound, of Wisconsin, in
which he announces his purpose to eppose
Mr. Blaine and support Gov.

Blaine proceeds from no personal grievance
or disappointment, but from a firm conviec-
tion that the republican nominee is not
the man for the place. The following are
extracts from Mr. Pound’s letter:—

¢“Mr. Blaine, in my opinion, embodies
most in American politics that is menacing
to public morals and integrity in govern-
ment. With a long public career, mainly
distinguished for a sort of declamatory and
pugilistic statecraft, he is not the inspira-
tion of a single valuable policy or the au-
thor of an important statute, but, on the
contrary, has often suggested and support-
ed uawise and bad and opposed good legis-
lation. With a record clouded by suspicion
and accusation £ jobbery and corruption,
undefended, he brings to us personal antag-
onisms which have torn and weakened our
party in the past, invading the administra-
tion of the lamented Garfield with demands
of personaljvengeance so virulent as to in-
flame the spirit of assassination and culmi-
nating in the deteat of Judge Folger and
consequent election of Grover Cleveland,
Governor of the Empire State, Mr. Blaine’s
friends justified their defection, which de-
feated a most excellent man, by the plea
of fraud in one proxy at the State conven-
tion.
“But returning to the candidate. Him-
self a speculator, enjoying a fortune too
great to have been acquired by honest in-
dustry, legitimate business enterprise, or
his country’s service at $5,000 a year, he
sympathizes with and profits by speculative
stock jobbing and gambling methods of ac-
quiring wealth—methods which have
wiought ruin, disgrace and business disas-
ter beyond compatation, schooled youth
and persuaded middle age to avoid honest
and useful industry, made suicide and in-
sanity commonplace, unsettled values,
placed the fruits of th2 honest toiler in the
power of the Goulds and Armours to bear
down or bull up the markets as whim or
interest may dictate ; methods which re-
cently gave us but an exaggerated illustra-
tion of their iniquitious consequences in the
Grant & Ward fifteen-million-dollar failure
and robbery.
‘‘Reference to Blaine’s Congressional rec-
ord relating to subsidies, class legislation,
corporate exactions, &e., will readily satis-
fy the honest inquirer of his uniform sup-
port of monopolies and indifference to the
common weal.
*“The disingenuousness of his letter of ac-
ceptance is further betrayed' by its signifi-
cant silence touching the events of the past
three years. Bringing down his historic
figures to the present would have revealed
the fiction involved in his statements;
would have shown a marvelous shrinkage
in nominal values; would have noted the
downfall of business prosperity and business
morals, and would have pictured as few can
do, so graphically as he, the furnace fires
dying out, the wheels of factories standing
still, wages reduced, beggary usurping the
place of labor, bank and business failures,
creditors and depositors wantonly defraud-
ed, homes lost, and crookedness in public
affairs, Mr. Blaine is objectionable furth-
ermore for the company he keeps, for the
friends he has made.
““With'no pronounced issues between the
two great parties, we can safely afford to
yield temporary executive control at this
time to an honest man, though he be a
democrat. - And if grave questions of pub-
lic policy were at issue they cannot be de-
termined by the Executive. This is the
prerogative of Congress, the law-making
branch, heretofore for a time and now un-
der democratic control. It is vastly more
important to good government; that the re-
publican party be restored to supremacy in
Congress than that the administration of
law be entrusted to an unworthy partisan
surrounded by bad counsel. While Mr.
Blaine is known to be unworthy, Governor
Cleveland has demonstrated his fitness and
worthiness for the position by his fidelity,
ability, and integrity in the discharge of his
executive duties as Mayor of Buffalo and
Governor of the great State of New York,
and in my opinion a very large majority of
intelligent and unprejudiced voters believe
he should be elected. If one-half of the re-
publican voters who agree in this opinion
have the courage of their convictions and
vote conscientiously he will be triumphant-
ly elected. The scandals affecting the do-
mestic lives of all candidates should be
eommitted to the political ghoul~ and hye-
nas. While it is my fixed purpo.’ to sup--
port Cleveland and Hendricks, it is no less
my determination to support all fit and
worthy nominees of the republican party.’’
