Stealings During the Administrations of
the Republican Party.

Itwill be remembered that, in bis speech
here, Hon. J. B. Foraker read a statement
of what purported to be the proportion ot
defalcations in all the administrations from
AVashington's to Arthur's inclusive, in
which it was claimed that the proportion
was less during the Republican than pre-
ceding administrations. This nearly all
who heard him felt sure was a glaring mis-
statement, though they did not know the
amount of the defalcations during the dif-
ferent administrations. The records of the
departmentsshow that in the 23 years of
Republicanrule tho amount of defalcations
was the enormous sum of 145,527,623.28,
whilst for the long period of 72 years from
Washington's administration to Buchan-
an's, both inclusive, they amounted to only
$24,441,829 35. In the language of Hon.
George A. Post, ot Pennsylvania, Secretary
of the Democratic Congressional Commit-
tee, "the magnitude of the amount stolen
in tho twenty-three years of Republican
administrationcan be estimated in the fol-
lowing manner: If the amount stated?
namely, $45,527,025.27?was invested in
standard silver dollars and stored in the
Treasury, subject to the order of the star-
routers and the other Republican thieves
who have taken it, calculating that one
thousandpounds would make a fair load
for a horse and cart, and that $10,000
weighs one thousand pounds, it would take
two thousand eight hundred and forty-five
loads of $10,000 each to haul it to Repub-
lican headquarters.

Estimating a cart and horse to be four-
teen feet, long, and allowing four feet be-
tween each cart, if placed in single file this
Republican stealings would make a proces-
sion nine miles and three quarters long.

Estimating the procession would move
at the rate of three miles an hour, it would
take Mr. Elkius at Republican headquar-
ters three hours and fifteen minutes to re-
view it, and the line would extend from the
battery in New York city to beyond Har-

' with ruddy healthand bra Any arm, depends
' alone upon the work of his bauds and the

! aid of a kind Providence for the reward of
. his labor. Thus our farmers are most in-

dependent of our citizens. They produce
' or have within their reach all they need for

their necessities and for their comfort.
Their crops may be more abundant at one
harvest than at "another, and their products

. may command higher prices at one market-
time than another. These conditions may
expand or contract their ability to indulge

; in luxuries or in expenditures not absolute-
' ly needful, but they should never be in

i want of the necessities or comforts of life.
This is the sure result of patient and well-

-1 regulated farming. When the farmer fails
and becomes bankrupt in his business we
may, I think, confidently look for shiftless-
ness, or a too ambitious desire to own more
land or stock than he can pay for, or inter-
meddling with matters that bear no relation
to his; or such mismanagement and igno-
iar.ee as demonstrate that ho has mistaken
his vocation. Fo;tunes !»:ay be quickly
amassed in speculation and lost in a day,
leaving a bad example and perhaps demor-
alization and crime.

PRESENT.

SPEECHES BY HON. S. WILLIS WILSON, DEM-
OCRATIC CANDIDATE FOR GOVERNOR OF

On Wednesday week, the 3rd inst., there

was a great barbecue and grand meeting of
the Democracy at Charlestown, Jefferson
county, W. Va., attended by thousands,
variously estimated from five to twelve
thousand, who, says tiieSpirit of Jefferson,
came "on foot, on horseback, in vehicles
with horses caparisoned with thc national
colon', and on the trains from every direc-
tion.

MEMORABLE CASE OF PAT WOODS.
His Alleged Contempt of the House.

AN IRISHMAN THRUST INTO AN AMERICAN
JAIL ON THE WARRANT OF SPEAKER
BLAINE.

[Special Dispatch to the Baltimore Sun.]
Washinton, Sept. 11. ?As throwing

some light upon the justice of the claim
which Mr. Blame lays to being the special
friend ofthe Irishman, and the equally im-
pudent and unfounded claim which Ben
Butler makes to being the special friend of
the poor laboring man, it is exceedingly
pertinent just now to reproduce from the
Congressional Record the position taken by
both of these gentlemen in the case of Pat.
Woods. On the 30th of May, 1870, Chas.
H. Porter, one of that crew ofpolitical ad-
venturers which misrepresented the South
in Congress during the reign ofcarpet-bag-
lsm, was soundly thrashed in the streets of
Richmond by Patrick Woods. Porter had
in a public speech asserted that the negroes
were superior to the "dirty Irish and
Dutch," and Pat. Woods, a warm-hearted,
honest, impulsive Irisman, declared in con-
sequence that he would whip Porter on
sight, and was as good as his word. Woods
was promptly arrested by the local author-
ities of Richmond and held to bail for court.

But this did not satisfy the outraged dig-
nity ofPorter. He hurried to Washington,
and from his seat in the House of Repre-
sentatives to which he had no more moral
right than the man in the moon he demand-
ed the protection of that body. Instanta-
neously his demand was acceded to, and by
direction ofthe republican majority Woods
was arrested on a mere telegram from the
sergeaut-at-arms of the House and spirited
off to Washington.

"

The poor man was
handed over to the tendermercies ofthe ju-
diciary committee, at the head of which
was John A. Bingham, of Ohio, notorious
for his active persecution of Mrs. Surratt,
and next to him Noah Davis, of New York,
and Benjamin F. Butler, of Massachusetts.
Woods did not even know that Porter was
a member of the House of Representatives,
and so informed the committee aud dis-
claimed in the most respectful manner any
purpose to show contempt or disrespect to
the House. After purging himself of the
alleged contempt there could be no possible
excuse in law or reason for the further de-
tention of Woods, and be should have been
remitted for the courts of Virginia. But this
did not suit the Jviews of Speaker Blame,

: Gen. Butlerand the other prominent repub-
licans of the House, who had warmly com-
mended the action of the officer making the
arrest in refusing to obey the writ of habeas
corpus issued by the Virginia courts, and
who did not intend to let go of Woods. As
Mr. Bingham grandiloquently expressed it,
"Every man, at his peril, must take notice
who are the members of either house."

James G. Blame, the special friend of
Irishmen, sat in his chair as Speakerof the
House during all these proceedings. He lent
all tho great power of his office to assist his
associates on the floor in their scheme of
vengeance against a poor, friendless Irish-
mau, who bad resented in the only way
known to him what he considered an insult
to his race. All this time the small but
courageous democraticminority foughtgal-
lantly step by step for the defenceless pris-
oner, and never relaxed their efforts until
every possible means of resistance was ex-
hausted. Mr. Blame, when Speakerof the
House of Representatives, was extremely
fond, whenever a favorable opportunity
was presented, of leaving the chair and com-
ing down on the floor of the House in dra-
matic style to exercse his right to vote.?
There could have been no more suitable op-
portunity than this.

No Irishman ever cast into English dun-
geon was more arbitrarily and unjustly de-
prived of his liberty than was Pat SVoods by
the body over which James G. Blame pre-
sided, aud not only with not a sign of dis-
sent from him, but with his active conni-
vance and hearty sympathy. It was the
warrant of James G. Biaine as Speakerof
the House which consigned him to the jail
of the District of Columbia for three
months, fco l»e fcrcafcod "*r» other criminals.*' f
This action of the House of Representatives
and of Mr. Blame was afterwards pro-
nounced by tbe Supreme Court of the Uni-
ted States to be a gross invasion of the con-
stitutional lights of the citizen and utterly
unjustifiable from any point of view.
