The great question for the best people of
Virginia, says the Lynchburg Advance, is
bhow long, under the present corrupt ten-
dency to centralization, will it be possible
to preserve what they know as civil liberty
for them and their children. Every piinci-
ple held necessary to the preservation of
the true liberty of the citizens as our fath-
ers understood it and fought for it, has at
one time or another, and under one pretext
and another, been violated by the Republi-
can party, and in such violations every
prominent member of the party now, in-
cluding the candidates for President and
Vice-President, have taken active part.

Blaine’s Andersonville speech; read what he
said of Jeff. Davis, Read Logan’s speeches,
examine all their atterances. Read what
John Sherman believes and claims the
right to do. Hear what Hoar says. Hear
what they all now say of Copiah and Dan-
ville, of Virginia and Mississippi, and then
say whether for yourselves and your chil-
dren, you can trust your rights and your
liberties to the Republican party and its
present leaders, They are more quiet now,
because from 1868 the Northern Democra-
cy have in every Northern State been gath-
ering together the liberty-loving people,
descendants of the men who fought for
civil liberty at Bennington, Bunker Hill
and Trenton, and breaking the teeth of
these usurpers and tyrants.

Democratic Doctrine in reference to the
Tariff.

From the speech delivered in Cincinnati
on the 7th instant, by Hon. J. Q. A. Fel-
lows, of New York, we make the following
extract:—

‘“Now, what is the Democratic doctrine
with reference to the tariff? Itis very plain.
It is very easy to understand. There is no
man in this audience that may not go home
to-night with just as clear a conception of
it as the brightest statesman of the land.—
And it is the same doctrine that the Demo-
cratic party has maintained in every mo-
ment of its existence. The first is this, that
taxation shall be limited to the necessities
of the Government honestly conducted. Has
anybody got any fault to find with that prop-
osition? Stated in another form of words;
it is just this: We will raise all the money
by taxation that is necessary to carry on the
Government—an honest Government, not
an extravagant one, not a licentious, profli-
gate one. We will raise all the money that
is needed for that, all the money that is
needed to pension our soldiers and pay our
debts, and we will raise it by taxation.

*“Secondly, ‘we propose that that revenue
shall be raised—and I want you to hear this
—by duties placed upon articles imported
into this country. Some Republicans will
tell you to-morrow, as they have told you
through all days of the past in this canvass,
that the Democratic party is a Free-Trade
party. Fellow-citizens, I doubt if one-tenth
of these Republican orators who are going
through the country know what free trade
means or understand what a tariff is. I
have heard Republican speakers in this
campaign who got up and talked about the
tariff with as large a display of ignorance as
if they supposed it was samething to eat.—
[Great laughter.] Wha¢ is free trade?
Free trade means the free interchange of
commodities raised iu our country for those
raised in another—in other words, that you
may bring into this country everything just
as freely as you can send it out. The Demo-
cratic principle is that all our taxes, all that
we need for Government, shall be raised by
custom-house duties upon articles that we
brin%in here that are manufactured abroad.
*“The third plank in the Democratic plat-
form is that in levying these duties due re-
gard shall be had to assisting American in-
dustries. The duties shsll be so levied as
to furnish material protection to all our
existing industries, and shall also be so
levied as to preserve the prices of American
labor at its present or better rates as com-
pared with the labor of Europe.

‘“Fourthly—and here is a very important
item—we propose that the largest amount
of this duty shall be raised out of imported
luxuries, and the least amount out of im-
ported necessaries. [Applause.]

““Now, that is all there is of the Demo-
cratic tariff doctrine. We expect to raise
all our revenue by import duties just as we
are doing now, but we don’t expect to raise
$100,000,000 a year that we don’t need. I
want to put this right home to you.

“You have been paying out of what you
eat and what you wear $100,000,000 of sur-
plus unneeded money to the Government
every year. That money has been wasted.”’

Blaine’s *‘Integrity and Homnor.”

Everybody knows, or should know, now
Eow fully Blaine revealed his character in
the Mulligan letters. His poorly dissembled
use of his high position as Speaker of the
House of Representatives simply for his
own personal ends marks him as a man who
iz utterly unworthy of any trust How im-
pudent is it, therefore, for him to aspire to
the highest place in the country!

Every Man for Himself.

This, says the Lynchburg Advance, is the
doctrine and the practice of most organiza-
tions, corporations and men these days.—
Men are apt to think that legislation that
directly benefits them, puts money in their
pockets, is that which is proper and right,
and try to deceive the public, and sometimes
themselves, into the belief that such class
legislation is best for all. Now, we suppose
this country is populated by 75 per cent. of
agriculturists, and the 25 per cent. left is
made up of manufacturers, capitalists and
mechanics. Labor is attached to each class,
a smaller proportion to agriculture than to
mechanics. Now, what is the interest of
agriculture in the system of Federal taxa-
tion? What is the personal interest of the
man whose capital is in land and who pro-
duces tobacco, corn, wheat, beef, pork, rice,
cotton, oats, butter, milk, cheese, fruits,
poultry, &c., &c.? Clearly to abolish the
tariff and internal revenue system and have
a direct tax. TIf the crops are restricted to
staple productions—wheat, corn, tobacco,
rice, cotton, beef and pork, clearly under a
tariff, he pays largely and gets no benefit
whatever. How about manufacturers, min-
ers, capitalists and merchants? A tariff of
any sort or of any per cent. which taxes
foreign goods protects and aids them. They
are not so largely consumers as they are
producers and handlers of goods of the same
character as those that are or would be im-
ported, and as they do not pay on income or
trade, they only pay on personal consump-
tion, and get the benefit of the tariff, high
or low. The manufacturer gets it directly,
a bonus on the goods he makes; the capi-
talist in the increased demand for money in
manufactures and trade, and the necessity
for banks and banking. Labor of all kinds
consumes. If capital chooses to pay high
wages, wages commensurate with the bonus
given by a tariff, then the labor of certain
highly-protected industries would be bene-
fitted, provided it exceeded the increased
price put on the protected articles which
labor is compelled to consume, as clothing,
&c. We think this is about a fair state-
ment, and if the selfish rule of every man
for himself is to prevail. If I maysay, ‘“‘Am
I my brother’s keeper,”” as protected
capital has often said to pretendedly
protected labor, then the 75 per cent. ought
to take the reins and by their majority
regulate the revenue system of the Govern-
ment for their own, their present advantage.
Why not? Are mnot manufacturers and
capitalists all over the North clamoring for
protection and demanding the vote of agri-
culture and labor for their benefit. They
are a minority, why should they have con.
sideration. 'We answer, if every man is for
himself, they are not so entitled; but if we
are to look to the good of all to the general
benefit of the country, it is best for every
country that its prodactions and indastries
should be as fully and widely diversified as
