That emi-

nence must forever have an attraction for

the inhabitants of Staunton.. There are

many other elevations, and some of greater

altitude, but do not sustain the same rela-

tions to the city as does reservoir hill. One

(Sears’s Hill) was selected by the officers

of the United States coast survey, as a

point from which to take observations in

the great scheme of transcontinental tri-

angulation that the Coast and Geodetic

survey is now conducting. From it were

thrown the transit lines through space,

capturing, as it were, the loftiest peaks, as

well s to note the elevations and depres-
sions of the rolling mountains in all direc-
tions. Tt is mere conjecture, but we have
supposed the scientific gentle}men in charge
of the survey would have taken reservoir
hill in preference had it not been previously
occupied by the city. ‘We Lave thought so
because the entranced eye has a wider range
from it than from Sears’s Hill, where the
station is placed. But be that as it may,
for our purpose we prefer the unbroken
view, which is to be abtained from that
beautiful elevation, and within the eorpo-
rate boundaries also, which in all the fu-
ture with the growth, the adornment, and
the prosperity of the young city, must for-
ever have a place. - The Council has made
provision for planting shade trees and
shrubbery on it, and it will only be a ques:
tion of time when other ornamentation,
and winding avenues will make the ap-
proach and the drives and walks on reser-
voir hill worthy of the magnificence of its
views and the associations which cluster
around it. To this point, then, we would
have the reader accompany us. :

The Baltimore Manufacturers’ Record in
its last issue contains a review of Southern
industries for 1884, which is, in the space
it occupies, one of the mosi complete and
interest'ng documents ever given for public
benefit. ;.

The list shows 1,865 new enterprises,
with an aggregate capital reaching the
enormous sum of $105,269,500, divided
among fourteen Southern Siates, as follows:
Alabama 176 new establishments, with a
capital of $16,925,000; Arkansas 56, with a
capital of $2,040,000; Florida, 95, and $2,-
393,000 capital; Georgia, 106, with $6,455.-
000 capital; Kentucky, 137, with $21,782,-
000 capital; Louisiana, 53, with $21,534,-
000 capital; Maryland, 105, with $7,121,-
000 capital; Mississippi, 40, with $1,295,-
000 capital; North Carolina 226, with $4,-
110, 000 capital; South Carolina 53, with
$2,174,000 capital; Tennesseo 230, with
£7,910,000 capital; Texas 212, with §10,-
778,000, capital; Virginia 188, with $13,-
450,000 capital; West Virginia 77, with
$4,392,000 captal. In Kentucky, Alabama
and Virginia, some extensive mining and
iron companies, with large capital were or-
ganized, which runs up a total of invest-
ments in those States, though they also
added many of smaller industries. The
list shows that almost every branch of gen-
eral manufacturcs is represented—cotton
and woolen mills, planing mills, building
material, factories, furniture factories, car-
riage and wagon factories, handle factories,
and many others too numerousto menticn.
There are many flour mills, as well as min-
ing enterprises of all kinds—gold, silver
copper, mica, ore, ¢oal, etc.
