Called Meoting of Lexington Presby-
tery.

The Lexington Presbytery was convened in
special vession on the 2nd in this eity {or the
purpos: of dissolving the relations of Rév. Al-
exander Sprunt as pastor of Augusta Church.
Mr. Sprunt, in the absence of the moderator,
called to order and opened the session with
prayer, after which Rev. J. E. Booker occupied
the chair. Rev. Mr. Walker, stated clerk, was
present, besides other ministers and Elders
constituting a quorum. .

Rev. Taylor Martin, of Mechlenburg Presby-
tery being present, was invited to a seat as
ecorresponding member.

The objects of the session were then ex-
piained, when Rev. Mr. McCutchan moved that
the pastoral relations of Mr. Sprunt to the
Augusta Churech be dissolved and that he be
transferred to the Orarge Presbytery of North
Carolina, Messrs. Wm. H. Moorman and P.
H. Bee appeared as Commissioners from Au-
gusta Church and submitted the following pre-
amble aod resolutions which were adopted by
that church on the 1st instant, both of them
giving expres-ion to the sentiments of the
church and community in being called to sep-
arate from a pastor and friend held in such
universal esteem and affection : —

“It is with feelings of sadness, that we hear of
onr beloved pastor’s determination to ask the
severing of the tender ties that have united us
in the pleasant relations of pastor and people
for almost 81X years to our spiritual good and
advancement. For he has been to us a pastor
indeed—tireless in every duty; the very em-
bﬂdunent of ohruuﬁn za::’ . leﬁllg oonunn'-
ally every opportua. dvanoe his master’s

‘?o.udtm ] 2 good, hoth by préeeept
aund example, in a spirit so 10ving and tender,
as todraw the tendriis of his peopie s hearts
closely about him. Feeling, as we do, that his
ministry has been so blest and productive of

ood so great, that we could not unite with

im in his request, even though he felt1t his
duty to go, did not the question of hea th ap
peal to thae teelings of love, that prompts us to
:llll: to retain him as our pastor. Therefore,

Resolved 1st, That. as the promotion of his
healtn would be the preservatiom of his use
fulness, it is our sad duty to unite with him in
his request that the relations as pastor and
people be dissolved.

Resolved 2nd, That we heartily recommend
him to the peopie to whom he goes as fulthful
in duty, tender and ioving in ail his dealings,
and earnestly hope they wili hold up his hands
:lnd l'!.ren‘t.hen his zeal with loving apprecia-

on.

Mr. Sprunt briefly addressed the Presbytery
in touching language, and under a deop sense
‘of the eircumstahces which had led him to
take the step which separates him from
a congregation and friends so dear to him, The
manitestations by all, the young people as
well as the older, and the coiored also, in ex-
pressing their desire that he would remain as
their pastor had come to him se often and 1a
80 many ways that it was indeed a struggle
with him at times to obtain his own cousent
for this dissolution of ties. He had been re-
peatedly informed by his physicians that dis-
ease was making inroads on his health, which
& more Southrrn climate would probably ar-
rest, and as he knew this disability was grow-
ing annually, he had at last concluded to seek
relief. by the change, He referred to Augusta
Churoh, and his associations there, in tender
and solemn words. Mr, Sprunt also spoke of
the church at Henderson, N. C., to which he
goes. He had every reason to believe that the
charge would improve his health, but that was
not the on'y consideration by which he was
guided. He believed that it would be in his
power to accomplish more in the work of the
ministry there than here, and that fact im
pressed him with ail its importance.

Revs Walker, Winfree, Railey, and John
son, made brief addresses in reiation tothe
separstion from Mr, Sprunt, that breathed the
full spirit of christian love

Mr. Johnsoa, who has recently assume«d the
pastorate at Hebron, vacated the pulpit tc
which Mr. Sprunt i called.

The resolution was then passed, and Mr.
Sprunt was requested 10 preach next Sunday
at the Augusta church and declare the pulpit
vac~nt.,

The Presbytery then adjourned.

DEATHS AT AND NEAR GREENVILLE.—Mrs,
Margarel Hess, widow of Erasmus Hess, de-
ceased, (sister of Capt. R. K. Rice, formerly of
Staunion but now of Roaanoke City), who had
been in declining health for some time past,
died in Greenville, at her late residence, 26th
of February. Her funeral services were ob-
served in the Methodlist church in thattown
Saturday morning, 28th, Rev. Mr. Collins pas-
tor. She was buried in the town cemetery.—
There was a large attendanee by the citizens of
Greenville and surrounding country, paying
the last tribute of respect to the deceased, who
waas highly esteemed.

Three brothers from Bath county named
Gillespie, have been for some months engaged
near Greenville in getting out walnut logs for
‘the distant markets. The one conducting the
‘business, Jno, L. Gillespie, was stricken down
rrecently with typhoid pneumonia and died
Friday last at the residence of Mrs. Harriet
Gilkeson, about three miles west of that town,
His remains were taken to Millboro' Saturday
for interment. This young gentieman, by his
urbanity, and fair, prompt dealing with the
people, had earned a fine reputation among
strangers, The sympathy for his brothers
and friends is universal in that community,
He was about 29 years of age.

One, an esteemed
friend, not muci, ifany, on the sunny-side of
three-score yeass of earthly pligrimage, asks
that the SPECTATOR shall entertain him and
other readers in his locality with some of the
details of the history of the fine old Colonial
Governor, in whose honorthe place has been
named.

