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()l'Rr INDUSTRIAL INTERESTS.

The proposition to assemble the farmers,
manufacturers, and others engaged in de-
veloping our leading industrial interests in
a general council has met with favor
throughout the State. Some slight objec-
tion has been entered, characterizing it as
a scheme favoring personal and political
interests, but no such thought has had a
lodgment in the minds of the people who
have concurred in the movement, nor will
it be countenanced, should any so desire to
influence the deliberations of the represent-
atives, who hold their credentials for en-
tirely different purposes. Indeed, the mat-
ter is not worth the reference made, but it
is due to truth and tbe importance of the
occasion to disown any object unworthy of
the people of Virginia when uniting in
consultation upon our chief interests; that
we are not and should not be actuated by
motives of mere personal gain.

This convention foreshadows hopeful
signs for future and permanent good. Its
object is to lifi despondency to the level of
brighter prospects, and to banish gloom
from a new start in the march of material
progress. There has never been a period
of trial in the history of the State when
her sons were not equal to the emergency,
and they have but to exercise the powers
of mind and energy with which they are
blessed, under steady and patient en-
durance, to place the old Commonwealth
again in her former fields of progress,
from whieh she was stricken down by mno
delinquency of hex children.

Without party bias we can state a de-
plorable fact, because it is hurtful to the

bunsiness interests —the frequency of elec-
ijons and the demoralization resulting
therefrom retard the restoration of our in-
dustries. But with that drawback, which
Langs as a perpetnal burthen upon our en-
ergies, the producing interests may have
reached the last of the class of chief ob-
stacles which have to be overcome in striv-
ing for restoration.

New institutions and new fundamental
regulations cannot be made to work well
in a short time, nor will many years of
ceaseless effort witness success in establish-
ing them. Virginia farming for the last
eighteen years has been required to stait
anew—under new methods in an old land
which but few, if any, could make practi-
cable without experience, Experience is,
however, always profitable when properly
applied. Desire for success and gradually
carned experience have not been idle, and
we hope brings us near the end of difiicul-
ties, which were sown broad-cast as history
recorded the sudden disruption of social
relations in the South.

There are difficulties yet to overcome in
making our land yield the values with
which Heaven has blessed it. May we not
hope that 1n the efforts we are now devoting
to this paramount object our part in the se-
curement of bountiful blessings in future
years shall be abundantly realized—that
restoration, development, and improvement
shall be ours? Relying properly upon our
own energics, and inviting and welcoming
all who will come and abide with us and
share our fortunes, we sLall greatly rejoice
in that prosperity which crowns every ef-
fort with pleasing realization.

Under such circumstances, a convention
of Virginia workingmen will assemble.
They know well tlie many subjects with
which they have to deal, and the care and
reflection they must exercise in disposing
of them.

The tribute which our farming interests
have paid to the manufacturers of agri-
cultural implements and fertilizers has
been too large. Stupendous wealth sud-
denly acquired and in a large measure
gained from producing sections which can-
not stand such heavy drains upon the small
profits of staple crops, will, in the end, if it
has not alrezdy, have the effect to seriously
threaten the prosperity of the manufactur-
ing interests upon the scale they have been
conducted. The excessive charges paid for
these ndispensable agencies have retarded
our progress in agriculture, and the wonder
is, that so much has been accomplished
under all the circumstances which surround
us. The two interests should be viewed as
associated, not separate. Mutual recogni-
tion upon an equitable basis, with fair ad-
vantages of profit to both, will make a
more enduring prosperity for each than the
policy which has been pursued. Over-pro-
duction in the one, and a retarded growth
in the other, bave contributed to the trade
depressions now brooding over the land,
from the horrors of which we are endeav-
oring to escape.

Virginia, in every locality, is blessed with
the natural advantages which invite earnest
labor to profitable rewards. In addition to
the cereals and the grasses, tobacco culture
and manufacturing generally, we can add
large advantages inlive-stock raising, fruit-
growing, vineyards. and wine-making,
orchard products. and dairy pursuits.
Mining and iron-making are ours by right of
inhemitance. Our forests are rich in varied
wealth, and all pursuits which elevate man-
hood and improve the age, can find a lodg
ment for good within the limits of our do-
main.

This is the field sketched in few words
upon which the earnest men of the State
are now about to take a new survey. They
meet in fraternal council, composed of
farmers, planters, manufacturers, and all
engaged in developing our resources, to rea-
sor together, and to know why and where-
fore we are not prospering as we shouid.
By ascertaining the causes and applying
the remedies, they hope to accomplish much
towards advancing all our interests on the
highway of enduring prosperity.

