Hence the saying
arose, to puzz'e children, "If you will go to
Gordon's;house" [where the gallows was] and
ask,'John Bullitt, what were you bung for?'

THE TROUBLES OX THE ISTHMUS.
THE DISOnPEBS CONTIHUB?MORE AMERI-

CAN TROOPS TO BE DISPATCHED.

Washington, April s.?The Secretary
of the Navy, in view of the later dispatch-
es regarding the troubles at Panama, and
especially one from Commander U-iii<\ qf
the Qalena, lias decided to send a further
force to the isthmus by tbe Acapulco. The :
dispatches indicate a continued condition
of disorder. Tue following is Commander
Kane's dispatch referred to above:

"Colon, April4, 1883.?Secretary Navy,
Washington: Vessels now on way to As-
pinwall, togerher with force on the Para,
will be sufficient to open and guard transit
if supported by two ships at Panam..
Without such support extra force of 500
men will be required. Everything quiet iv
Aspinwall, and all American property as
well protected as my force will permit. I
have 112 officers and men on shore. My
command is s*fe aud well. Ouly oue for-
eigner killed so far rv s known. There are
about 100 Columbian government troops
here hi.ldii g a large number of prisoners,
and are rendering an assistance in preserv-
ing order. Railroad co npany is affording
all possible relief to refugees, and have
sent many out on line of road. Transit re-
mains closed. One relief train re,.ched
Panama last night at great risk, having
been stopped by insurg tits and one person
forcibly removed. Wired to Panama con-
tinually being cut."

Secreary Whitney has sent the following
dispatch tn President fliimlnii. of the P._-
oitic Mail Steamship C.imiiany:

'\u25a0Later dispatches indie te such condi-
tion of things thar, I conclude to scud 250
mine men tomorrow. Can you take
them?"

Last week the company informed the de-
part raeut that, ihev could take uOO on tha
steamer sailing on Monday.

Panama, April 5 Aizpuru. the chief of
the revolutionists, holds Panama, and is
organizing a government with excellent
men in the principal positions. It is uncer-
tain how long he will maintain power, as
the Uuenaventura forces are expected to at-
tack him. The istbmu. is the battle-
ground for the government, revolutionists
and anarchists, and the end is probably yet
far off.

Much excitement is caused by the news
of the movement of United States forces
for the isthmus.

What's the mattei? Isall the world go-
ing to war? Here 011 our conttnent both
ends of it. are up i_ arms. Up in Manitoba
the Riel rebellion is rolling on, to the con-
sternation of the Dominion militia; and
down in Central Ameroan General Btrrios
has stirred up an itnmenseexcitement by bis
programme of conquest, and the five nations
are up iv arms. In Tonqnin the French
have received a sound drubiiingat the bauds
of the Chinese, and Paris is in an intense
state of excitement and tumult. In Af
gbanistan tbe Russians and Euglish confront
each olher in imminent and hourly peril ofhostilities; and ie the Soudan the rebels and
tha British are j >ined in deadlystrife Thus
in many lands grim-visaged war hath raised
its horrid front. Let us hope that it will
soon bo smoothed into smiles, and that the
bow of of peace will ere long span the earth.
