THE SEVENTH SENATORIAL DISTRICT? ALLE-
GHANY,BATH AND HIGHLAND IN THE HOUSE
OF DELEGATES.
According to announcement, the Democratic

party of the Seventh Senatorial District, com-
posed of the counties ofRockbridge, Botetourt,
Alleghany,Bath, and Highland,assembled by
delegates at Millboro' Depot, Baih county, Fri-
day, t*e 28th Instant, for tbe purpose of choos-
ing acandidate torepresent that district in the
General Assembly, the term of Wm. A. Glas-
gow, Esq., of Botetourt, the present member,
having expired, and he declining a re-election.

Tbe proprietor of the large and elegant hotel
at Millboro' Invited the Conventions to hold
their sessions ln the spacious hall, which v. as
well arranged with seats and every desirable
comfort for the business of the day, and for
which, as well as for the excellent entertain-
ment of the delegates, he had their most hearty
thank8.

Therewere full representations from the sev-
eral counties present, who exhibited in Inter-'
views with each other as they would meet,and
lnConvention, a very flne feeling, and a deter-
mined purpose to carry tbe coming election In
the several counties by increased majorities.?
Thedelegationswere composed of-earnest and
active men. There were aged gentlemen who
spoke ot the situation with the animation of
youth,and who seemed to gather new enthu-
siasm as they warmed up to the work, ln which
they encouraged their young associates to em-
bark with ardor, knowing the Importance of
the contest upon which they were all entering

The venerable Adam Stephenson, Esq., o*
Highland,was made President, and Mr. C. M.
Bragg,of the Alleghany Sentinel, Secretary, and
Sam'l J. Graham, of Rockbridge, and members
of thePress prssent Assistant Secretaries. v

#A committee consisting ol Messrs. Edmond-
son, of Rockbridge; Simmons, of Botetourt;
Bowler, ofAlleghany;McAllister, ofBath; and
Hiner, of Highland, were appointed upon cre-
dentials. In a few minutes the committee re-
ported the names of delegates in attendance,
with the vote each county was entitled to, to
wit:?Rockbridge 21, Botetourt 16, Alleghany8,
Bath 5,Highland C.?all of which was adopted

Before the meeting of theConvention, the < x-
pnssions cf views and interchange of senti-
ments between delegates indicated that the
names of three gentlemen, all with previous
Legislative experience, and strong and popu-
lar in their respective sections, and each wor-
thy or the honor of bearing the banner of the
party in thecontest, would be presented. They
were W. "A. Anderson, of Rockbridge; C. P.
Jones, of Highland; and Walter N. Johnston,
of Botetourt. Tbe delegates from Rockbridge
andß.itetourt, who had thought of proposing
Mr. Anderson, were aware ofhis disinclination
to continue in the Legislature, where he has
served pr2viously,and in both branches. They
were not inclined to press his nomination, be-
cause they knew how anxious he was to become
the active and efficient supporter of either of
the other gentlemen named rather than to be
the leader iv the district, though it was abso-
lutely safe to the party. Similar sentiments
were expressed for Mr. Johnston, who had
served Botetourt most efficiently in the House
or Delegates in 1881-82. The delegations from
Alleghany,Bath, and Highland expressed an
earnest desire to see their young and honored
representative from these three counties In the
la6t House of Delegates, Mr. C. P. Jones, in the
upper branch of the General Assembly. He
had borne ln triumph the banner ol his party

Messrs,
Shields, Edmondson, Nelson, and Ross, j.of
Rockbridge, and Simmons and Boyd, of Bot-
otourt, responded for their counties, saying
they had no desire to present any othername,
and w.-re pleased to enter the unanimous call
or the district for Mr. Jones, who was nomina-
ted with acclamation and a great shout orJcy.

Mes-rs. Edmondson and Nelson, or Rock-
bridge,rererred particularly to the canvass to
be made in that county The importance and
necessity ol holding the county to the Demo-
cratic party in the ruture could not be estl
mated. The party in the county was organized
and would make a bold fight, but they desired

The work which the people want done by
the next Assembly is very important, diffi-cult, and the responsibility great.

The management of the State Debt be-fore the Federal courts so as to avoid con-
stitutional difficulties and objections will
require experience, skill, and legal learn-
ing; and with all, good judgment.

The examinationand adoption of the newRevised Code, of the general laws of theState, which will be reported by the revi-sors, will be a long, tedious, pains-taking,and laborions work, requiring legal ability,
experience, and perseverance, as well asbroad common sense, which will guard
against too much technicality. In short,we need a Code sufficiently perfected thatit will not need amendment at every ses-
sion. One that the people may study and
understand before it is so changed that they
will again be in doubt of what is legal.
The presumption that every oap knows thelaw, when the changes each session swell
to a good sized volume, is violent and un-
just to those who cannot keep up with the
acts of Assembly.

The election ofCircuit and County Judges
for the State, is a work which requires aknowledge of men and an appreciation of
the necessity of a learned, pure, and incor-
ruptible Judiciary, whose official action in
volves the dearest rights of persons and
property. So far as our own Circuit and
County are concerned, the present incum-
bents will not be changed, we hope, but,
we are interested in every judge in theState, because his action affects the finances,
and may our persons and property.Wm need a represent9 tion which will be

But for the watchful-
ness, tact, and good management of our
people in the General Assembly, when Ma-

After that I shall bo as ac-
tive as before, but I cannot yet name my
appointments. At all these places I shall
give the people some certain truths con-
cerning this party in its brief period of
power. I shall show how they lost to the
State over $100,000 of public funds de-
