THE VIRGINIAS.~The August number of The
Virginias is a very entertaining issue of that
valuable monthly, The past few years have
witnessed general depression, but there has
been considerable progress in some depart-
ments in material development in the two
States, of which Major Hotchkiss, the labori-
ous and palns-taking editor, has kept the pub-
lic informed. The coal and coke interests, es
pecially on the lines of the Chesapeake & Ohio,
and Norfolk & Western Railways, are becom
ing of mammoth importance. The demand
keeps pace with the increasing cutputs. The
interior townsand cities are buying fuel cheap-
er than ever before. The supply needed for
manufacturing purposes continues to grow,
and the coaling stations on the Virginia estua
ry are becoming of vast importance to a large
portion of the steam marine—of the foreign as
well as that of the United States. The Virginias
is diligent in searching out the information
pertaining to these large interests, as well as to
furnish its readers with much other that is in-
teresting in developing the physical resources
of the two States.

This number contains an excellent sketch
map of Highland county by Mr.J. K. Camp-
bell, formerly Superintendent of the public
schools of that county. Attached to 1t are gee
logic sections across the county by Prof. Rodg-
ers ard Mr, Campbell, the first brought out by
Major Hotchkiss from the works of the great
2uthor.

METHODIST EPISCOPAL CHURCH, SOUTH.—
Some weeks since, the SPECTATOR referred to
he alterations and improvements goinng on at
the Methodist Church, which have now pro-
gressed nearly to completion. The entrance
has been entirely remodelled. The elevation
rrom theflrst floor to the main body of the
church is ascended by flights of steps commenc-
mgon both sides of the street door and land un-
der the gallery in a wide open space which isa
part of the anditorium. The newel and balus-
tersand heavy gracefuily curved railings are of
rich dark walnut and in Lushbaugh’s excellent
style. The windows with the exceptiou of the
arch-frames bave been made new in large and
small sized Cathedral glass. The side-galleries
have been dispensed with and removed. A
wide end gallery, approached from the head of
the first flight of steps, will be asslgned to the
pupiis and teachers of the Wesleyan Female
Institute. The organ and choir will be on one,
side of the pulpit. The gallery will have new
seats made of walnut. All the interior paint-
ing will be furnished in imitation of walnut.—
Two circular refiectors have been placed in the
ceiling which have a large number of gas jets.
The side-walls have been finished in dove-col-
or with calcimine. The ceiling is laid in ground
with paper to match the side-walls with long
side and end panels. Frescoed paper, display-
ing in the design an entablatura of the com-
posite order, is adjusted in the angles uniting
walls and ceiling with very good effect. The
celling panels are also produced with the same
kind of paper. The wall in rear of the pulpit
is an imitation recess produced by frescoed pa-
per. The beautiful imnarble desk, the altar, and
its railing as formerly.

Some improvements are also to be made in
the lecture and Sabbath-school rocms, but not
at this time. A new set of pews will also be
provided for the church hereafter.

The alterations of this church were designed
by Mr. J, E.Tinsley, our City Architect, and
carried out with the exception of the gallery,
his being a curved plan.

The vell which will be drawn before the Ark
is not yet in place, When that is done, then
the synagogue will represent the arrange-
ments of the Tabernacle and the inner place
of the Temple,

Mejor Alexander Hart, is the President;
Louis Cohn, Vice-President; M. Witz, Secre-
tary, and Messrs. Fred Loeb, M. Witzand M.
Oberdorfer, Trustees. Mr. Cohn is the He-
brew, and Maj. Hart the English, reader. The
choir is on the right of the Altar, as viewed by
the congregation. Miss Lottie Rosenbaum,
teacher, presides at the organ; Mrs. Leuis
Cohn, Mr. Julius Switzer, and Mr. Adolph
Loeb, members. The regular weekly worship
commences every Friday evening and is con-
tinued on the forenoon of Saturday.

In the basement of the building Is the room
for business meetings, where the society of.

This evening (Wednesday) ¢commences the
new year, and in the calender is 5,646. On the
tenth of this month, Tishri,—is the day of
atonement, Lev.
