Wise in the Skating Rink in this city last

Saturday, but we heard one of our most in<
telligent citizens, who heard a part of it, say

that he drew the color-line more distinctly

and emphatically than any speaker he had

ever heard. He said that all colored men

were Republicans except such as were

Democrats for revenue—that whenever a

colored man was a Democrat, he was such

for revenue.

It has not been a great while since John

S. Wise said that white Virginians who

were Republicans were ‘‘apostates for the

price of their apostacy’”’—in others words,

were Republicans for revenue. 80, accord-

ing to the theory of John S. Wise, white

Republicans in Virginia and colored Demo-

crats are alike such for revenue only. Johb

S. Wise is a white Virginia Republican—
white Virginia Republicans are such for
revenue; therefore John 8, Wise is a Re-
publican for revenue.

There was a number of ladies,
some bearing beautiful collections of flow-
ers, and a large number of persons not old
enough to vote. In the assemblage were
from three to four hundred democrats.—
When it is stated that the entire crowd
was not over one thousand, with more
than a fourth democrats and non-voters,
the reader can form a fair estimate of the
number of republicans present.

We have carefully examined the field
roundabout tosee the progress of the Prohi-
bition movement, which is, so far, mainly
confined to Staunton. We regret the move-
ment, because it can do temperance no
good, and is calculated to work mischief in
the democratic ranks. There is nothing of
it in Albemarle, Rockingham, Highland,
Bath, or Alleghany counties. In Rock-
bridge, the matter is discussed to some
extent, and presently we will come to that
county. Waynesboro’ and Greenville are
will fortified in their temperance strength
and have no bar-rooms within their corpo-
rate limits, but the democrats of those
towns, who favor total abstinence, are not
in the Prohibition movement.

The Wise-Smith Assault.

AN ACCOUNT BY AN EYE-WITNESS.

The Washington papers devote consider-
able space to descriptions of the difficulty
between the Hons. John S. Wise and J.
Ambler Smith, on a railroad train between
Washington and Alexandria Thursday
evening.

The Reporter of the Washington Star
says:—

Mr. C. K. Ramsburg, of Maryland, the
friend who accompanied Mr. Smith to Alex-
andria and witnessed the altercation, gave
the following account of it:

“Mr. Smith invited me ts accompany
him to Alexandria to hear Mr. Wigyj
speech. I accepted, and we reached the
depot just before the train started. We
boarded the train, but could not get seats,
sowe went into the baggage car in search
of better accommodations. There were no
seats there, so we turned back and entered
the smoking car. Mr. Smith was in front
of me, and when we had taken but a few
steps Mr. Wise, who was seated several
seats only from the door, accosted him
with, ‘How are you, John Ambler?” Mr.
Smith returned the salutation, and the two
engaged in conversation in regard to the
attitude of the Lewis family in the Virginia
canvass. After a few words Mr. Smith
said: ‘You. know, Wise, that I can not
support you because vou are a Mahone
man.” Mr. Wisesaid: ‘I am not a Mahone
man: Iam a repnblican.” Mr. Smith re-
torted: *And you know full well that ycn
sold me out when I was a candidate for
Congress, I can’t support any Mahoneite.’
Mr. Wise denied having sold Mr. Smith
out, and said that if Smith stated that, he
stated what was false. Mr. Smith retorted
that Wise lied. Wise looked right at
Smith, but at the instant made no sort of
response. Then suddenly he arose and
struck Mr. Smith a blow in the mouth,
knocking him into the lap of a man who
was seated opposite. I saw several negroes
advance in a threatening manner, so I
seized Wise and demanded fair play. I
forced Wiseinto his seat, whereupon Smith
was furiously attacked by some negroes.
The pegroes also assailed me, and we
would have been roughly handled if it had
not been for the interference of the con-
auctor and brakeman, who puta stop to
the row. Seeing that we had a show for
fair play, then Mr Smith demanded of
Wise that he should meet him at Alexan-
dria immediately upon the arrival of the
train and give him satisfaction. At Alex-
andria we got out on the platform and
waited, Mr. Smith expecting, of course,
that Wise would meet him. We soon
learned that some of Wise’s friends had
taken him out of the other end of the car,
We went up to the Tontine, where we met
some of Mr. Smith’s personal friends, and
they were consulted as to what shonld be
done. Mr. Smith disclaimed any intention
of visiting Alexandria for the purpose of
taking any part in the meeting or of creat-
ing any disturbance. His friends advised
him to go to the meeting, and that if Wise
made any allusion to the affair on $he train
he (Smith) should then and there state the
facts. I accompanied Mer, Smith 10 “the
meeting. He did not say a word until
some one in the audience called out to Wise:
‘Why don’t you give John Ambler Smith
fair play now or after the meeting.” Mr.
Wise replied that he ‘had slapped the face of
Smith as he would that of any other black-
guard.” Thereupon Mr. Smith arose, and,
taking off his hat, said very delibera:ely to
Wise: ‘You struck me a foul blow, and I
demand satisfaction. You are a liar, s
coward and a poltroon.’ He addressed
Wise directly, so that he and everybody
else present could hear him.”

