The Virginia Situation Just as it
is.?Mahone ?he is the Republican party
of Virginia for.the purpose ofthis campaign
?does not expect to elect John S. Wise to
be Governor; he does not expect to elect a
sufficient number of senators to constitute,
with ihose holding over, a majority of that
body, but he to choose a majority
of the one hundred members of the House
of Delegates.

If he succeed in getting fifty-one scats
filled with his own men, it will be his vic-
tory. Fitz Lee will be Governor, there
will be a Democratic Senate to check Ma-
honeite legislation, but there will be a Ma-
honeite majority on joint ballot, Mahone
will go to the Senate, and all the officers
who are elected by the Legislature will be
Mahoneites.

Fifty-one members of the House of Del-
egates will be enough, as they are a clear
majority of two.
