she enteredher little basket with a firm tread.
Takin"- leave of her husband, upward the
"Skylark",rose in its beauty. "Carlotta,"
when about fity feet above ground, emptied
ballast, and awayshe sailed, wavingher hand-
kerchief which was visible as she flourished It
in mid-air when more than a mile from the
scenes below. Her course was first northward,
and then turning directly east, the course of
the balloon continued so with some occasion-
al deviation to the right and left. As the
watch indfcated twenty-fiveminutes from the
time ofher departure, and to those whose eyes
had steadily followed it, the beginning of the
descent could be observed.

The landing was effected upon the farm of
Mr. D. M. Sites, about one mile from New
Hope, and in three-fourths ofau hour from the
time of starting. The distance the balloon
traveled in its career .was about twenty-five
miles. The place of landing is about twelve
miles from the city.

Before coming to theclose of this narrative,
let us take a look at the point of departure,
and the scenes as there presented,
Myers i_ quietly and systematically adjusting
his implementsand preparing for their quick
removal, with an occasional glance toward the
"Skylark." freighted with his "Carlotta."?

ere appears to be no apprehension for her j
safety, as more than one hundred and twenty-
five ascensions have been successfully made,
under his skill and direction, by her. His sup-
plies of acid and iron for this ascension had
not been delivered, and all his energies had
been taxed to bave new resources here in time.
He had but little time in which toprepare foi
their next engagement at Cham'ersburg,Pa.,
and no matter how safely he reposed on pasi
experiencesfor the safety of bis wife again, It
could not be otherwise than that his mind and
hands were both overburdened.

"Carlotta" landed as stated, and was offere:
every hospitality by Mr. Sites and his family,
but, preferring to return immediately, tha
gentleman brought her and her balloon to th«
city, reaching the Virginia Hotel belore h
o'clock. She gave to a few geutlemen who
called upon Professor Myers about 9 o'clock, a
narrative of her observations and the circum-
stances attending her safe landing, having, as
previously remarked, traveled twe-ity-flve
miles in three-fourths oi an hour, and reach-
ing the altitude of two and a-half miles.

Whilst waiting for the appearance of Mrs.
Myers in the parlor, the Professor gave an in-
teresting sketch of his commencement in con-
structing balloons, their appendages,and his
progress inaeronautic engineering. The beau
tifui "Skylark" is his own invention, and the
favorite of "Carlotta" ofa number in their pos-
session. The "Aerial Screw Sail and Rudder
Kite,' the two five feet in length with projec-
tions each side of the basket, and all weighing
only two pounds. These are his own inven-
tions also, and enable the aeronaut to exercise
some control in givingdirection to the balloon
His residence is at Mohawk, New York, when
he is extensivelyengaged in manufacturingin
the line of his profession, and teaching aero-
nautical engineering.

Mrs. Myers stated that after gaining suffi
cient elevation, she began to survey the scenes
below, and to note her observations. Remark
ing that this was the most densely wooded
country in which she had ever made an ascen-
sion, she felt more than ordinary anxiety for
her favorite "Skylark," when it became neces
sary to descend. But notwithstanding that
she had made up her mind to take a good look
at our Valley as it stretched its great length
fringed by the longest lines of mountains she-
had ever looked down upon. Her descriptloi
ofStaunton, and then in her narrative locating
Mt. Sidney, New Hope, Fishersviile, Waynes-
boro', and other points of note, was a fair
sketch of a large part ofAugusta county. Tak
ingno notesat all,thewriter can hardly recall
her description of our grand old mountains
upon which she said her eyes were feasted. As
she g!°nced at their seeminglyendless stretch-
es from northeast to southwest, with the cross-
ingwater shedr arceiyJisiurbipg the appar
ently level surface, she wondered If in the fu-
ture she would ever again behold i Valleyso j
charming as this, when an October evening
sun threw its declining rays over the scene
preparing tor a twilightand a silvery moon.
Towns and farm-houses appeared as dots upon
the expanse. Roads were like ribbons care-
lessly stretched over the surface. Fences were
like so many threads of smail twine, and th<
summits of the great forests like beds of vari
cgated moss. Describing theatmosphereabove j
she remarked that its purity aod clearness as j
compared wi th that on the earth's surface, was
as clear spring water to that ol a muddj
stream.

The location first chosen for landing was
abandoned on account of forest trees near by,
and then elevating the"Skylark" another was
soon found?a corn-field with the co n gat hered
in shocks. The first person she saw was a col-
ored man, whow»s runningas fast as he could
toher relief?having out her anchor-liue and
grappling hooks, which had taken hold on a
corn shock. Tne "Skylark" skimmed alom
with the basket wiih "Carlotta" frequently
touching the earth. Calling to the man to
hurryon, he made good time, with au assuring
answer, and she soon came to a final halt near
the residence of Mr. Sites, where the occur
rences of the few minutes she remained there,
have been alreadyrecited.

Mrs. Myers gave sketches of some of her pre-
vious ascensions which are omitted because ot
the length this aiticle has already reaciiet.?
With theaid ofher glass distance is overcome
and far away objects are brought,seemingly
almost to her feet She has had some narrow j
escap«s. the most notable one occurring whei !
up in 'FlyingCloud," at. Ottawa, Canada. 2n<
of July, 1883. The balloou burst when two
miles high and twelve mil-s from the place 01
starting, she clung to the half-inch board
platform, thirty inches long by twenty wide
and the fragments of her basket?the balloor
in the meantime fast losing its power in
checking an absolute precipitation. But al-
thoughcomiug down with great rapidity, she
effected a safe landing.

A HORRIBLE TRAGEDY.

The heart siokens, and the strongest nerve ia
powerless as the mind is brought to view the
terrible affair which occurred In the Rotunda
at the Fair-Grounds last Thursday, between
one and two o'clock. Willllam M. Brown,
about thirty-flve years old, was an industrious
and enterprising farmer, residing near Fisher-
ville, in Augusta County. He was attending
the Fair with his wife, children, and friends.?
A few minutes before his death he had been at
the Secretary's office seeing after premiums
which had been awarded to himself, and also
to his wife, upon articles they had exhibited. ?
Returning to the Rotunda he joined his wife,
who was leading a child by the hand. Near
the western door he was met by a young man,
Thomas Jefferson Stuart Coy ner, about twenty-
four years ofage, who resides on an adjoining
farm to Brown, and who placed a pistol at his
body, and shot him in the lower part of the
left breast. Brown seized the pistol, and his
wife caught hold ofCoyner. Brown could not
wrest the pistol from him, till Capt. Long, of
the Artillery, who was standing near, struck
him in order to overpower him. Brown quick-
ly fell from the effects of his death-wound, his
wife bending over bis prostrate body,bewail-
inghis sad fate, and giving expression to all
the affectionate love of a wife so suddenly
bereft ofher husband, and comforting him In
bis fast-fleeting moments. Commonwealth's
Attorney Eohols, being near by, repaired to
the saene. He interrogated Brown as to who
shot him, and the cause for it, whoreplied that
Coyner shot him withoutcau^^histic^JJ^^18^iedfT >

Sheriff
Liglitner summoned the following named
persons as a jury of inquest: Messrs. J. 8. Mc-
Uorkle, Joseph Houseman, John S. Lightner,
