Mr. Arista Hoge, the new Treasurer, pro
nosed that the front room of theCl : y Hall late-
ly occupied by Loeb B-others, be occupied by
the Treasurer and Commissioner of the Reve
nue for their offices, with the privilegeof al
lowing him to have bis Insurance Agency
conducted therein, for which he wou d pay
3150 CO per annum. It wis agreed to, aud the
ueces»aiy arrangements ordered tor the ac
cornnidation ol the publicbusiness.

TheCouncil havin. already provided for the
erection ol a fire-proof vault or the court and
-aid other valuable records and b oks and pa
pers belongingto the cliy, the same will now
he constructed and Jocated in the City Hall
building.
