“ FATRVIEW.”

In the general run of active business, it is
found that town and country pursuits cannot
be combined to advantage. Whilst one is
prospering the other meets drawbacks and
vice versa. But all rules have exceptions, and
“Fairview,” a shug suburban farm, would
seem an exception to the general rule referred
to. In many farming districts, notonly in the
o!d country, but in wide-open America, seven-
ty-five acres is a fair sized homestead, under
the system of culture practiced upon them.—
Surrounding this city, and running wit2in its
limits, which have expsnded beyond the cor-
porate lines, are some small farms in one
sense, and yet they are large in others—both
in their ylelds of income and in the pleasure
and enjoyment whieh rural comforts bestow,
After passing down and partly within the city
1imits, on the Valley pike, “Fairview” is ob-
served to the right, forming a square of nearly
equal lines, The flelds are apportioned to a
full system in numbers and shifis in culture,
practicing therotation of crops. Straightlines
of white-washed fences mark the divisions.—
One enclosure, on a pretty eminence, has its
forest, whieh is cared for in view ol the pro-
spective charms it wiil afford as a guarded
park. Avenues and lanes connect the whole
in their divergence from a hollow square,
around which the many buildings of a com-
plete establishment are located, the barn, first
in importance in general farm service, being
the most conspicuous. Water is supplied to
all the fields and lanes by means of wind-
power pumps, and ample cisterns gather the
rain that falls upon the barn and other build-
ings.

Mr. Wm. F. Ast, the proprietor of “Fair-
visw,” is also a town man in some of his pur
suits, Heis oneofthecity’scommissaries, and
in supplying rations of fresh meats, his close
attention to thejy purity and sweetness has
been properly appreciated. From the dress-
ing-rooms the meats are placed in vaulis,
through which air-currents from ice aredrawn
by natural means. There they remain, after
preparation, till served in the city to his cus-
tomers the following morning. The ice-house,
which is on thesame elevation with the meat-
rooms, is of brick on the exterior with inner
wood casing, and keeps a full abundance of ice
long after the season requiring it has passed
by. Thehygieneof theestablishment receives
daily attention. Anabundance of water, lime,
and purifying substances, clears up the Jeast
remnant of debris which might escape in the
removal to the fertilizer manipulation.

On the front and rounded elevation is a
beautiful brick residence with every comfort
bordering on luxury in its interior make-up.
and they come in plentiful abundance from
the farm, the garden, and vineyard, and the
lawn with its shade trees, and richly bedecked
with shrubbery and flowers. *‘Fairview” has
that which is a charm {o nearly every subur-
ban residence of Staunton—distant views of
enchanting landscape, If theeye turns tothe
East, the elevations of the Blue Ridge moun-
tains known as “Turk’s” and Jarman’s’” are
obseryved. With the view ranging along the
mountains till Rockflsh Gap is passed, then
“Humpback” and *“Russell Point,” or **Valley
Salient,” loom up with their towering crests,
with “Betsy Bell” dlviding them in its round-
ed proportions, and home association of ple-
turesque scenery. Thepointof view is too low
to catch the line of bills which form the Valley
watershed, butold “Elliot{’s Knob” or ““Mount
Rogers’ richly compensates for this, especially
when gilded by the rays ef the seitirg sun
when its grandeur is most conspicuous.

COURT DAY.

The crowd Monday was comparatively small
to what it is generally the first day of County
Courts. The busy season in farm-work, of
course, required many to remain at home who
are generally present. The continued rains
since harvest commenced, have not been as in-
jurious to wheat-fields as it was apprehended
would be the case. A few farmers with large
crops had not cut a swath Monday, to whom a
few days of sunshine would be a great boon, as
it will to all in making hay and working corn.
The wheat-harvest commenced in this county
on the 18th, and, in consequence of 8o much
rain, will last longer than usaal. The cropisa
very large one, but a few farmers knew of some
fields which will not yield as expected.

Ensilage and silos were talked about, and
pleasure expressed with the information which
has been recently furnished with respect to
them. This mode of preserving green food has
many additional advocates, who will build si-
los this Summer and Fall, preparatory to
adopting it next season. One excellent farmer
said he would commence, not on a temporary
or crdinary style of eonducting the silo, but
would make cémented walls and floor and
bave the vault absolutely secure from damp-
ness,

The hay-harvest, in consequence of the
weather, has progresscd slowly. Much of the
clover has fallen and is matted. The yield will
be shortened, and much of it will be dark.—
Timothy is standing very well, and with good
weather a large and fine crop will be saved.
Upland and well-drained low-grounds in
corn are doing finely. The planting seascn
found a large portion of bottom-lands in no
condition for casting the seed, and are now in
a worse state than any bearing that crop. Itis
not too late, though, for it to recover under the
infiuence of fair weather.

