BEATH OF JUDGE BATIB FULTZ.
JudgeDavid Fult7. died at big residence near

tbis city, alter a short Illness other than his
general state of feebleness occasioned by his
advance t age, oa the night of the 21th of Au-
gust, having passed his 84tb year of life.

JudgeFultz was a native of Amherst, his
father residing at that early time In the neigh-
borhood of Rose's Mills, a noted tavern-stand
before the railroad era on the highway be-
tween Charlottesville and Lynchburg. This
Is ono of the finest sections ofthe Piedmont
country, and within its boundaries many dis-
tinguished families and eminent men have
dwelt. From theRose family came the moth-
ers ofHugh A. and Landon C. Garland, and
John Hampden Pleasants. There also was the
home of sterling C. Claiborne, the eminent
lawyerand advocate, and of the matchless,
orator, Joseph K. Irving, whose fame is in-
separably interwoven with the bright era from
1840 to 1850 of the political arena lnVirginia.

JudgeFultz in early life came with his fath-
er to Augusta county. When casting his plans
for the future he was kindly favored in his
aspirations by Hon. Daniel Sheffey, and, before
the death of his eminent patron, was admitted
to the bar of the Augusta courts Ia 1325, he
married Miss Margaret, the daughter of Jacob
Lease, on honored citizen of Staunton. Con-
tinuing his residence here till 1830, he laid well
the foundation by application and industry,
method and cultivation, the commencement
of that career which was known and commend-
ed ln his generation,and furnished his breth-
ren or the bar much of the material fur the
beautiful tribute to his memory wbich they
rendered on the 25th ultimo. About 1830, he re-
moved to Bath coumy, and practiced his pro-
fession witb fine successand returned to Staun-
ton in 1840 with au ample competency. Here
be was associated in partnership, first, with
Judge Briscoe G. Baldwin, and afterwards
with Colonel Bolivar Christian, ln practicing
law.

In 1850, thepeople of Virginia decided to as-
semble a convention of delegates to remodel
the State Constitution. Augusta,Rockbridge,
a_d Highland formed a district entitled to five
representatives. They were cb> sen as follows:
David Fuilz and Hugh W.Sheffey, ol Augusta;
John Letcher and David E. Moore, of Rock-
bridge; and Adam Stephenson, of Highland.
Two only BUrvive, Judge Sheffey and Mr.
Stephenson.

Devoting himself continuously to his profes-
sion, he was in 1869 appointed Judge of this
Circuit to succeed Ju Ige Sheffey. He continu-
ed to discharge the duties of that position till
tbe appointmentof JudgeMcLaughlin in 1870.
In 1373, he was placed on tbe State tickets of
the Republican party for theoffice ofAttorney-
General.

The last few years of his life were spent iv
quiet usefulness amidst tbe scenes of his com-
fortabl. and attractive couutry home, and per-
haps there is not one of us who would not con-
sider it a happy privilege to know tbat ihe last

HE ARRIVES IN BULGARIA AND IS CORDIALLY
RECEIVED.

RusTCHtnc, Aug. 29.?A Bulgari an depu-
tation, a guard ofhonor, and a great con-
course of people met Prince Alexander up-
on his arrival. At Giurgevo M. Stambouloft',
the head of the loyal government, greeted
the Prince, who warmly embraced him.

The river was crowded with vessels.
Amid deafening hurrahs and salvoes of
artillery, Alexander embarked on the same
yacht that conveyed him to Reni and cross-
ed the Rustchuk, where the metropolitan
and other dignitaries awaited him.

All the consuls, including the Russian
representatives, were present, and tender-
ed their congratulations to the Prince

M. Stambouloft"formally welcomed Alex-
ander in the name of Bulgaria and restored
to him thereins of power. The Prince re-
plied that he had confidence in his people,
and was prepared to sacrifice his life for
their happiness. ,

A body of officers then approached,
crowned the Prince and carried him on their
shoulders to the palace, followed by cheer-
ing crowds. At the palirce a council was
held.

The Prince accompanied by his brothers,
will start at four o'clock on Monday morn-
ing for Philippopolis, going by way of
Sistova and Tirnova. From Philippopolis
he will proceed to Sofia.
