Lodge-meetings were
held at tbe homes of the members till a later
day when lt had a place ofabode in the Staun-
ton Academy building. In 1853, lt was located
In the property now known as tbe Masonic
Temple,which lt owns In fee simple. Mr.
Chambers succeeded Mr. Lorg as Master and
among those who have held tne same position
of honor in its fraternity were, L. L. Stevenson,
James Points, David W. Patteson, J. Worth-
ingtonSmith, and tha lamented Colonel Wil-
liam H. Harman, all of whom became Grand
Masters of the Grand Lodge.of Virginia?the
latter filling that office at the timeof his death.
