Maj. Jed. Hotehkiss’s Lecture on the
Battle of Chancellorsville.

In accordance with the announcement made
in our last issue, on last S8aturday night, in the
Y. M. C. A. room, Maj. Jed Hotchkiss delivered
an interssting lecture on the battle of Chancel-
lorsvilie in aid of the fund now being raised for
the purpose of erecting a monument on the
spot where Stonewall Jagkson was shot dewn
by mistake at night by some of his own troops
as he was returning from reconnoitering the
position of the enemy.

It is to be regretted that, on account of the
inclement weather, the audience was not as
large as it should have been. Those who braved
the weather and attended were amply repaid
by the instruetion received. The familiarity
of the lecturer with the topography of the coun-
try surrounding that historic fleld, with his
skill in drawing msps on the blackboard en-
abled him to exhibit it with all the minutige of
rivers and creeks and roads and hills and
plains, and to locate taverns and other places
of note, and the positions of the various forces
at different times; and his knowledge of the
strategy employed by the commanders of the
opposing forces, enabied bim to make his au-
dience clearly understand all the movements
and the reasons therefor. It was an object les
#8on clearly presented to the observation ot both
the physical and mental eye. Having taken
no notes we will not do the lecturer the injus-
tice of attempting a report to which justice
could not be done, without the aid of the map
he drew, even if we had taken notes and could
report all he said. After the fall of Jackson:
the command of his troops was offered to Gen,
Rodes, but he declimed to accept that responsi-
ble position. and then it was given to the great
cavalry commander, Gen, J. E, B. Stuart, after
which the federal forces under Heoker, 120,000
strong, were defeated and driven back across
the Reppahanneck river by the 60,000 Confed-
erate troops under Lee. Whilst Heoker thought
Gen. Jackson was retreating towards Rich-
mond, he was only marching around on the
flank of Hooker to defeat him, and he was de-
feated, though Jackson fell before the battle
was joined, and but for tbis sad misfortune
Hooker would have been totally ruined. After
showing how and where Jackson fell, in con-
cluding he said, substantially, that when Jack-
son fell, the spirit of the troops departed—that
they had confidence in Lee to hold their posi-
tions, and that in Jackson to press forward
and win the victory, whose uniform andsim-
ple command was “‘press 6n;” and that the sun
of the Confederacy went down on the battle-
field of Gettysburg.

Your
correspondent was there and discovered that
there Is always present on court days several
men who go about making trades for folks, up-
on payment of a dollar. They go toone man and
propose to make a trade with & certain man
for the sum of one dollar. They then goto this
certain man and tell him if he will give him
one dollar he will make the trade for him,
thereby getting two dollars for his trouble.—
These fellow are regular ‘‘land sharks,” and
the people should be careful not Lo have any-
thing todo wiith them as they are without
principle. Your correspondent fellarnong these
‘sharpers” last court-day, but came out al
right, if he did give a land shark one dellar to
do the lying. Thesin of lying, the enormous
sin oflyling is bad enough when done to pre-
serve peace; but it does seem to me that horse
traders never have any trouble to lie, and
judge from this that perditon is full of horse
traders, A geutlemanp told me he had to quit
dealing in horses (that is trading) for, sald he.
*I found I would get down to hard lying if I
continued in the basiness.”

Express charges are very exhorbitant. Your
reporter sent an eight Ibs package toa town in
Ohio from Staunton and the charge was ¢cighty~
five cents. Willbhave to try the other office
nexttime. Wearevery rellably informed that
Mr. Rob’t €lemmer residing near here, has a
Percheron colt nine months old which weighs
seven hundred and two pounds. The colt was
sired by John P. Smiley’s fine horse Col. Oda
lisque. We consider bin the filnest specimen
of draught horsein the country. Our farmers
should pay more attention to raising large and
heavy horses. The day has arrived when the
iittle “scrub” horses shou:d be entirely ignor-
ed by stock men, as they are of no value for
market purposes and less for farm service,

We notice that there are very few farmers
who pay the attention necessary to their cattle
during the cold wiater season. A great many
leave them out in the cold and snow and mud.
As a natural consequence, they freeze and dle,
especially calves. There is no farmer but who
could with a few loads of rails and straw erect
a eomfortable shelter for stock. If it did not
look as well as they might wish, it would look
more like humanity, for what looks more dis-
gusting toa man with a kind heart than to see
the poor cattle standing, shivering and freezing
in the snow when you could aimost count ev-
ery bone in their bodies, and the bair turned
the wrong way. It is money out of the pocket
and don’t show any management at all.

