A notable feature in millinery, is the
union of velvet and tulle, net only in trim-
ming but in the making of bonnets, as for
example, where the srown is of velvet with
tulle front or the frent is of shirred velvet
with crown of puffed tulle. The most mark-
ed innovation is perhaps, however, an in-
troduction of lace er embroidered kerchiefs
which serve both as material and trimming;
for the latter purpose, gne being caught by
the middle and arranged with the four corn-
ers bristling in front as an adjunct to the tall
bouquet or where a second kerchief in great
part composes the bonnet. Lace is con-
stantly disposed likewise in the high rising
piquancy of front garniture, the central
thought te which all other thoughts are sub-
ordinate and for the production of which,
whether in direct or roundabout fashion,
they minister. Both lace and embroeidery
are freely used, tosay nothing of ribbens—
the satin faced velvet faille, meire, satin,
velvet with feather edge fancy striped,
plaided or checked, gauze with picot edge
or metal. But every trimming takes a sec-
ondary position when compared with beads.
From bonnets entirely of beads, to those
where slight admixtures glitter, there are
all gradations, but eluster them never so
thickly, bespangle them never so lavishly,
you caenot overdo the matter.

The Republicans and the Internal Revenue.

The Valley Virginian’s voluminous his-
tory on the subject of Congress and the in-
ternal revenue is simply a waste of that pa-
per’s time and space. The Virginian may
claim as much as it will that the Republi-
can party is in favor of the abolition of the
internal revenue or any part of it; its own
party has proved that its claims are utterly
groundless, and its attempt to shield its
party from the indignation of the people of
Virginia, North Carolina and other States
is wholly futile. Whatever Republicans
may have promised or pretended is worth-
less when weighed against their own acts,
When they had an opportunity te aid in
passing a measure of relief to the peeple of
Virginia and North Carolina and other
States where tobacco is grewn and spirits
are distilled, they positively refused to lend
a helping hand. It required a two-thirds
vete for a suspension of the rules under
which the Henderson resolution could pass.
How did the Republicans vete ?

Not orly two-thirds of the Democrats vos-
ing voted for it, but more tham 96 per cent.
or more than twenty-four-twenty-fifths vot-
ed for it. On the ether hand, more than 98
per cent. or more than twenty-three twenty-
fifths of the Republicans voting voted
ayainst it.

The State pablished on Friday Mr. Hen-
derson’s reasons for the passage of the rese-
lution and his explanation of the merits of
the measure, which we commend to the at-
tention of the Virginian. In the course of
his remarks Mr. Henderson said of the bene-
fits to the tobacce-grewers that would result
from the passage of this measure:

“Sections 1 and 2 remeve all restrictions
upon the sale of leaf tobacco by farmers,

and permit them to sell to any persons,

whether licensed dealers or not. Under the
existing law they can sell to none but
licensed dealers. This is a great hardship.

As a rule the tobacco farmers are men of
limited means; they raise small crops, and
they lose much time and no little money in
getting their crops te a good and lawful
market,”’

In reference to the relief given by this
measure to the distillers of spirits Mr. Hen-

derson said :—

“Section 3 abolishes storekeepers at dis-
tilleries which mash five bushels of grain
or less per day, and requires the tax on

spirits manufactared there to be levied and
collected en the capacity of said distilleries.
As a matter of fact, and the records show
it,these distilleries have never paid a greater
tax tham upon the minimum capacity of said
distilleries. The storekeepers, therefore,

have never been of any real service to the
Government in- ¢ollecting its revenaes.—
Section 6 prohibits the destruction or muti-
lation ef stills; and, in the same connection,
section 11 repeals the special taxes upon the
manufacturgrs of stills. There are no fea-
tures of the internal revenue system more
outrageous and detestable than the wanton
‘cutting up’ or mutilation of stills, and
pouring the poor man’s ‘mash’ upon the
ground. Such property is seized and de-
stroyed by the revenne officers in a spirit of
vindictive animosity, without apparent aun-
thority of law, under rules promulgated by
the Treasury Department. And there has
never been any necessity to justify such
harsh measures. No goed reason can be
given why such wanton and summary de-
struction and waste of property should net
be forbidden for the future.”

As the Virginian has questioned the val-
ue of the measure offered by Mr. Hender-
son, a measure supported by nearly all the
Democrats voting, but defeated by the
votes of nearly all the Republicans voting,
we publish this resolation in full to-day, so
that every may see for himself. Will the
Virginian have the fairness to do the same ?
