The President’s Views on the land question.

A correspondent of the New York Her-
ald has had an interview with President
Cleveland from which we extract the fol-
lowing giving his views on the land ques-
tion: —

I said to the President: “Mr. Cleveland,
there seems to be a good deal of interest in
this land question just now.”’

‘“Yes,” was his quick answer, ‘‘and very
properly, I think. It is one of the live ques-
tions of the day, and certainly one of the
most important.”’

““The railroad corporations appear to be
somewhat greedy,”” I suggested.

“Well,” he said, ‘“‘a railroad cerporation

should have its legal rights—ne more, no
less. But the people should have therr
rights, also. I believe in the people, I be-
lieve in the settlers on the new lands of the
far West, and I believe that corporations
which become too grasping should be re-
strained. When a real settler—1 don’t
mean a mere land speculator, but a farmer
who builds his little house and sets about the
improvement of the acres on which he has
settled—when such a man has legally taken
possession of his 160 acres he ought to feel
that the Government is bekind him acd that
if his rights are ever invaded the Govern-
ment will stand by him and see that no in-
justice is done. He has a right to feel that
way, ard, so far as this Administration is
councerned, it is cleaily and witheut Teserva-
tion of any kind the friend of the people.—
While, as a matter of course, the Adminis
tration will protect the lawful rights of a
corporation as well as those of the people,
still T think it should be specially jealous
of the rights of the farmers and the working
classes. This is a government by the peo-
pie and for the people, and the people ought
to feel always that its full force will be ex-
ercised to protect them from any unlawful
encroachments. I will go even further than
that and say that if by any constraction ef
the law a seeming injustice is done to the
humblest farmer in the furthest coruner of
the land, then the law cught te be changed
and changed at once. I am of the people. I
believe in the people, and I stand by them
and with them—first, last and all the time.”’
That was nobly said, and I believe it will
be nobly done.
