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The State Debt.

The State debt is an old, and in many
respects a tireseme subject of discussion.—
It has often been assumed to have bee'n
settled, but it was not, for to every basis
adopted by three different Legislatures
objections have been made,—the people
disagreeing to those of 1871 and 1879 and a
-portion of the creditors representing a (‘zon-
trolling influence and backed by the United
States Courts dissenting from the last,
known as the Riddleberger plan.

The great bulk of the people of the gta.te,
including a largely preponderating majority
of those who are engaged in substantial

" pursuits, knowing by daily experience the
trouble and perplexity inflicted on every
business interest, are heartily tired of the
agitation and the vexatious Jaw-proceedings
growing out of the conflict, amid the cl:e\sh
ing views of State- and Federal authority.

As the matter stands now, the people
may be said to be almost unanimously in
favor of the movement made by Governor
Lee and concurred in by the Legislature, te
make an earnest and exhaustive effert to
end a controversy which the longer it con-
tinues the more it will add increasing
troubles to all public interests, and clog the
way of private enterprizes. It estranges
feelings that ought to be in harmony, and
scatters wide the seeds of discord, arraying
on opposite grounds the views and prac-
tices of citizens for maintaining the gov-
ernment. As a natural result, it tends to
weaken, if net to destroy the power of the
State by a prolonged fight within as well as
without.’

If the representatives of the English
creditors and the commission delegated by
State anthority to treat in the premises can
arrive at-an adjustment within our ability
to pay, which, whilst not further lowering

the severeignty of the State in the matter
of the principle of the self-collecting inter-
est-coupon which has already been con-
ceded, then by all means let it be accepted
and maintained in good faith. The eredi-
tors represented by Sir Edward Thornton
and his colleague have given us to under-
stand that they will assent to a settlement
which will not infringe the right to control
our revepues in- ample reserves for main-
taining the State Government as it may de-

termine in respect to all its departments
without increasing the rate of present tax-
ation. Ascertaining the amount of our in-
debtedness, embracing all classes of obliga-
tions, placing all on an equal footing, and
fixing the rate of interest to be paid here-
after upon the present estimates of income
which can be set aside for that purpose,
the objection to re-adopting the coupon
feature should not have weight, because it
already exists and cannot be gotten rid of.

Repeating that whilst the debt question

is an old and tiresome subject it has as-
sumed a new and more hopeful phase for
the State than has existed in relation to it
since the war. If to settle it, it costs, in
aggregating its amount, something more
than the Riddleberger bill provides for, but
at the same time inflicting no greater
burthen than may be just, and we are able
to pay as specified, then why prolong this
agitatioen and continue a contest so fruitful
of broken hopes in the past and so unin-
viting for the fature? Let the people im-
press upon their representatives, (now with
their constituents awaiting the expiration
of the recess when they will return for de-
‘liberation upon this abserbing subject)
the absolute nccessity of settlement if
it can be obtained on the terms above in-
dicated.

Silo and Ensilage—The Prairie Farmer.

Oné of our most agreeable duties as a
Jjournalist has been the presenting of prac-
tical facts in connection with the compara-
tively new and valuabls method of preserv-
“ing green food for stock, which is receiv-
ing a good share of attention from our Val-
ley farmers. All who haye tested the ex-
pediency of the silo and the value of ensi-
lage have no desire to retrace their steps.
A few months since, in addition to infor-
mation imparted by others, we published
the plans and experience of Mr. M. Erskine
Miller in growing, curing, and feeding en-
silage, who has, we suppose, upon his
‘‘Edgewood Stock-farm’’ near this ¢ity, the

- finest full-bleoded Jersey herd in the State.
M. Miller treated the subject of the silo
and ensilage very thoroughly, in connection
with its advantages for his enterprise, and
his contribution to the new departure was
generally received with great favor.

That fine weekly, the Prairie Farmer.
published at Chicago, which is always
abreast with the progress in all the de-
partments of the farm, the growing of
live-stock, and the economic industries that
pertain to rural life and pursuits, devotes
nearly the entire number of its 16-page
weekly of the 16th instant to the silo and
ensilage, There are many articles pre-
pared by several different writers. The
plans of building silos below and above the
surface are illustrated, and the entire sub-
ject treated from many different stand-
points. It furnishes also illustrations of
the machinery employed in making and
harvesting the crop.

The Farmer is pursuing the plan of
furnishing in a single issue a thorough dis-
cussion on some one of the several different
topics that most interest farmers and
stock-growers. It has had its corn and
wheat numbers—now the ensilage; and
will, May 7th, give us a special hay num-
ber.

It was the
duty of the voters to vote in the primary,

and it will be their duty to vote for the
nominees at the election in May whether
they voted for them in the primary or not.

Be-
fore the advent into power of the Mahone
regime, political influences in the manage-
ment of our benevolent and charitable in-
stitutions were nuknown, and such should
be the ease now.

The officers, attendants, ard other em-
ployees of these Institutions should not be
changed witheut good and sufficient cause,
for the longer they remain in service, the
better qualified they will become to dis-
charge the duties incumbent upon them ;
but if there should be sufficient reasons for
their removal, they should be removed
proemptly ‘‘without fear, favor, or affec-
tion.”

The State should have in these Institu-
tions persons who are wholly reliable, and
qualified to discharge efficiently their
duties.
