THE AUGUSTA AGRICULTURAL AND MACHINE
WoRKS.—~The value of this establishment to
Stauntop, and the country in trade interests
with 1t, is manifested daily. Itis especlally s0
because of the many kinds of implements
manufactured, and the number of special jobs
wanted which are there promptiy executed.

Messrs, Thomas & Lomax, of West Va., have
recently had made there cast-iron door-frames,
beds, and draft-boxes for their coke ovens. At
this time, a similar job is under execution for
Mr. M. Erskine Miller for his coke ovens in
West Va. .

Mr. White, the Superintendent, who is a
draftsman as well as practical mackinist, is
constructing a chilled iron turning-plow, and
is making hillside and other turning and sin-
gle and double-shovel iron-beam plows. He
has commenced a large job of hay-rakes which
are for Lynn & Co. The corn-sheller he intro-
duced here is pronounced by those who have
used it to be a first-rate article. An Augusta
farmer, who tested one, says he shelled two
hundred and fifty busheis in cne day. Every
grain is taken from the cob. It is-of simple
construction, runs light, requiring but one
man to tarn it. The extent ofcountry through
which these corn-shellers have already gained
reputation is more than was anticipated in so
short a time.

Some time siuce, Mr. J. W. Harris cf this
county invented what has proved to be a most
valuable implement in the matter of saving
time, when most needed. Thesettingof tobac-
co plants has to bedone in wet seasons and in
quick time, Hitherto, until Mr. Harris’s in-
vention, those cultivating that crop have had
to plant by hand, but his invention is an im-
mense saving of labor in its operations, and is
receiving a large run. Thisimplement is man-
ufactured at the Augusta Works. It is one of
the improvements which appear tqhave come
to stay with tobacco growers with the benefits
‘of manufacturing in Staunton. Food cutters
and other implements made by Mr. White
could be referred to as well as the indeflnite
number of jobs in broken machinery he is call-
ed on to repair. Some of thedamaged machin-
ery by the fire at Deerfield which destroyed
Mr. W. H. Clare’s saw-mill ismow there for the
purpose of reconstruction. The execution of
these jobs at home is not only convenient, but
beneficial, for the cost is much less, and time
saved, when compared with the expense and
delay of having to send to distant points.

A Distressing Death in Rockbridage.

Mr. Andrew Montgomery, of ‘Rockbridge,
came to his death last week under the follow-
ing circumstances :— 2 .

His home is near Collierstown. The pastor
of the Presbyterian church at that place is
Rev. Ochiltree, who is blind. During the week
Professor Swartz in charge of the Fredericks-
burg High Schools died and his body was
brought to his former home near the Natural
Bridge for interment. Mrs. Ochiltree was the
sister of Professor Swartz. Mr, Montgomery,
who was an Elder in the Colllerstown church,
very kindly took charge of Mr. and Mrs,
Ochiltree in conveying them to the funeral of
Mr. Swartz, driving the conveyance himself.—
Whilst returning from the burial, on the 5th
instant, Mrs. Ochiltree hoisted an umbrella, at
which the team took fright, and, dashing off,
all three in the Jersey were thrown out. Mr.
Montgomery’s head struck a stone, and from
the eftects he died in a short while. Mr. and
Mrs. Ochiltree were severely, but not fatally
injured.

Lexington Presbytery was in session at the
time at New Monmouth church in Rockbridge,
a few miles distant from Collierstown. The
tuneral of Mr. Montgomery was on the 6th in-
stant, and called out one of the largest assem-
blages of persons ever witnessed on such an
occasion.” Rev. Alfred Jones, of Timber Ridge
Church, who was some years ago ithe pastor at
Collierstown was called to conduct the cere-
monies.

Mr. Montgomery was of one of the oldest and
most highly honored families of Rockbridge.—
He leaves a widow, one daughter, and seven
sons. The scene at tie graveé was truly heart-
rending. The wife and only daughter were
overcome with grief under the heavy blow
which had fallen upon them, and*which was
too severe for human nature to endure. The
evening shades of that day closed over the
most lamentable occasion the people of that
part of Rockbridge were ever called upon to
witness.

Two of our candidates, who have just com-
pleted their studies in the seminary—M:ssrs.
A. W.Crawfordand W. McF. Alexander—were
dismissed, the former toTrausylvania Presby-
tery, Kentucky, and the latter to Savannah
Presbytery, Georgia, in which, respectively,
they have been called to labor,

Mr. W. H.Sheppard, our colored candidate,
was dismissed to Tuscalousa Presbytery, Ala-
bama, for the same reason. This leaves us no
one licensed to preach at this meeting.

The whole afternoon of Lo day was spent in
the discussion of Sabbath-school work. *“The
Great Object of the Sabbath Schoo!” was dis-
cussed by the Rev. Dr. Hawes and others. Dr.
Preston, followed by several speakers, present-
ed his views on the qualifications ot teachers,
making some good practical points. Theques-
tion which called forth the most animated
and profitable remarks was “Out-Post Schools
Sunday Afternoon,” The Rev. A.Jones made
a strong argument for this kind of effort, and
many striking facts were mentioned showing
the great good of such schools both to teachers
and scholars. New interest isevidently taken
in this important and promising line eof Chris-
tian effort.,

DisasTraus FIRES 1N HUNGARY.— Vien-
na, May 8.—A hot sirocco blew the whele
week throughout Hungary, parching vege-
tatien and rendering it inflammable. At
Toroczko 300 houses were burned and four
lives were lost. The conflagration lasted
two days.

At Ruskberg a church and 37 houses
were destroyed. Many houses were burned
at the village of Maregys. At Eperies all
the churches and public buildings were de-
stroyed, and the,cemetery was devastated.
It is estimated that the total losses will ex-
ceed §$2,500,000. All the Hungarian and
many Austrian insurance houses are in-
volved. Rain is now falling.

The fire at Nagy-Karoly caused a terri-
ble storm of wind, which carried sparks to
distant woodyards and set fire to them.—
Altogether 400 houses were destroyed, and
5,000 people deprived of homes are camp-
ing in the open air.

Since the recent fire at Eperies many in-
mates of a convent and school have been
missing. At the time of the fire several
girl scholars were killed by jumping from
windows.
