Sheep-Husbandry.

For many valuable reasons which have
been frequently presented, as the adverse
situation in which our agricultural indus-
tries had to be considered, we have never
experienced the time when we thought it
best to abandon the cultivation of the
staple crops adapted to our climate aud
soil. To do that, would be, in effect, the
surrendering in a great measure the con-
tinued improvement of our lands under the
rotation system, and give oyer to despair
the impoverished acres, once of good
natural fertility, that now in their mmte
pleadings appeal for a better future, and to
have their classification in production with
others that, in the earlier returning thrift,
have been saved from a fate that has set its
blight more signally in other quarters of
Virginia.

Fortunately for our Valleyand mountain
country, and we hope for all in the broad
scope where adversity has extended its
darkened shadows of late years, there aro
many practical and profitable expedients
which come with their timely missions of
good in the shape of "Mixed industries,"
to which we can turn our hand with as-
surances of gain, without abating one whit
the claim which the staple crops and soil
improvement have upon us. One of this
class is sheep-husbandry, and in its prose-
cution the comparatively few faimers of
Augusta county engaged in it occupy a
most worthy position, entitling them,
with others here and there in tho State, to
the distinction of patrons deserving emula-
tion, both for the progress they are making
in advancing that interest and in sustain-
ing special laws necessary to every com-
munity that would have this industry
fostered and grow in its midst. The
worthless dog is the bane of this interest.?
He seems to be a fixed, though he is not a
necessary evil to our civilization, and the
be?t that reflecting people can do now is to
tax.all alike?the noble as well as the
vicious of his kind?to contribute to pay
the damages tbat the species following the
leading instincts of its nature inflicts by
preying upon our sheep-folds.

In 1875, Augusta county obtained
through the instrumentality ofits represen-
tatives in the Legislature a special law im-
posing such a tax upon dogs, as did also a
few other counties. Hero the law has been
a fixed principle of our economy, whilst
some of the other counties, deluged with
the demagogy of the times, had to suc-
cumb to the cry which clamored for repeal,
consigning this important industry to the
hazards it has to endure where regiments
of prowling curs, by day and by Dight,
roam unmolested over our fields.

The income from the tax on dogs which
has passed annually into the treasury of
Augusta county, has been sufficient to pay
a fair compensation for the damage done
to sheepkilled and wounded since the law
has been in force. The moral influences
with all, whether engaged in rearing flocks
or not, have prevailed over the baneful
spirit that would have doomed us to a
retrograde movement. Thelawstill stands,
challenging the support of every citizen
whose aspiration for good government rises
above sordid aims.

The average number of sheep killed and
damaged has been a fraction less than five
hundred per year, and each year has wit-
nessed a gradual reduction, ?the number for
the year ended first of May, 1887, being
four hundred and twenty-six, according to
the returns compiled by the Clerk of the
county. There were eighty-four claim-
ants. The tax on dogs amounts to f 1,-
-617.96, which, being apportioned among
the claimants, gives something over §4 per
head for all killed and wounded. U:ider
the circumstances, the whole ten years of
our experience with the workings of the
law demonstrate its wisdom and its bene-
fits, giving encouragement for the future
not only by a protection of the interest,
but in the equally desirable objects ou the
other hand, the lessening ofthe casualties it
seeks to prevent.

For the past two or three years, judging
from our limited means for ascertaining
accurately, sheep husbandry has not de-
veloped iv Augusta county as it did iv
previous yeais, though it has increased in
Highland and other adjacent country. It
is manifest that during the last year more
aud better systematized efforts were made
in its behalf than was the case immediately
previous. Tho receipts of wool at this
early time of the season by our dealers is
largely in excess of the corresponding
periods of tbe last and previous years. The
higher quotations now over this time of
former years doubtless contributes to swell
the receipts; but apart from that, there are
many evidences which will safely warrant
the conclusion that the industry has been
set forward, and that its continued prog-
ress is assured.

Our expert sheep-growers, though not in
the numbers that they should be, have not
been idle?very far from it. The exhi-
bitions of the State- and our district- aud
county-fairs have uniformly numbered
them with the competitors for premiums.?
At all, each of them has scored high
notches, and one gained the highest dis-
tinction at every exhibition in topping the
list of awards, both for his pens and his
single animals.

May we not express the hope that the
time is most favorable ior a larger develop-
ment in sheep-husbandry as one of our
"Mixed industries." A dingle farmer can-
not embrace all iv supplementing his in-
come, whicli, bo far as money is concerned,
is far from redundaut Irom the staple
crops at present. Some thero are who
pride themselves in cattle, horses, the
dairy, swine, fruit, See., and whilst urging
all forward, let the expert in sheep-hus-
bandry press his example upon others hav-
ing like tastes and inclinations, and thus
demonstrate that substantial thousands of
wealth from this ancient aud honored de-
partmentof pastorial pursuits can be made,
adding to tho thrift and resources of the
central and empire couniy of the Valley of
Virginia.

