Captain A. H. Fultz Presiding.

CAREFUL, AND I'ATIENT INVESTIGATIONS?THE
BUILDING OF TWO MORE BRIDGES ACROSS
MIDDLE RIVER APPROVED?'FIE ORDER OF
THE COURT.

Last week the Spectator announced lhat a
special term of the County Court was then
being held and the objects of lt. As then ex-
plained it commenced Monday, 30th ult., con-
tinuing to and includingthe 2nd of June. The
order of Court copied below fully states the
matters investigated. It Is doubtful if there
ever was a case ofthe kind in which so large a
number of witnesses testified. The examina-
tions ofall were in the main brief, but tbe four
days of the term were thus occupied. The
counsel submitted the matter to the Court
without argument.

THE OPINION.
The opinionof the Court was announced on

the 6th instant, and is as follows :?

In Augusta County Court, June 6th, 1887.
Upon the petition of Joseph D. Craig andothers for a bridge over Middle river, at Mt.Meridian, and upon the petition of Wm. F.Fretwell and others for a bridge over Middle

river at Humbert's Mill.
This day came again as well the petition-

ers as the contestant, John Wampler, by their
counsel, and by consent these causes were
ordered to be consolidated and beard together.

Upon consideration whereof, the Court hav-ing heard the evidence of a large number ofwitnesses sworn and examined in support ofthe petitions and of the reports of the roadboard ofMiddle river district, and of Commis-sioners' McAleer, Bell, and Anderson, filed re-spectively October 29th, 18S6, May 23, 18S7, and
June 6th, 1887, and having maturely considered
tbe same, lsof opinionthat a bridge is neces-
sary atboth Humbert's Mill and Mt. Meridian,but that Humbert's Mill should have prece-
dence, it being a point where a greater num-
ber of persons will be accommodated. And the
t'ourt is further of opinion that there ls nonecessity for a bridge at Clino's Mill, and de-ciding In favor of the erection of a bridge at
Humbert's Mill, according to the report of theRoad Board filed May 23rd, 1887, doth order
that the same be established at a cost not to
exceed 33,740, of which amount $500 must be
subscribed by the petitioners and paid Into
Court or secured by bonds to be approved by
theCourt. And the Court further deciding in
favor of the bridge at Mount Meridian site,
(upon the petitionof J. I), Craig and others,)
according to tbe report ofsaid Road Board filed
October 29tb, 1886, doth order that the same beestablished at a cost not to exceed $5,380, ofwhich sum one-half is to be paid into Court orsecured by bonds ofthe petitioners,or forthem
to be approved by the Court, provided that no
appropriationiB to be made to this bridge un-
til tbe Humbert Mill Bridge has been fully pro-
vided for. And the Court deciding further in
favor ofthe changeof road through the lands
of John Wampler and Harrison Ross, ap-
proaching the proposed Humbert Mill Bridge
from the west, doth order that the same bemade and ascertain tbe damages and construc-tion to be asfollows, to-wit:?

John Wampler, $278, assessed by Commis-
sioners' McAleer, Bell and Anderson; to Har-
rison Ross, $63.90 land damages assessed by
Road Board, and the cost of construction, $SO,
said Wampler aud Ross appearing In Court
and by counsel, consenting to accept saiddamages as full compensation. And theCourtdeciding further In favor of the change of theroad through the land of Mrs. Cynthia Craw-ford, approaching said Humbert Mill bridge
from the east, doth order that the same bemade ata cost for construction which has beenincluded in the estimate of the bridge, sheappearing In Court by counsel and releasing
all claim for damages, and to M. E. Bishop andMarcellus Entsler, the sum of $05 for land-damages assessed by Commissioners' McCue
and Tutwiler, upon the J. D. Craig petition,
the Court also ordering that tbe change bemade through their land at that point.

Daniel Felger, being represented by counseland relinquishingall claims for damages, but
before making final order for the erection of
?aid bridges and change of location of road, ltIs ordered that acopy of this order be certifiedto theBoard of Supervisors of the county asthe law directs.

The Police Is to look hereafter mere closely
to persous violatingtha ordinances concerning
fast tidingand driving through the streets.

TbeSchool and Finance Committees were au-
thorized to hove made plans and specifications
for a school-building for white scheols.

The Treasurer,Mayor, Chief of Police, and
Sup'tof Water-Works made tbe usual month-
ly reports. Ac, &c.

The County Board of Supervisors were in ses-
sion on the 4th instant?all the members pres-
ent except Mr. Smiley, who was detained by
indisposition.

E. A. Fulcher, M. and W. A.
Burnett were appointed )a committee to have
the jail heated In; good order. The committee
havecontracted with Mr. Clifford Bargamln
for Gorton's Improved house-heatingboiler ap-
paratus at $750, which will make a comfortable
and uniform temperature throughout the
building.

The Treasurer reported $1,550.02 collected of
thedelinquent from 1576 to 1884 inclusive.

A change of road was ordered on Moffett's
Creek, North River district, ata cost of $425 for
damages and construction.

A new road will be opened below Weyer's
Cave near Brubeck's mill, and $295 allowed for
damages and construction.

A change of location near Waynesboro' of the
Waynesboro' and New Hope road was ordered,
and $500 allowed for damages and construction.

Captain James H. Callison was recommend-
by the Board for appointment.!by the County
Court to fill the office of the County Surveyor.

Mr. R. B. Hundley was (also recommended
for re-appolntmentto]the office of County Su-
perintendent of thelPoor andlthe farm at the
Poor-house.

251 accounts were audited and allowed on tbe
levy ot 1886, aggregating$1,433.73 cents. Of this
amount $1,115.31 were for .opening new roads,
general road repair and bridges, support ot
poor, burial and other minor expenses, and
the balance $.115.42 cents for election and reg-
istration service.

Joseph A. Woodward and William A. Bur-
nett were appointed a committee to examine
and investigate the settlement and accounts of
the County Treasurer and all other publlo of-
ficials of the county,!whose annual settlements
are required for the year ending July Ist next.

The layingofthe county levy was continued
until sth day of July. The Board then adjourn-
ed to meet again the first Tuesday in July
next.
