HEAVY RAINS—BARN, HORSES AND CROPS
BURNED, ETC.—During the last week rains,
more or less heavy, have fallen generally
through the county.

All the parties were
stunned so much so that they did not hear the
thunder nor realize till recovering that the
barn was on fire. Immediately after conscious-
ness was regained they set to work to save the
horses, two, they forced out and the other two
were unmanageable, and though unhitched
from the wagon,could nct be driven out., In
the meantime smoke and flame thwarting their
efforts. Another horse in astable under the
barn was saved.

Our grain merchants, some of whom are algo
dealers in fertilizers, appear to be pseparing
for a brisk fall trade. Samples of the new
crop are being exhibited, and a few sales of
wheat have taken place at 75 and 76 centa for
good quality.

The visible supply of wheat for the week
ended 16th inst., showed a decrease of 1,269,-
660 bushels, but the receipts of new Winter
wheat in the Western cities, have probably
caused the stocks on hand to increase, rather
than diminish. The foreign, as well asthe
American markets are dull with bearish feel~
ings.

A sample of Wheat grown in Louisiana has
lately attracted considerable attention in New
Orleans, and the experiment of ralsing the
grain in that State islikely to be tried on a
much larger scale the coming season. The
sample referred to,was grown in Lafayette
parish, and 1aade about 20 bu to the acre. The
New Orleans Picayune remarks: ‘‘There ap-
pears tobe no reason why wheat properly
adopted to the rich alluvial soil of Louisiana,
should not do well. Wheat which flourishes
in the rocky soil of the Eastern States might
not do here, but grain grown on the rich prai-
ries of Illinois, where the soil, if not the cli-
mate, 18 much the same as in the] Louisiana
alluvions, might bear the change of situation.
There have been some sales of new timothy
hay at $10.

New flour from country mills is arriving
in small lots, and of excellent quality.
