DEATH oF CAPTAIN R. 8. Guy, oF TEXAS.—

of the death of Captain R. 8. Guy, of that place
This gentleman was & native of Augusta coun-
ty, and has here a large relationship 4nd many
friends, who, whilst regretting his death haye
pleasure in the honorable distinction he had
earned and the esteem in which he was held
in the State of his adoption. He wasa near
kinsman of R, M.and J. E. Guy, and W, J,
Nelson, Esgs., of this city. He was in the Con-
federate army and had command of a regi-
ment. Following is the sketch of him made
by the Herald:

Capt. R. 8. Guy died at his residence in this
city last Sunday morning, He was born in
Augusta county,Va., August3:d, 1820,and while
quite young his parents moved to Callaway
county, Missouri, where he grew to manhood.
In 1846 he married Miss Emily Green and to
them were bora three children, two of which
are yet living, the eldest died in the army dur-

Texas and settling at Lancaster, taught school
for several years. In 1855 or ’56 he passed a
very searching and rigid examination and re~
ceived license to practice in the courts of the
conntry. Being a diligent student and in pos-
session of a fine legal mind he soon took ran
among the best legal talent of the State. Capf.
Guy served as State Senator from this district
in the Fifteenth and Sixteehth Legislatures
and acquired considerable prominence in that
body. r. N. K. Grove’ of Arlington, in'a pri-
vate letter to Rev. A, M. Averill, of this ecity,
pays the following tribute to Capt. Guy’s
memory: “As comrade and friend ;I have
kKnown him intimately for more than forty
years, and I know that he possessed all the
mental attributes that are required to make
up a noble and perfect manhood. Brave, true,
honest, kind and considerate to his friends,
generous to his enemies, a kind husband, a
loving parent, a good man.”

Excursion to the Wkite Sulphur,

[Reported for the SPECTATOR.]

The biggest excursion that ever left Staun-
ton, pulled away from the C. & O. Depot,
Westward bound, Thursday morning last, at
fifteen minutes after 6 o’clock. It was set on
foot and pushed forward, mainly through the
efforts of the Baptist Sunday School of this
place, Eight closely packed coaches, with
their living freight, moving from the long
platform in from of the Hale House, were
handed over for safe keeping to the care of our
faithful Engineer, Capt. Chalkley, and Henry
E. Summerson, Egq., Conductor pro tem.:= ...
11The engine—passenger No 63, of the regular
line, a noble fellow, tugged heavily away with
his immense load, gradually ascending, and
going safely over the heayy grade just beyond
La Grange, sweeping down and up to Swoopes,
where a crowd stood waiting, many of whom
stepping on board, swelled the number which
started from Staunton, and still furthér packed
the aisles within, and the platforms and stair-
ways without, of every one of the coaches.
Quickly leaving our first landing place, we be-
gan toclimb the Eastern slope of North Moun-
tain, leading through Buffalo Gap, which is
one of the heaviest grades on the road. Right
man fully did our noble steed acquit himself,
toiling up the ascent, step by step, until near
the top, or dividing line, when his lessening
speed plainly told us, that there is alimit even
to the proudest workmanship of man. Just
before reaching the highest point,the engine
stopped, simply from sheer exhauston—for a
moment disappointment was seen in every
face. Hardly however, had the exhausted en-
gine’s strengh gave out, when the shrill shriek
of another, reverberated from the towering
hights above, and the yawning depths be-
neath, which was immediately answered by
one loud and long shout from the passengers
within and without the standing train. =

Coupled to the rear car, the united forces of
the two engines sent us handsomely over the
hill top, and almost whizzing down the long
descent on the other side of the mountain, to
Variety Springs. What a lesson for us, to
bring timely succor to some poor fellow, when
hard pressed, toiling up the stern steeps, the
inevitable acclivities of life.

Starting again withifresh courage, we drew
up for a moment at Elizabeth Furnace—put-
ing on steam—we huried by Pond Gap—we
barely checked up at Craigsville—we slighted
Goshen, and lingered not at Millboro, and ere-
long our whistle announced our approach to
Clifton Forge. Here another coach the ninth,
full of men and women, girls and boys, was
waiting to be linked to our already unusually
long train. By actual count, just before get-
ting to the last named place, there were on
board, as handed to your reporter on a strip
of paper, elght hundred and eight souls. The
Clifton Forge contingent, numbered thirty-
five all told, so that we left the junction with
eight hundred and fifiy-three persons, going
to the White Sulphur on that day. True as
steel, with a heart fall of warmth,and keeping
up his spirits by drinking now and then from
the clear mountain streams, grand old 63, with
undaunted front moved forward, going up and
up all the time, with his increasing load be-
hind him, until Covington was scored, and
Low Moor soon reached.