When our friend was & boy in the country
primary schools, there was no history of the
S'ate in them as a text book as now. and for
that reason, we presume, it did not occur to
him how admirably our free schools now ocon-
fer advantages denled to the country youth
even to & much later period than the days when
he and nearly all his cotemporaries had to ac:
cept what could he obtained with scarcely any
history thrown in.

The history of Virginia by Miss Mary Tucker
Magill, now in its Rinth editlon, is a text book
in our primary schools, admirauvly written, and
within its scope contains more 1nformation
thsn any otker which has come under our ob-
servation. Commencing with 117 the following
eight pages assigned to the history, official and
in his private enterprise and intercourse with
the people of the colony, gives an account of the
distinguished soldier who blended so harmoni-
ously mgllmy discipline with the important
civil service he rendered duaring his adminis-
trativn, greatly promoting tpo interests of the
people and the colony. e
It-80 happens that if we were calied upon to
select & ehapter in the buok which Is more
charming than any other in its narrative the
choice would be the XV, which contains the
sketch of Governor Spotswood. This bookeour
friend will now find in every household in his
neighborhood, and it would be out of place
even 10 seleet from it, when the full text is at
band for all who may want information as to
tneorigin of the name of their railroad statlon
and post-office. ;

The nature of Miss Magill’'s work required
her to compress every subject into the least
possible space, and it could not be expected that
she would dwell at length on any event or per-
son. A the first of a class of business men in
Virginia, subsequently known as the old iron-
masters, it may not be out of place here to add
slightly to Governor Spotswood’s history as
glven by Miss Magill in that particular, and
also a refcrence to his association and inumacy
with his warm friend Colonel William Byrd, of
Westover, the ehief of the party who ran the
dividing line between the eolonies of Virginia
and North Carolina.

After Governor Spotswood had retired to his
seat in Spoisylvania county, an interview, and
the last be:ween Colonel Byrd and himself, is
reported. The Colonel, having come from West-
over on the lower James River to pay the Ex-
Governor a visit, said:—

““We all kept snug in our several apartments
till nine except Miss Thekey, who was the
housewife of the family. At that hour we met
over a pot of coffee, which was not strong
enough to give us the palsy. After breakfast,
the Governor and I left the ladies to their
domestic affairs, and took a turn in the garden,
which has nothing beautiful, but three terrace
walks that fall 1n slopes one telow the other —
I let him unde stand that besides tue pleasure
of paying him a visit, Icame to be instructed
by 80 great & master in the mystery of making
iron, wherein he had led the way and was the
Tubal Cain of Virginia. He corrected me a lit-
tle there, by assuring me he was not only the
trst in this country, but the first in North
America who had erected a regular furnace.”

Celonel Byrd’s yisit was in the year General
Wasnington was born Governor Spotswood
died in 173¢ and Colonel Byrd in 1744,

Acain wedirect the attention of our friend
and his neighvors to the history referred to,
and so readily available, for an instructive, as
well as a charming sketch of him whose name
they have honored and propose to cherish in &
new and enduring form.

hour by a loud explosive report, heard at the
Shenandoah Railroad junction and other points
distant 3{ mile from the place of occurrence. It
proved to be the work of real dgnamiters veut-
ing their purpose on the house and family of
Heory Reeves, & respectable e¢olored man
residing on the elevated land north ef the
Chesapeake and Ohuio R«liway Depot. .

It appears that Reeves rented rooms to two
colored women with the undertanding ~that 1f
atany time there was misbehaviour or im-
moral conduet on their part, they should im-
mediately leave. Reeves became satisfled by
observation and the frequent vislts of two col-
ored men, George Tyree and John Morris, who
were employed at the Crimora Mangancse
Works, that the condition upon which he bad
rented his rooms had been violated andaoccord-
ingly ordered the parties to leave. Mortis in-
&isted that he shuuld relent, but Reeves re-
matned ixed in hjs purpose to pretect the re-
spectabllity of his dJomicll. Finally, Morris
said to Liszie Sheppard, his paramour, that she
must leave, but added in reply to Reeves, “You
=hall suffer for this.” “You will not come to
any good.” “You wili wish yon had mever
done this,”

It further appears fiom the testimony, that
two men believed to be Tyree and Morris were
seen golng to Reeves’s house early Saturday
morning before the explosion occurred. They
were knwn to have dynamite in their posse-
fon,

The dynamite was placed under the subsill
ofthe doorway and on top of the base sill. The
force of the explosion splintered the base sill
and tore up the floor about & yard each way in
surface, but in rounded lines. The door
blown off, all the windows-and glass bm&.
thp partition torn down acd fragments of splin-
wrs driven in the walls, Somg of the framing
timbers were broken and dislocated and the
windows of houses near by broken. Altogether
it must have been an appalling scene for the
inmates of the house {9 pass through.

Tyree and Morris were promptly arrested by
the Waynesboro’ authorities. Meade F. White,
E£sq., Commonwealth’s Attorney, was seut for.
He investigated the matter promptly, and the
parties, Tyree and Morris, are now in the
County jsil awaiting indictments by & grand
jury, which will net in regular course be ti11
August, but Judge Stout may order a special
jury for the next term ofthe court,