NEW SENATOR OF Mississierr.—The
Balt. Sun says, in the appointment of Gen.
E. C. Walthall to succeed Mr. Lamar as
United States Senator from Mississippi,
Gov. Lowry has done well. Next to Mr.

The outgoing
and incoming Senators are strong personal
friends. Gen. Walthall is a native of Rich-
mond, Va., and is 54 years of age.

The Gist of the Matter.

It is nothing more nor less than ‘“human
nature’’ to make some one or something a
“‘scape-goat’’ for the mistakes of others.—

Baltimere Conference of the M. E. Church

Bishop Parker, of New Orleans, was ex-
pected to preside, but he died suddenly at
his home in that city on the 5th instant.
The Rev. Samuel Rodgers, D. D., was
elected to the Chair till a Bishop should
arrive. Bishop Granberry, of St. Louis,
arrived Wednesday night and took the di-
rection of business Thursday morning.
He is a native of Virginia and known as a
faithful Confederate chaplain, who was shot
and left on the battle-fleld at Malvern Hill
where he was captured. He is a preacher
of strong powers and great cultivation.

For the women and
children plenty of fruit has always been a
necessity. Now that the health of hus-
bands and fathers depends upon an abun-
dance of fruit, it is to be hoped that setting
out plantations will not be neglected.

CREAMERIES—BUTTER-MAKING.—That
public-spirited journal, the Staunton Spxc-
TATOR, has for some time past bcen press-
ing upon the attention of the farmers of
Augusta the importance of an organized
effort towards butter-making as a mnew
branch of their business to supply the
probable loss in wheat and corn from com-
petition with the rich fields of the West—
now that the Western railroads are trans
porting so cheaply. A large meeting of
the Augusta farmec swere held last court,
resulting in adopting a resolution to or-
ganize for the purpose.

Pittsylvania, while not so well adapted
for the ‘‘Short-Horns” or other beef-cattle,
ought to be especially good for the Jerseys
and other milk and butter cows, the soil
and climate here being not dissimilar to
that of the Jersey and Alderney islands,
the “‘fatherland” of the famous milk and
butter breeds of that name. The railroad
facilities for markgting the butter, milk
and cheese are excellent. “‘Creameries’’
in convenient places throughout the coun-
ty, would buy uap all’ the surplus cream of
the farmers near them, and with improved
machinery quickly comvert it into ‘‘gilt-
edge’’ butter, quickly bringing the ready
cash in the near city market.

Meanwhile the proposed tobacco facto-
ries can boom along, while the tidy milk-
maids can be singing their ‘‘song of many
sixpences.”’

Dr. Pancoast explained all this to the
class before which the operation was per-
formed, and then proceeded to sapply an
artificial bladder, a surgical feat first ac-
complished by Dr. Pancoest’s] father many
yeais ago, and now not an uncommon op-
eration. The parents of the supposed girl,
now transformed into a handsome boy, at
first refused to credit the fucts related by
the doctor, and would not keep the subject
in boy’s attire, dressed in which the Pro-
fesssor had returned him to them. A fur-
ther operation was made at the request of
the parents,

This was done last week, and so fully
developed other orgavs that doubt was no
longer possible. Now, in addition to this
metamorphosis, the lad has been given a
boy’s name in exchange for the female one
with which he was christened. Professor
Pancoast has recently also had another case
of somewhat the same nature, although
not q ite so interesting, the subject being
a boy of four years, who had always been
supposed to be a girl. The operation in
each case was about the same, and both
patients have recovered.—Philadelphia

CREAMERY IN SHENANDOAH COUNTY.—

TEMPERANCE IN THE M. E. CHURCH.—

“While we do not deem it advisable to
commit ourselves as a body to any distinct
political orgamzation, we do re-afirm our
undying hostility to the liquor traffic, and
pledge ourselves and urge our members
and friends of all parties to insist on pro-
hibitory legislation, and to vote for such
men as will aid in the noble work.”

Mr. Wm. Daniel, President of the State
Alliance, and candidate for Vice-President
on the Prohibition ticket, was present
thronghout the debate. The adoption of
the resolution is a condemnation of the pol-
icy of the 8t. John and Daniel ticket.