Mr. Ramsburg stated that Mr. Smith
waited until the meeting dispersed, expect
ing Mr. Wise to meet him, but that the
latter made his exit from the hall quietly
through a back door.

A later edition of the Star says: “Mr.
Smith after consultation with his friends
this morning decided to let the affair stand
where it is, leaving Mr. Wise to take the
aggressive if he feels 8o disposed. He war
advised that his public denunciation of
Wise and the latter’s method of escaping
from the hall had left the stigma upon
Wise and made it incumbent on him to be
the aggressor if the affair is to be carried
further.”’

He addressed them for over two hours, and
enthused new democratic life into the par-
ty. His speech was grand, conviuncing and
soul-stirring, and its aftect was wonderful.
He left in the evening for Salem, amid
cheers and shouts of a happy people.—
Floyd county will be redeemed.

SALEM, October 1.—Gen. Fitz Lee spoke
in Salem to-day to a large crowd of people.
His reception in this place wasa grand one,
Over 700 men, mounted on horseback, es-
corted him from the depot. Mr. Whalen,
of Roancke, had the black stallion ‘‘Mo-
hawk’’ ready for him, and when the Gen.
mounted, a shout rent the air that could
be heard for miles around. The General
made a vory eloquent address to the people,
who in their eagerness to show their appre-
ciation of his remarks shouted themselves
hoarse. The General said: ‘“When I see
the farmers, lawyers and mechanics, leav-
ing their duties and manifesting s.ch joy
at my presence, I do not take it to myself,
but-I feel that it is becazse I come to rep-
resent the democratic party.”

Gen. Early has joined the cavalry, and
when we see this accession to our ranks,
it means that the infantry and artillery are
coming to the support of the cavalry.

The General was introduced by Gen.
Jubal A. Early amid rounds of applause.

Rufas Ayers joined the procession and
drove a little dog cart around the town.—
He is addressing the crowd at this time;
not less than 2.000 being present.

The ovation was the grandest ever seen
in Southwest Virginia, and the enthusiasm
of the people unbounded.

Lee is now speaking and will be followed
by Daunlop, of Richmond, and others.

Gen. Lee will be escorted to Roanoke
this evening by an immense procession,
and will speak there to-night.

RoANOKE October 1.—Clouds of dust,
waves and billows of dust, encircled the
Roanoke contingent of Lee’s legion on its
march from Salem to the city this evening.
Before a mile had been traversed, men,
horses, drums, bugles and banners seemed
all to have been remanded to the elemental
dust, and the speakers to-night all had dust
in their throats, which they had rather had
thrown in their adversaries’ eyes. A big
street parade led the procession through
town to the Roanoke, and another led to
the stand in Rorer Park to-night.

Phlegar led off in a sharp arraignment of
Mahoneism for nearly an hour, and was
followed by Fitz Lee, who had alot of
Roanoke turnpike added to his hoarseness.
He spoke something over an hour and after
a few minutes regained his voice so that
the three thousand people who listened
could hear every word.

After the usual flower presentation
Rufus Ayers made a short and effective
speech. Numerous other gentlemen were
called on until finaily loud calls for Huff-
man brought out the little game-cock of the
Alleghanies, who made a ringing speech to
his fellow-citizens.

The speaking closed in a grand round of
cheers, tigers, and waving of hats, Two
beautiful incidents of the evening were the
presentation to Lee of a bouquet by a
granddaughter of Andrew Lewis of revolu-
tionary fame, and one from the northern
ladies of Roanoke. A splendid display of
fireworks entertained the andience during
an interval in the programme. Lee and
Ayers leave here on the western train at 8
o’clock to-morrow morning for Carroll.—
There is a splendid feeling here to-night,
and I have heard several northern geutle-
men heretofore Republicans, give cheerful
praise to Lee and the other speakers.

——

The Colored Voters.

The colored voters of the State, we have
reason to know, will not as a body, blindly
follow the mahone party by voting for his
candidates—State, District and County—
this Fall. They bhave been deceived by
false representations and have come to know
that they must act as freemen, in voting,
as they do in the usual vocations of life,
and no longer go to the polls to vote as
party leaders tell them to do.

“In a letter of Mahone’s to Mr. James R.
Deadmore, of Abingdon, dated September
23rd, he tells him he should not vote for
Dr. White, an independent candidate