The apple crop does not generally indicate
the abundance of last year,

Changes in the Railways in which the
Virginias and adjacent States are most in-
terested are the order of the day. The
great Baltimore & Ohio, though content

to retain its old name and have its head-
quarters in the substantial and prospering
city that originated it, is in reality chang-
ing its base when it locates its eastern
terminus—manifestly to its own advantage
and to that of the whole country—on the
harbor of the business and population me-
tropolis of this continent. The Richmond
& Danville and the Norfolk & Western,
both already great Virginia railways, have
greatly enlarged their capacity for doing
business by changing their tracks to the
standard, or general, gauge of the railways
of the whole country and by the building
of branches, especially the latter road, to
points where great mining or manufactur-
ing industries are or can be developed.—
The Chesapeake & Ohio, thrice changed in
name in the initiation of three stages of
growth, has again recently taken a new
and a more expansive growth. Last week,
by a consolidation of roads, it became a
part of the Newport-News & Mississppi
Valley Railway, losing its name of Chesa-
peake & Ohio, one indicative of a trunk line
from the great bay to the great river, and
becoming the trunk of a grand railway tree
that, rooted in the noblest harbor of the
western seaboard of the North Atlantic,
branches out from its Ohio river terminus
in great present and prospective ramifica-
tions to all parts of the magnificent valley
of the Father-of-waters. It begins by run-
ning its own cars on its own tracks from
Newport News by way of Louisville and
Memphis, traversing six great states of the
Union, to distant, but thus made near,
New Orleans—thisin fifteen years !—Indus-
trial South.

AGEs,—In the Circult Court to-day in the
case of Flannigan against Bowen the jury
found a verdict for the plaintiff, assessing
his damages at $2,500. Flaonigan, who
was a lineman on the Chesapeake and Ohio
railroad, last December was riding on a rail-
road velocipede, and when he reached the
crossing just above the round-house the
velocipede ran into a horse and cart owned
by James Bowen.

Demands of the Knights of Labor.

‘WASHINGTON, June 25.—The committee
of Knights of Labor appointed at the meet-
ing of the general assembly, held at Cleve-
land, Ohio, have sent a letter to Speaker
Carlisle, and copies to Representatives
Randall and Morrison, in which they refer
to the appointment by the General As-
sembly of the Knights of Labor of a com-
mittee of three to request Congress to pass
eertain laws. The committee say they have
selected a few measures, and have sent out
several thousand copies to their different
branches- throughout. the country for
signatures and indorsements from the peo-
ple, and expeet to De ablein a few days
to present to Congress these petitions,
with the indorsements of at least five hun-
dred thousand signatures.

The following is a brief summary of the
petitions they ask the passage of: 1, House
bill No. 7887, repealing timber culture,
pre-emption and desert land acts; 2, House
bill No. 7021, for the adjustment of rail-
road and other land grants: 3, bills forfeit-
ing all railroad land grauts the conditions
of which have not been strictly complied
with: 4, House bill organizing the Territory
Oklahoma; 5, Senate bill opening a portion
of the great Sioux reservation to settle-
meant; 6, bill prohibiting aliens from hold-
ing land in the United States; 7, making
presidential and congressional election days
holidays and punishing bribery; 8, bill
directing disbursement of at least $300,-
000,000 treasury surplus, and substituting
treasury notes for bank notes retired.

The committee add: “The party of which
you are o member is in the majority by
some forty votes, and we, therefore, look
to the majority party to enact the neces-
sary legislation. We find the groundwork
of nearly every one of them laid down in
the democratic platform adopted at Chicago
in 1884, on which the present majority of
the dominant party was elected. We find
that paragraph three of our memorial is
fully covered by that document. We also
find that the last paragraph in eur memori-
al ought to meet with your hearty approval
from the clause in the Chicago plaform on
that subject. Therefore we are asking the
dominant party only to fulfill the promises
that it made to the pcople when it was
secking their suffrages. We do not ask
your party to support these measures. We
oniy look to you and your party to see that
the measures are brought forward and sub-
mitted to the House for its action, and we
are willing to trust them to the good judg-
ment of the members, regardless of party.”