Two Women Drowned at Kanawha Falls.

KaNAwHA Farrs, W. Va., MARcH 2nd,
1887.—A most distressing accident hap-
pened here yesterday evening, resulting in
the death by drowning of Mrs. G. E. Tur-
ner, wife of Mr. G. E. Turner of Baltimore,
Md., who travels for Hurst, Parnell & Co.,
and Mrs. Tyree of Kilgore, Keutucky, and
the narrow escape from a similar fate of
Miss May Rhodes, the night operator here,
and Henry C. Strong. The ladies desiring
to take a boat-ride got Henry Strong the
barber at the hotel to row them up to the
falls. They went over to the basin and
when near the saw-mill on the other side of
the river, and just below the fails, the boat
got into a whirlpool and eitber filled with
water or was capsized, precipitating the
occupants of the boat 1nto the water.
Their screams and cries for help were heard
by several men who hastened to their as-
sistance and by whose heroic efforts Miss
Rbodes, Mrs. Tyree and Strong were rescued
from a watery grave; but Mrs. Taurner had
gone down before help arrived. Every ef-
fort was made to resuscitate the rescued
ladies. As soon as possible they were
brought back to the hotel when in a short
time Mrs. Tyree expired, Miss Rhodes is
out of danger and doing as well as could be
expected. Mrs. Tyree came here only a
day or two ago to visit her son, W. H.
Tyree, who is the station agent at this
place. The remains, accompanied by Mr,
Tyree, were taken to his home at Kilgore,
Kentucky, on No. 3 this morning.

'The body of Mrs. Turner has not yet been
found. Her husband arrived on number.
one this morping ard is almost distracted
with grief. They have a sweet little girl
some three years old, who is thus left
motherless, Strong, the man who wasrow-
ing the boat, was almost exhausted when

This distressing accident has filled the
hearts of our people with sadness and we
hope it may never be our painful duty to
chronicle another ocsurrence of the kind.—

The Earthquake Horrors.

ITS EFFECTS AT ,VARIOUS POINTS—OFFICIAL
LIST OF ITALIAN VICTIMS.

Lonpox, March 1.—The fishermen in the
harbor of Gonoa oun the night preceding the
earthquake noticed that the sea had retreat-
ed a yard more than usual. Instinctively
feeling that something was about to hap
pen, they remained the wholenight in their
boats.

The inhabitants of Oneglia complain that
the authorities neglected them, because of
the belief vhat the town suffered less dam-
age than did others. Oa thecontrary, they
say although the walls of the houses, being
well built, witbstood the shocks, all the in-
teriors collapsed, in consequenee of which
9,000 persons are compelied to live in sheds
and teuwts, suffering greatly through expo-
sure to wind and rain.

Of 300 bodies buried at Diano Marina
only 15 were indentified. Five thousand
persons there are still camping out. The
air is becemiug horribly offsnsive, owing to
the siench arising from corpses that are yet
in the 1uins.

The structures in which the injured at
Bajardo were sbeltered were blown down
by the wind, and before the helpless pa-
tients conld be removed to a place of safety
they were all covered with snow and half
dead from cold.

The foilowing is an official list of the

Italian earthquake victims: Alassio, 3 dead
and 12 injured: Bajardo, 330 dead and 30
injured; Bussano, 80 dead and 27 injured;
Castellaro, 41 dead and 65 injured; Ceriana,
5 dead and 12 injured; Dianoe Stello, 55
dead and 10 injured; Diano Marina, 180
dead and 65 injured; Montalto Ligure, 1
dead and 3 injured; Noli, 16 dead and 12
injured; Oneglia, 23 dead and 150 injured;
Pompeiana, 5 dead and 7 injured; Porto
Maurizio, 1 dead and 10 injured; Savona,
11 dead; Taggia, 8 dead and 14 injured;
Triora, 4 dead and 9 injured.
Twenty thousand persons are homeless.
The material losses are estimated at $10,-
000,000, falling mostly upon industrious
villagers.

Staunton Markets.
SPECTATOR OFFICE,
Stauuton, Va., Mar, 8, i887. }

Daring the past week our wheat-market has
ruled firmer, and in sympathy with the ad-
vanced quotaticns at the large eentersof trade,
The offerings are light.

As before and often remarked in comment-
ing on the markets, to be properly informed
we should first look at the chief point from
which fluctuations and the contro.ling figures
come that govern the prices in onr own coun-
try. The quantity of wheaton hand in the ex-
porting countries, except the United States, is
very small, This month will finish out that
remaining in Iodia.