Whilst accomplishing all this, let the
great old county maintain its prestige in
producing the staples adapted to its soil. ?
With them only,as in the past, her impover-
ished acres can be restored to fertility. Tlie
drill, tho mower, the reaper, the turning
aud the sulky plow representing the prog-
ress of culture are the implements which
prepare the way, aud, as it were, force ac-
tion to improved tilth. They are as much
really for these purposes as they aro in
readiness to lighten the toil of the husband-
man. Their presence begets inquiry even
in inactive minds, and they awaken the
farmer to the full realization of his respon-
sibilities. Smooth culture, by removing
obstructions aud stone, is demanded and
secured. This accomplished, a rich soil
follows. Farmers' clubs in everyneighbor-
hood are esseutiai. They bring up the
backward brethren to the front, and then
they art tanged in the fall line of progress.
AM this osa bo accomplished aatf profltv
hi? *r.<>, though prices are low for pur

staples, and then one or moreof the mixed
industries will prove a welcome adjunct,?
Let not sheep-husbandry be tbe last to
adopt, but rather one of the preferred, for
its associations are of the highest order,,
bringing smiling prosperity with the
blended blessings of food and raiment to
those whom God created in his image.

The President on election frauds.?
In denying a pardon to a man named Stan-
ley, convicted of fraudulentregistration and
sentenced to ninety days' imprisonment at
St. Louis, President Cleveland has struck a
blow in vindication of the purity ofthe bal-
lot-box that will strengthen the hands of
justice whenever such cases come before the
courts. "I cannot pardon," he says, "a
crime against the election laws, except it
be in a case presenting unusually strong
considerations for clemency. I consider
such offenses the worst of all crimes, and I
know of none the punishment of which is
more important to the public." In this
short but vigorous paragraph the President
includes and denounces, in language so
clear and bold that its purpose cannot be
mistaken, all offenses that have a tendency
to pervert the will of the people as express-
ed at the polls, and thus justifies his right
to be at the head of affairs, while doing
honor to the party that put him there.

Washington, D. C, May 25.?T0-day
was the great day of the encampment.
Last night was cool and showery, aud there
was a heavy fog this morning, which did
not rise uutil after 9 o'clock; but it was fi-
nally routed by sunbeams, and there was
queen's weather for the review. The peo-
ple gathered around the encampment early,
and as the Virginia troops have their camp
iv the most favorableportion of the grounds
they attracted the greatest attention. By
10 o'clock the troops began to get in shape
for the parade, and an hour and a half- later
were in line. Thousands of people lined
the streets near the camp and the other
streets along the route of the procession.
The Virginians were prompt in their for-
mations. The reviewing standwas in front
of tho White House, and for many blocks
Pennsylvania avenuewaspacked, the great-
est crowd, of course, being opposite the
stand.

CLEVELANDAND LEE.
Just before noon President Cleveland and

Mrs. Cleveland arrived, accompanied by
General Sheridan and staff. A few minutes
later GovernorLee appeared, accompanied
by his staff, in full uniform. The Presi-
dent gave Governor Lee a warm greeting
and hearty hand-shake, and the two chat-
ted some moments. At a quarter past 12
the bead of the column appeared, and the
President rose and advanced to his proper
position on the stand. There was cheering
as the Marino Band approachedand passed,
followed by General Augur and his brilliant
staff. Next came General Anderson and
his staff, who received applause, as did the
Stuart Horse Guards, which passed in hand-
some style. The drum corpg of the First
Virginia came next, heading that regiment.
The Second Virginia followed, with the
Harrisonburg Band. The Third Virginia
was next, headed by the Stonewall Band,
which was applaudedloudly. The two col-
ored companies?State Guardsand Attucks
Guard?brought up the rear of brigade.

VIRGINIA SALUTES.
One thing very noticeable was the accu-

racy of salutes by Virginia troops. It is
but stating plain fact to say that none of
the commands which followed the brigade
at all approached it in this particular re-
spect. Some of the companies marched
well, but the movements of others were
rather ragged. Every company was in full-
service dress. The following is a complete
roster of the brigade as it passed in review:

ters of a>i hour to pass a givenpoint. The
streets were hot, and tho troops looked
jaded lief re they reached camp. Many
men fell <"it; but, to the credit of the Vir-
ginia biiga le, it only lost two men in this
way. These were all right in a little time
after they to camp.

Governor Lee was accompanied by his
little son, Fitz, and the latter shared in his
father's a.miration ofthe brigade.