Fuither on in the proceedings another
temperance issue popped up unexpectedly
in the report of the commitiee on the state
of the church. It was as follows:

“While we do not presume to dictate to
our people their political affiliations, we do
express the opinion that they should not
permit themselves to be controlled by party
organizations managed in the interests of
the liquor traffic.”’

Rev. Messrs. Gibson and Dashiell spoke

: TECHNOLOGY, &C.

Muc h has been said about the wants of
our State. All are agreed that something
should be done to more fully develop our
ample resources and improve our local ad-
vantages. For some years, the prevailing
idea has been to invite immigration and con-
siderable appropriations have been expended
to bring population, but with poor suecess.
Meanwhile, annually large numbers of en-
ergetic men, of moderate means, are leav-
ing the State to improve their condition
elsewhere. These young Virginians, ac-
quamted with our resources of every kind
and uquainted“hwith our th:xlnm.th and lan-

are wo more e stranger
Evl::.ogel'lu everything to learn. Would it
not be much better to direct our efforts to
devise the ways and means to retain
those we have frather than let them go
and seek those we know "not? What our
young men want is profitable and suaitable
employment. What have we for them to
do? e enquire into the large manufac-
turing establishments of our cities and we
find them chiefly managed from abroad—
chiefly from Great Britain. Look at the
railways, and you find them superintended
by people from abroad. So with the civil
engineers, &c. All these receive fine sala-
ries. We find ro fault with these. We
are glad to get them. Why have not our
boys been fitted for these places? We still
have need for skilled and learned men in
the further prosecution of the great
schemes which only await skill and capital.

Our young men would gladly qualify

themselves for such situations, but thg{ are
too poor to go to the great schools of Tech-
nology in Massachusetts and other North-
ern States. In fact, but few of them know
anything about tnose schools and their
gaeat advantages.
In tig:i:ool of Technology is for
instruction in the Arts, Sciences, and Me-
chanies, The latter is a practical appendage
to the school of Arts and Sciences. The
last two are already provided, at the Uni-
versities and best colleges of the State, for
the most part. The young men who now
attend these schools come away without a
practical application of theories they have
studied, and hence are not qualified to take
charge of the Mechanic Arts In their appli-
cation. Hence they seek what proves to
some a miserable existence in what are
called the learned professions, anxiously
waiting for something to turn up in their
favor. But the young man who graduates
at a school of Technology, say at Worcester
or Boston, is immediately wanted, with s
good salary, at the head of a manufactur-
ing enterprise, as a Chemist, Draftsmen,
Civil Engineer, Superintendent of Machine
Shops, Architect, Master Workmen, &c,
ready to do anything in iron, wood, &e.
Their exereise in the machine shops in con-
junction with the College enables the stu-
dent to turn his hand to any skilled busi-
ness.

These are the kind of men we now want
in Virginia. They not only do valuable
work themselves, but cut out work for
thousands of laborers. With our young
men eduacated for business, there would not
be so much difficulty in securing the neces-
sary oapital to start new enterpriscs. There
would be more confidence and disposition
to aid. At present, we are dependent on
strangers, who are not employed at home
for reasons not known to us. Can we qual-
ify our young men for these impgrtant and
profitable positions and retain them with
us? Let us see what is needed in addition
to what we already have in full operation
at our State Institutions. At the Worces-
ter school, which 1s probably the oldest and
best of its kind, they have ten Professors
teaching Chemistry, Theoretical and Ap-
plied Mathematics, Drawing, Highker Math-
ematics and Civil Engineering, Physics,
Modern Languages, Junior lfathemat.ies,
Superintendent of Machine Shops, and In-
structor in Field Works.

Now, wehave all thisjtaught at our State
University substantially, except the shop
work, which must be added to make our boys
business men, who can afford to stay in their
native State and build her up. Then, one
teacher, the shop and equipments are need-
ed. The money, which has been expended
without success to induce foreign immigra-
tion, would have amply supplied this great
need. Not only so, the scheme of appro-
priating more money to bring immigration
will be pressed from session to session of
the Legislature, and passed with probably
the same result, leaving our own dear boys
to seek homes in the West. It is proposed
to discuss the subject of immigration at
the State Farmers’ meeting in April. Let
this defunct measure rest and try to in-
duce our people to qualify themselves to
man the enterprises we want pushed. Then
immigration will come, when there is work
suited to their capacity. They do not now
see it, hence they do not -come. Raise our
own materials. Begin at the right place,
and then success and prosperity will flow
like a river. PRrOGRESS.