TEE STRIKING CHICAGO SWITCHMEN.—
CHIiCcAGO, June 25.—A carload of switch-
men to take the places of the strikers on
the Lake Shore Railroad were brought here
last night and this morning were taken out
to Forty-third street. About ten o’clock
an engine was attached to a freight train
and an effort made to move the train. A
great crowd of strikers and their friends
surrounded the police and the train and
made many threats of violence. Finally,
in response to the cries of several leaders,
the crowd made a rush for the police and
turned the switches, so that the train,
which had commenced to move out, passed
upon the open switches, and was thrown
from the track.
During the melee the police succeeded
in making two arrests, one of them a mem-
ber of the executive commmittee of the
Switchmen’s Union. The crowd continued
to grow in size until, at 2 o’clock, it num-
bered about 2,000 persons. The crowd
manifested a very ugly temper, and short-
ly after noon some of the new switchmen
were attacked by the strikers and badly
beaten. At four o’clock this afternoon,
under the protection of fifty of Pinkerton’s
police, the train was taken out. The
crowd made unsuccessful opposition, and
several strikers were knocked down by the
police and three were arrested. y

PRrETTY FAIR-S1ZED HATLSTONES.—GAL-
vESTON, June 21. Specials from Elgin,
Manor and Paige say that those places and
the surrounding neighborhoods were visited
yesterday evening by heavy storms, inflict-
ing great damage. At Elgin there was a
terrific thunder, rain and hail storm, which
deiuged a pars of the town. Nearly every
building had windows broken and holes
kuocked in the roofs. Hail feil varying in
size from a marble to a man’s hand, and
perforated iron and tin roofs. A piece of
hailstone was picked up that weighed seven
pounds. The Methodist church was blown
from its fnundations and demolished. The
Baptist church was- moved slightly out of
line. One man was struck down by a hail-
stone and seriously injured.

This morning Forsythe
laid in wait in the passageway for his wife
to come to work. As soon as she made her
appearance her husband fired two shots,
both striking her behind the right shoulder.
He then fired a bullet into his own breast,
and died in ten minntes. His wife will re-
cover.

KiLLEp BY THE CaRrs.—Alex. Caruer,
late an employee of the Crozer furnace and
living there, was run over and killed about
a hundred yards this side of the depot at
Vinton, by the east bound freight tram,
about 1 o’clock a. m.on Thursday last. He
was a widower with no family, his wife
having died about twelve months™ ago,
since which time he h.is been very dissipa-
ted. Itis supposed that he was either
drunk or that it was a deliberate suicide,
the latter more probable.—Roanolke Lead-
ery June 26th.

FINANGIAL AND COMMERGIAL

The speclal agent of the French Government
who visited the Isthmus reports that the com-
pletion of the Panama Canal depends upon
contingencies of a serious nature, yet the diffi-
culties can be overcome. The Government
will authorize the Canal Company to issue its
proposed loan for the purpose of prosecuting
the work.

The porpoise is to furnish material for new
additions to commerce, The last Virginia Leg-
islature chartered an enterprise, known as the
American Oil and Leather Company, the prin-
cipal works of which are now at Cape Hatteras,
N.C. It manufactures leather from the hide of
the perpoise, oil from the fat, glue from the
fins and tall, and fertilizers from the meat and
bones. The leather is said to be equal to calf-
skin,and the oil as good as sperm for lubrica-
ting purposes. The Company has one hundred
thousand dollars capital, and are catching the
porpoise at many points along the Southern
coast. A company has been formed at Con-
stantinople for a similar purpose. The persons
engaged in the business received their infor-
mation for a commencement from the Virginia
Company.

Newport-News is to have a Dry Dock and
Construction Company. Mr. C. P. Huntington
is at its head. It already has growing export-
ing interests in coal, iron, cotton, grain, and
minor productions.

The total shipments of wheat from India for
five months ending June 1st were 16,524,000
bushels—6,612,000 for the United Kingdom and
9,912,000 to ports on the continent.

During the first 10 days of June there was an
almost continuous rainfall throughout France.
The wheat plant was generally in bloom, The
plant is thin and the ears generally short. The
crop from present outlook is expeeted to be
considerably under average. The stock of old
wheat in France is very small, and the reserve
remaining in growers’ hands is also very small.

The traffic for the month of May, 1886, was
86,176 tons, against 87,886 in May, 1885,—a de-
crease of 1,710 tons. This decrease was mainly
in New River coals in consequence of the
strike that has prevailed, for several weeks,
in that region. This is now practically ended,
since miners are now at work in neariy all the
New River mines, at the old rates, so that
loss to the miners, to the operators, and to the
railway is the only result accomplished.

It is gratifying to note that, notwithstanding
the strikes, this railway has already this year
made a handsome increase in its coal tonnage
as compared with last year, and, of course, a
large gain on that of former years.—Now that
the contractors are at work on its down-grade
and low-grade line along the Ohio on its Ken-
tucky side, there is little doubt but that it will
soon be able to run its coal cars into Cincinna-
ti, and that also means into all the great coal-
consuming Northwest; that will wonderfully
enlarge the demand ior the superior coals of
the Great Kanawha basin and add correspond-
ingly to the coal tonnage of the **Newport-News
& Mississippi Valley Railway,” the one into
which the Chesapeake & Ohio has recently ex=
panded.