The economists of the importing countries
are now, more than previously, running their
calculations of requirements and sources of
supplies into estimates of the coming crops of
the countries which barvest in the early
months of the calendar year. Thus the crep of
India, which is harvested in the different dis-
tricts in February, March and April, bas a
direct influence upon our surpius now going to
market, and is the more important to be eon-
sidered in its present and future espects, be-
cause India is the contestant with the United
States in supplying the bulk of the foreign
demand. Unless the crop of India shall fail
far below its usnaily increasing quantity, there
is not much hope of materisl advarce in our
country. Whiist the often published and con-
ceded deficiency exists in the United Kingdom
and other ymporting countries, yet the con-
dition andsize of the Indiacrop tobe harvested
is already baviog an influence in checking thé
disposition to have an animated wheat market
at Liverpool and at the other commereial cen-
ters of purchasizg countries in Europe,” to
which we must look in ascertaicing how the

important interest we have in our wheat-
surplus is to result.

The Government of India issues three bulle-
tins of the wheat cyop during the year. The
first was promulgated in Janusary, which
showed the area in the growing crop was from
five to six million acres more for the harvest
in 1887 than in 1886; that the crop generally
looked well, being at that time over one foot
high. The next bulletin will be issued in
March, sad will give estimates of the yield,
and the lastin May after harvest will definiiely
state the yield. The acreage ¥n wheat is 25843,-
000, and is stated larger than last year,showing
a continuous increase in preduction. As re-
marked, these representations are used, for all
that can be made of them, against Importing
American wheat now and in time to come.

Another feature though apparently small,
now adds some perplexity to the situa-
tion to which we adverted some weeks since.—
The economists {and lecturers ;have been de-
monstrating to the laboring people of England
that they should lesson their consumption of
wheat-bread by substituting corn, and recent
investigations show that the argument has
found a lodgment, as there has been a decrease
of wheat and an incresse of corn, per capita, as
a bread supply, and for this they say twenty
million bushels of wheat must be deduet:zd
from the estimated requirement.

The export of corn from the United States is
now larger than ever before, and thé English
are getting the bulk of it.

The following summary, which coversa large
space 1n calculations, is valuable at this june-
ture to the wheat-producers of our Valley who
have their surplus on hand. It is complled
from the New York Journal of Commerce of the
7th instant. The United Kingdom, forthe four
months of March, April, May snd June in
1885, imported 55,599,520 bushels of wheat and
wheat-flour from toreign countries., In 8¢,
the importation was 41,488,738 bushels of these
bread resources. The United States farnished
in 1885, 32,220 196; and in 1886, 28 615,202 bushels
of these importations.

At 475,000 qrs. or 38£00,000 bush. spring and
summer consumption, s very conservative es-
timate during the four menths trom Mareh to
June, both inclusive, would be 63,400,000 bush,
of wheat. The quantity of wheat on passage
for United Kingdom, March 3, 1887, is 248,000
busk. less than on Mareh 4. 1886. Australia
India, Russia, Germany, France. Chill, will al.
have less wheat for export to the United King»
dom In 1887, Mareh to June inclusive, than in
1888, as the Continental demand promises tfo
be very much larger in 1887 than in 1885. Ship-
ments from California, Australia and Chili
after March 1, 1887, cannot be made available
this side of July 1, 1887.

The home-deliveries of wheat in the United
Kingdom are smaller in 1887 than in 1886, and
will not probably reach in the four months,
March to June inclusive, to exceed 16,500,000
bushels, 2

The Chicago Prairie Furmer says the visible
supply of wheat in the United States and
Canada on the 26th February, 1837, was 57 ,627,-
308 against 52,148,859 bushels 27th of February,
1826 The authorities already quoted stow a
rapid reduction going on.

There are two things stated in these com-
ments thit are conflicting. The India bulle-
tins indieate that there wiil be a larger quan-
tity of wheat for export from that country
after the present harvest tban theie was in
1886, whilst the revlew in the Journal of Com-
merce is to toe contrary, and this is the par,
ticular point that econcerns our Valley wheat-
growers, though very little of their surplus
goes abroad.

Qur wheat is superior to western Neo. 2, and is
mainly taken by the Atlantic Coast Millers,
but quotations of the Western rule the prices
of all, In order to beon the safe side, cur home
producers, who have a surplus to sell, would
better accept the theory of the Indian govern-
ment,and if that is done, it would seem con-