SUPERB MARCHING.
The mai'.hing of some of the companies

i in the provisional battallions was superb
?the Muscatine Rifles being noted, as well
as the Vicksburg Southrons and Lomax

, Rifles. The Governor's Guard, of Raleigh,
j N. C, was in the Sixth provisional battal-

. ion, commanded by Colonel J. T.Anthony,
iof Charlotte, N. C. This company, in its

rich green uniform, passed in handsome
style in platoons with forty men, aud the
President paid it a compliment of special
mention, lemarking to Colonel King, of
the Uniitd States army, who stood beside
him, that it was a very fine organization.

Two of the members of the Governor's
Guard wens affected by heat, and soon af-
ter the leturuto camp were taken to the
admirable Held hospital, of which Miss
Clara Ban oa is in charge. They soon re-
covered.

The Stan iton artillery did not participate
in the review with the Second regiment to-
day, but its thirty men, under command of
Captain J. T. Long, did duty as camp
guard during the absence of the other
troops.

VIRGINIA'S STRENGTH.
Reports made to General Anderson gave

HEALTH.

General Anderson reports that the health
of his entire command is excellent. Not a
single Ban is reported in the hospital.

Regimental quarters are well supplied
with 11 'Wris, and Colonel Wertenbaker
smilingly romarked that the ladies never
forget tlie Third Virginia.

Colonel Spotswood, at ihe conclusion of
the review, marched the First regiment to
the drill->rr.iund for the competitive drill
with the Second Ohio regiment. These
aro the only entries for this contest. Tho
regiment began drilling just before 3
o'clock, and manoeuvred for half an hour in
the presence of the judges and of an audi-
ence of ovc four thousand persous. At
the conclusion of thedrill the regiment was
inspected in columns of companies, and as
rapidly as tha army officers completed these
inspections tlie companies were marched
back to tbe camp.

The Virginians were again in luck, their
tents being under the lea of a hill, and al-
so protected by it from the fury of what
was really a gale. Rain fell from 4 o'clock
until 6 o'clock, when the sun showu bright-
ly, and auy little damages were repaired.

'Washington City.
[From ourWashington Correspondent.]

Washington, D. C, May 30, 1887.
Recognizing the difficulties that would be

encountered io attempting a detailed ac-
count of the National Drill, even were the
space allotted me much greater than that
affordedby the columns of a newspaper, I
will not attempt to discuss the subject in
detail. The gentleman constituting the
committee which, a few months since, con-
ceived of, and have since perfected and car-
ried into execution, the detailsofso stupen-
dous undertaking as that involved in the
bringing together in friendly competition
therepresentative military organizations of
thirty-one States and Territories, may just-
ly feel proud of the success of their under-
taking.

The space surrounding the Washington
Monument covered with its white tents,
rendered brilliant by the varied uniforms
and regimental colors of the various organi-
zations represented, and the scene enliven-
ed by the strains of martial music, serve to
recall the days ef 1861 aud '02, when, .as
now, the streets ot the National Capital
echoed to the tread of marching regiments.
From Oregon to Maine and from Wisconsin
to Texas, nearly every State in the Union,
sent her quota to the Drill, and whatever
the decision of the judges may be as to the
relative merits ofthe various organizations,
in may be truthfully said tbat without a
single exception, every one of the Sixty
companies present at the Drill presented a
creditable appearance both in camp and up-
on tbe drill ground, and the Nation may be
justly proud that in her citizen soldiery she
possesses a standing army which will com-
pare favorably, if not in point of numbers,
at least in proficiency in military discipline,
with the expensive standing armies of for-
eign nations.

The exhibitiondrills ofthevarious zouave
companies wero, to the general public, the
most interesting of all the exhibitions given
by the visiting companies. The manner in
which the various fancy movements, wheel-
ing, marching, bayonet and skirmish drills
wero executed, was wonderful. One of
their feats?the scaling ofa fifteen-footfence
?was, perhaps, the most difficult yet at-
tempted upon a drill ground. At the word
of command they broke for the fence, rapid-
ly formed a pyramid, tossed up and passed
over their guns, and with cat-like agility
followed themselves. When but two men
remained, and the spectators were guessing
out a way of saving them, one jumped up-
on the shoulders of the other, thence to the
top of the fence, and there turned about
and helped up his fellow.

On Wednesday evening the camp was
visited by the most severe thunder storm of
the season, but aside from the overturning
of two or three of the tents which had not
been properly secured, and the consequeut
drenching of the occupants, little damage
was done.

The President aeeompanied by Mrs.
Cleveland, Mr. and Mrs. Lament, aud a
party of select friends, left Washington on
Thursday last for the Adirondack region,
where they will spend a few days in recrea-
tion upou the shoies of Saranac Lake. It
is expected that the President will teturn
to Washington on the sth of June, and that
he will speud the Summer months at his
country residence. H.

The Paris Conflagration

A HORRIBLE SIGHT?BURNED BODIES LYING
IN HEAPS.

Paris, May 20.?The bodies of thejballet
dancers who lost their lives by the burning
of the Opera Comique last night are lying
in heaps in the ruins of the theatre. The
firemen assert that many bodies are lying
in the upper galleries. The number of
persons kilied greatly exceeds the previous

1 estimates. Au excited crowd surrounds
the ruins, which are guarded by a military
cordon. Many distressing scenes are wit-
nessed.

Up to 2 p. m. twenty bodies, iv a terri-
bly mutilated conditiou had beeu rec&vered
from the ruins. The remaius were priuci-

i pally those of ballet girls, choristers and
, machinists. Five of the bodies are those
of elderly ladies and uue of them is that of
a child. The firemen lowered some of the
bodies from the fourth story of the theatre
by means of ropes. By 4 p. m. twenty
more bodies had been recovered, and later
this afternoon the bodies of eighteen ladies

l all in full dress were found lying together
at the bottom of a staircase leading from
the second story. These ladies all had es-
corts to the theatre, but no remains of men
wero found anywhere near where these wo-
men were burned to death. The walls of
the theatre TOgan falling this eveniug and
the search for bodies had to bo abandoned

\u25a0 for the day. The romains of three men
' and two women were found in the stage
box, where the victims had taken refuge
from the flames. It is ascertained that
many bodies, lie buried in the debris in
the upper galleries, from whence escape
was exceedingly difficult. The Govern-
ment proposes to close several of the Paris
theatres because of their deficiency in exits.

The library attached to the theatre was
entirely destroyed with all its contents, in-
cluding many valuable scores. Six thou-
sand costumes were burned in tho ward-
robe.

The work of searching for bodies was
resumed to-night and a number more were
exhumed. An qfficial statement says that
fifty bodies bave already been recovered.
M. Reveillon, a Deputy, speaking in the
Chamber of Deputies this afternoon, esti-
mated that at least two hundred persons
lost their lives in tho fire.? Norfolk Land-
mark.

The Wrong Man Killed.?St. Lours,
May 20.?A special from Rockville, Mo.,
says the shooting to death of John Vander-
burg in the court-room yesterday, during
his preliminary examination on the charge
of outraging Jennie AudersoD, is vow be-
lieved to bave been a horrible mistake, and
notwithstanding she was the victim of some
man and identified Vanderburgas the man,
yet. ber identification was of that uncertain-
ty that usually fixes the crime on the first
person arrested. Vanderburg was cooking
for a camping party four miles from tbe
scene of the outrage at 3 o'clock that after-
noon, and at 5 o'clock he was again in
camp.

The coroner's jury censured the judge
for not disarming and watchiug the Ander-
son boys and Edward Evaus, from whom
something deßpeiate was expected, and
they brought iv a verdict ofmurder against
Lint Anderson and Edward Evans.

The testimony shows that the constables
wore watching these men, but were off
their guard by their composed manner
while the judge was reviewing the testimo-
ny. Scarcely had ho pronounced "Hold
the defendant in ten thousand dollars
bond," than Lint Anderson had sent two
shots through Vanderburg's body, and
Edward Evans fired two more. Friends
ef the murdered man have been found,and
they declare that they will prosecute to theend.

One of the pious works now engaging the at-

tention and labors of the Rev. Job Turner ls
the erection ofabronzestatue to commemorate
the virtuesand eminent services of Rev. Thom-
as Hopkins Gallaudet, the founder of the first
lnstituton estaklished in this country for the
education ofthe deafand dumb, Mr. Turner ls
oneof a committee of five, appointed by the
Executive Committee of the National deaf-
mute convention which assembled tn New
York in 18KI, and authorized the memorial. To
tbis Committee was delegated tho authority to
select the design and t> superintend the erec-
tion ol thestatue which is to be placed on the
grounds of tho National Deaf-mute College In
Washington. Nearly all the funds necessary
have been secured, and to obtain the balance
is a partof the work which (claims the atten-
tion of Mr. Turner In bis travels through all
the States on bis mission in connection with
his mini-iterlal offices for the benefit of deaf-
mutus, aud the institutions for their education.
Mr. Turner snys this is a sacred work with
him, which he ardently hopes to see perfected
within the time appointed to raise this endur-
ingmemorial to thegroat and. good man?the
flrst teacher, friend, and benefactor of the deal-
mutes of our couutry?that it m»y Btand as a
testimony of their profound gratitude for the
efforts he made in their behalf.

188S,?the centenuial anniversary of the emi-
nent philanthropist.
